10.2.1 Title:  Damage to Property on Lofthouse Avenue Eaton

Background 
 
Correspondence has been received from residents of Lofthouse Avenue requesting 
Council’s attention to the antisocial behaviour and damage that is occurring to both 
private and public property along Lofthouse Avenue. Damage has occurred to the 
trees and bollards in the median street, bins, reticulation, letterboxes and bottles 
broken over the road and has been occurring on most weekends at night. Residents 
have also advised that vehicles are speeding along this road. A copy of the 
correspondence is provided in the agenda (Appendix ORD: 10.2.1A). 
 
Apart from the expenses incurred by the residents along Lofthouse Street, the Shire 
has also incurred costs in continually replacing trees and bollards along the road 
which are repetitively destroyed.  
 
Lofthouse Avenue has had a history of speeding vehicles, which instigated the 
Council to undertake traffic calming works approximately two years ago to address 
the problem. The traffic calming approach consisted of the creation of a flush median 
strip with a series of trees (17 in total) and bollards placed along this strip. When 
matured the trees would act as a frangible obstacle that would reduce the pavement 
width and hence also the vehicle speeds. Unfortunately, the trees have not been 
given the opportunity to grow to an appropriate height due to them be constantly 
destroyed by vandals. As a result of this, the full potential of the treatment as a traffic 
calming device has not yet been realised. 
 
Shire staff have recently examined a number of possible options to address the 
situation: 
 
·  Option 1 – Planting of larger trees and stronger posts 
 

In this option, larger trees of approximately six metres tall would be planted. 
Trees of this size would be more robust and less prone to destruction when 
compared to the trees planted in the past which were on average approximately 
one metre tall. However, trees of this size will be considerably more expensive. 

 
The timber posts would also be increased in thickness to afford greater strength 
yet still be frangible if impacted in an accident. It is suggested a hardwood of up 
to 150x150mm thickness would be better suited under the circumstances as 
compared to the 90x90mm thick pine posts which have been used – such 
bollards have been used in Millbridge public open space successfully. The thicker 
posts are more expensive; however, the extra cost can be offset by using two 
posts per tree instead of the four posts currently used. 
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·  Option 2 – Additional traffic calming measures 
 
In this option, additional road infrastructure would be added as further traffic 
calming. This could be achieved by a number of methods: 
 
Channelisation of traffic flow (i.e. narrowing of lanes by use of obstacles) – this is 
similar to the current treatment by which the road lane width is further reduced. 
This would be done by placing an edge line for the full length of the road creating 
a 3.0 metre lane width instead of the current 4.0 metre width. Kerbed islands 
would be placed around the trees and bollards and nibs would be placed outside 
of the edgeline at intervals along the road. This has the effect of choking vehicle 
movements and subsequently reduces vehicle speeds. 
 
Placement of speed humps – this option would involve the installation of speed 
humps at intervals along the road that would restrict vehicle speeds to 50km/h. 
However, this option may be undesirable due to it potentially creating more noise 
and pollution due to vehicles braking, passing over the hump and then 
accelerating – it should be noted that it may slow down hoons only at the humps 
but not on the straight sections of road. 
 
Construction of chicanes – similar devices to those constructed along Pratt Road 
could be implemented; however, like speed humps they have the potential to 
create noise and pollution. 

 
 
·  Option 3 – Improved lighting 

 
In this option, lighting along the full length of the road would be upgraded. The 
recent lighting study undertaken by a consultant has shown that lighting along 
this road was substandard and requires improving. Improved lighting may or may 
not reduce anti-social behaviour but is unlikely to reduce traffic speeds. 

 
 
·  Option 4 – Increased surveillance of the area 

 
This option involves either increased police patrols, introducing security patrols, 
implementing video surveillance or a combination of these.  
 
The amount of police patrols is out of the Shire’s control; however, the police may 
be requested to concentrate efforts on this particular problem area.  
 
The implementation of security patrols although successful in some councils 
would be an additional cost burden for the Shire of Dardanup. It’s effectiveness 
on the situation is unknown until it is tried. 
 
The logistics of installing an effective video surveillance system along the road 
could be complex. Surveillance cameras could provide 24-hour surveillance of 
the road if located effectively. However, the installation of cameras would be 
costly due to the cost of equipment, the logistics of having it connected to a 
central surveillance network, maintenance of equipment and any damage it may 
sustain as a result of anti-social activities. 
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·  Option 5 – Combination of Options 1 to 4 
 
The various methods described in Options 1 to 4 may be implemented in 
combination to achieve a desired outcome. 
 
The residents of Lofthouse Avenue have requested both in the correspondence 
and in subsequent discussions with staff that the matter be deliberated on by the 
Council with the intention of finding a solution. 

 
Legal Implications  - None 
  
Budget Implications  -   
 
The repair of damage has been carried out utilising funds from the Parks & Gardens 
maintenance budget. However, should Council undertake any of the works proposed 
in the options presented in this report, any such expenditure (capital) would be 
unbudgeted and would require Council approval by absolute majority.  
 
Option 1 – has been estimated as - Wages & Overheads $3,200, Plant $250, Goods 
& Services $10,200 - Total $13,650. 
 
Option 2 (which also includes Option 1 works) – has been roughly estimated (due to 
a detailed design not being prepared at this stage) as - Wages & Overheads $6,100, 
Plant $550, Goods & Services $18,250 - Total $24,900. 
 
Option 3 – this option requires further investigation to determine a scope of works. 
For example the upgrade of existing lights and additional lights on existing poles 
could be in the range of $10,000 and $20,000 based on similar works carried out on 
Hamilton Road recently. However, the installation of new lights with underground 
power could be well in excess of this. 
 
Option 4 – this option requires further investigation to determine a scope of works 
and could vary greatly depending on the quality and capabilities chosen. This option 
is expected to be expensive. 
 
Officer Comment 
 
It is difficult to say whether the implementation of the median strip has been a 
success or failure due to it being continually destroyed by vandals. The use of small 
trees and light bollards are an easy target for vandals and the effectiveness of the 
treatment cannot be achieved unless the trees reach a significant size. It is therefore 
suggested that the Option 1 be pursued in the first instance to gauge whether a 
larger tree and heavier bollards would resist vandalism. Further engineering 
solutions such as kerbed islands around trees and landscaped nibs along the road 
edge should be further investigated and costed. The cost of such works would be too 
great to be absorbed into the Shire’s maintenance budget and should be referred to 
the annual budget deliberations for further consideration and possible inclusion into 
the 2008-2009 Budget. 
 
It should be noted that the replacement of trees and bollards to a higher specification 
is expected to reduce the damage inflicted on them; however, it is unlikely to reduce 
anti-social behaviour directed at private property and residents in the area. The 
upgrading of street lighting may address this issue. It should be noted that staff are 
in the process of developing a lighting upgrade plan based on the lighting study 
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recently carried out by a consultant. The lighting upgrade plan will be presented to 
Council in future as a budget consideration – the upgrade of lighting along Lofthouse 
Avenue will be considered in the development of the plan. 
 
The issue of anti-social behaviour along Lofthouse Avenue has been referred to the 
Police requesting them to conduct further patrols with an emphasis on targeting the 
anti-social problem along Lofthouse Avenue. 
 
Voting Requirements  - Absolute Majority 
  
OFFICER RECOMMENDED RESOLUTION

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10.2.2 Title: Request for Multi Combination Vehicle Permit for Yabberup 
Road (Palcon Group for Forest Products Commission)

Background  - 
 
Palcon Group will be making an application for and on behalf of the Forest Products 
Commission (FPC) to Main Roads WA for the use of Multi Combination Vehicles 
(MCVs) on Yabberup Road, and are seeking Council support for the permit 
application.  Palcon Group is a contractor for FPC. 
 
Palcon Group is currently transporting native hardwoods from the Yabberup forest 
block, their current haul route is a return trip to the south of the harvest site.  Due to 
current dangers associated with poor radio transmission in one area and passing 
MCVs on narrow gravel roads, Palcon Group have requested the use of Yabberup 
Road for hauling out of the forest block as part of a circular route.  The vehicles 
would travel north along Yabberup Road and turn right onto Mungalup Road toward 
Collie. 
 
Mungalup Road is a Forestry road, thus Palcon Group will need to obtain approval 
separately from DEC; Main Roads WA have indicated MCV permits have been 
issued in the past. 
 
Details of Palcon Group’s haulage plan is as follows: 
 

Roads  Yabberup Road from Forest to Mungalup Road. 
Mungalup Road from Yabberup Road to Shire boundary. 

Contractor Palcon Group. 

Tonnages Restricted to 49 tonnes nett per load. 

Vehicle Type Road Train: up to 27.5 metres long; and 
 up to 79 tonnes gross. 

Commencement As soon as possible. 

Duration 4 months starting when permit is issued. 

Weekly 
Schedule 

5 days per week plus with option of occasional Saturday. 

Daily Schedule Daylight hours only. 

Movements 7 per day (one way only, part of a circular route). 
 
MCV permits are required for all vehicles larger than an “as-of-right” vehicles i.e. 
anything greater than 19 metres in length.  Permits are issued by Main Roads WA 
for all roads in Western Australia, whether they are local, state or national roads.  
However, Main Roads will only issue permits for local roads if the responsible Local 
Government Authority is supportive of the application. 
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The Manager Technical Services has delegated authority to approve MCVs to a 
maximum length of 27.5 metres on the following roads: 
 

~ Martin-Pelusey Road; 
~ Harris Road (West of Martin-Pelusey Road; 
~ Moore Road; 
~ Golding Crescent into Delmarco Drive; 
~ Giorgi Road; 
~ Dowdells Road (from Edwards Road to the South West Highway); 
~ O’Connor Road (from Offer Road to Dowdells Road); 
~ Busher Road (from Moore Road East); 
~ Ferguson Road; 
~ Pile Road; 
~ Depiazzi Road/Banksia Road; and 
~ Waterloo Road. 

 
Yabberup Road is not on the delegated authority list of roads and is therefore 
referred to Council for consideration. 
 
Legal Implications  - 
 
Main Roads WA can only issue Multi Combination Vehicle permits.  However, 
permits on local roads can only be issued if supported by the local authority. 
 
Permit conditions must be adhered to at all times, and are enforced by the Police 
and Main Roads WA Heavy Operations Division. 
 
Budget Implications -  None 
  
Officer Comment - 
 
Of all transportation vehicles on roads, trucks are the most demanding on the road 
pavement.  Pavement loading and potential for damage by cars is insignificant when 
compared to heavy vehicles.  Therefore, it is desirable to minimise the number of 
trucks on local roads from a road preservation point of view. 
 
The following should be taken into consideration with respect to allowing restricted 
vehicles to travel along Yabberup Road: 
 

·  It is a gravel road and therefore susceptible to rapid deterioration e.g. 
corrugations, potholing, gravel depletion, etc; 

 
·  The current gravel pavement is severely worn in places; 
 
·  It is very narrow in places, due to trees and the occasional gateway; 
 
·  Quite low branches regularly overhang the road; and 
 
·  In the past residents requested permission from the Shire of Dardanup for the 

installation of regular gates to facilitate stock movements between nearby 
paddocks, if haulage operations are approved by Council input from these 
residents should be sought. 
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It should be noted that if Council were to prevent MCVs from using Yabberup Road, 
Palcon Group would continue hauling along their current route to the south.  Thus 
exposing them to dangers associated with poor radio transmission in one area and 
passing MCVs on gravel roads.  Palcon Group would also have the option of using 
semi-trailers instead of MCVs, which would double the truck movements along 
Yabberup Road.  Semi-trailers are just as wide as MCVs and each vehicle could 
potentially cause just as much damage. 
 
Council should note that approval can be granted subject to conditions.  Any 
conditions should be enforceable and in the interests of preserving the road 
condition and for the protection of all other road users. 
 
Voting Requirements - Simple Majority 
 
OFFICER RECOMMENDED RESOLUTION 
 

THAT Council: 
 

1. Approves the request from Palcon Group for the u se of 
Multi Combination Vehicles on Yabberup Road for the  
purpose of hauling native hardwood from the Yabberu p 
forest block, subject to the following conditions:

overhanging branches and encroaching trees with 
appropriate clearing permits; 

 
b) Gravel resheetingof gazetted portion of Yabberup  Road 

to the satisfaction of the Shire; 
 

c) Damage to any local authority road as a result o f the 
harvest haulage operations is repaired at the cost of the 
Palcon Group; 

 
d) Palcon Group to provide written evidence, prior to 

haulage operations, of approval being gained from t he 
local residents, so haulage operations do not disru pt 
their stock movements; 

 
e) A traffic management plan and a general communit y 

safety plan is submitted to Council prior to any ha ulage 
operations and is implemented at all times during t he 
haulage operations; and 

 
f) An agreement is prepared and signed by the Palco n 

Group and the Shire of Dardanup which outlines the 
particulars and limitations of the haulage operatio ns.

Officer Comment 
 
·  Proposal 

 
Council has received an application to subdivide Lot 3 Hynes Road, Waterloo in two 
(2) lots (Appendix ORD: 10.4.1).  This property is currently 4.0ha and zoned Small 
Holdings.  It is proposed to subdivide the property into two lots of 2.0ha. 
 
Statutory Requirements: 
 
·  Town Planning Scheme No. 3 
 
Town Planning Scheme No. 3 Section 3.14.1(g) states: - 

 
3.14.1(g) After the initial subdivision of the land within the Small Holding Zone, the 
Council will not recommend further subdivision of the lots created. 

 
·  Discussion: 
 
In June 2004, the Western Australian Planning Commission approved the 
subdivision of Lot 5 Hynes Road, Waterloo (WAPC 125387) from one lot of 4.49ha 
into two lots of 2.05ha and 2.44ha respectively. 
 
The current lot sizes of this Small Holding Zone are shown below: - 
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Surrounding Small Holding Zone Property Sizes 

 
Properties zoned Small Holdings were developed to meet the need for hobby farm 
type properties that would ensure that the rural lifestyle would be maintained without 
the encroachment of neighbours in close proximity.   
 
Based on the lot sizes of the surrounding properties, the subdivision of this property 
would not appear to have any major effect on neighbouring properties.  The 
proposed lot size of 2 hectares would be consistent with the surrounding properties.   
 
The dwelling/outbuildings are situated on the far side of the property to the proposed 
boundary line. 
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Conclusion 
 
Although Council officers can see some merit in this application they have no option 
but to recommend refusal of the subdivision as it does not comply with the 
requirements of Town Planning Scheme No. 3 for properties zoned Small Holding. 
 
It should be acknowledged that the Shire of Dardanup Town Planning Scheme No. 3 
[Clause 3.14.1(g)] does not allow Council to recommend supporting/approving this 
application.

Graham Houghton is a consultant for Terry O’Connor, Bonnie Patience, Joan & 

Graham Tootill and as a consultant to Council on Town Planning projects he 
declares an Indirect Financial Interest of a Closely Associated Person. 

 
 
Background 
 
At the meeting held on 12 April 2007, Council resolved to finalise Amendment No 
138 to rezone a portion of Lot 2 Garvey Road, Crooked Brook from “General 
Farming” to “Tourist Use” for the purpose of a caravan park. 
 
The Amendment is currently being considered by the Western Australian Planning 
Commission (WAPC). 
 
Legal Implications  - No appeal rights exist 
 
Budget Implications  -  None  
 
Officer Comment 
 
The WAPC has requested substantial additional information in order to properly 
assess the Amendment.  This additional information would need to be largely 
provided by the applicant.  However, before the requirement for additional 
information could be discussed with the applicant, the applicant advised Shire 
officers that their client was not wanting to proceed with the amendment due to ill 
health.  (Appendix ORD: 10.4.2) 
 
The WAPC has advised that Council now needs to determine whether or not it 
wishes to proceed with the amendment. 
 
If Council were to proceed with the Amendment, the applicant would be requested to 
provided the additional information required by the WAPC and the Consultant would 
in turn require the landowner to pay additional monies to cover the additional 
expense.  If Shire officers were to prepare the additional information, the Council 
would possibly need to absorb staff costs if the initial application fee of $2500 had 
already been expended on the amendment process. 
 
If Council proceeded with the Amendment and it was approved by the Minister, the 
landowner would have a parcel of land zoned for use as a caravan park but would 
not have anyone to purchase the land and develop and operate the caravan park.  
Notwithstanding this, the landowner could still use the land for its current use of 
grazing cattle. 
 
The other option is for Council to advise the WAPC that it doesn’t wish to proceed 
with the Amendment on the basis that the WAPC requires substantial additional 
information to be provided and the proponent does not wish to proceed with the 
proposal. 
 
Conclusion 
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On the basis of the options available and the potential implications of each option, it 
will be recommended that Council not proceed with the proposed Amendment and 
advise all previous respondents and the WAPC accordingly.

Background 
 
WALGA have issued an Information Briefing (Appendix ORD: 10.4.3) requesting 
expressions of interest from interested Local Governments to be involved in a 
Granny Flats Pilot Project proposed by the Department of Housing and Works 
(DHW). 
 
The DHW is investigating the feasibility of providing ancillary accommodation (known 
as granny flats) for the aged family members occupying the main dwelling.  The 
DHW would fund the project with the Local Government facilitating town planning 
and building regulations. 
 
The DHW envisages funding 2 granny flats in the pilot project each to be located in a 
different Local Government area.  The DHW will use to model developed by the 
Office of Housing in Victoria.  The units are designed to promote self-contained 
independent living and the granny flat is moved to another location when the 
occupant no longer requires the unit. 
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Legal Implications  - None 
  
Budget Implications  -  None  
 
Officer Comment 
 
There is a recognised need to supply a range of appropriate and affordable housing 
options for the aged to ensure they can age in suitable housing in the community of 
their choice whilst retaining close contact with family and/or friends.  According to 
ABS Census data, the number of people aged 55+ within the Shire increased an 
average of 6.10% annually between 1996 to 2001 whilst this rate dramatically 
increased to an average of 12.36% per annum between 2001 and 2006. 
 
The initiative proposed by the DHW would provide an affordable choice for those 
aged over 55+ to have appropriate and affordable self-contained accommodation 
close to family members.  If a member (or couple) were over 55 and didn’t have the 
finances to relocate to more appropriate accommodation and the family members 
(children of the aged) also didn’t have the finances to construct ancillary 
accommodation on their property, they could apply to the DHW for a granny flat unit 
that they would lease and it would be removed from the site when no longer 
required. 
 
The key elements of the model used by the Office of Housing in Victoria are: 
 

·  Units typically 36m2 and contain 1 bedroom, bathroom/toilet/laundry, kitchen 
and living room; 

 
·  Units are refurbished before being placed on another site; 
 
·  Would typically be steel or timber framed with external fibre-cement cladding; 

 
It is noted that landowners (if they are financially able) can already apply to construct 
ancillary accommodation at the rear of their dwelling if they comply with the statutory 
requirements.  The proposal by DHW would mean there is another option available 
for a government department to assist with the ancillary accommodation.  The 
difference is the ancillary accommodation wouldn’t be a permanent fixture on a site if 
it was provided by the DHW. 
 
If Council decides to express its interest in being part of the pilot project, there is no 
guarantee that the Shire would be selected to participate in the project – depending 
on how many other Local Governments register an interest. 
 
 
Conclusion 
 
The proposed pilot project for the DHW to provide aged housing would provide 
another choice for those over the age of 55+ (or their family) that don’t have the 
finances to fund accommodation in an appropriate location (such as retirement 
village).  It will be recommended that Council advises WALGA of its support for the 
project and registers its interest in being involved in the pilot project.

Council has received written correspondence from the owners of Lot 105 Columbas 
Drive (Appendix ORD: 10.4.5A) with regard to a possible extension of the existing 
Columbas Drive road reserve.  The purpose of the extension is to provide legal 
access to the eastern boundary Lot 104.  The current access to Lot 104 requires the 
crossing of two drainage easements which will require the installation of significant 
infrastructure. 
 
Located in the southern precinct of the Preston Industrial Park, Lot 105 Columbas 
Drive (Appendix ORD: 10.4.5B) is 61.4 ha (150.5 acres) in area, 1.8ha (2.6 acres) of 
which form a constructed bitumen spray-seal battleaxe leg leading to rail reserve 
with an existing level crossing. Aside from the past construction of the battleaxe leg 
(subject site), Lot 105 is unimproved.  
 
Officers have been involved in ongoing discussions with the owners of adjoining Lot 
104 Columbas Drive regarding possible future uses for that property.  The 8.5ha (21 
acre) Lot 104 has 20 metre frontage to Columbas Drive on its southern boundary 
and is bounded by the battleaxe leg connecting Lot 105 on the eastern boundary.  
Lot 104 is burdened by a drainage easement (Appendix ORD: 10.4.5C), extending in  
a north and north westerly direction and owners feel the potential of this property 
could be much improved if the eastern boundary had frontage to a gazetted road 
reserve. 
 
Owners of Lot 105 are of the opinion the battleaxe portion will become a natural 
extension of the existing Columbas Drive as the Preston Industrial Park southern 
precinct is developed and as such are prepared to cede this portion of land for the 
creation of a road reserve.

Background 
 
As Council may be aware, the external brickwork in the Dardanup Hall has now been 
repaired, all rusted angle iron lintels above the windows replaced and cracking 
patched up.  In general the building is structurally sound, however, since the building 
was built 50 to 60 years ago, it is getting to its “use by” date. 
 
One main problem area is the lime mortar that was used to bond the bricks 50 to 60 
years ago.  It is now spalling and falling out of the joints, especially on the west side 
that gets most of the weather.    Rendering the whole of the west and north side of 
the hall together with a top coat of Unitex (cream colour) would combat this problem. 
 
Other areas of concern are the ceilings.   These are ceiling panels that sit in a metal 
bracket that is fixed to the rafters.  Ten years ago Council staff fixed strapping to this 
to help hold in the ceiling panels as they were deteriorating.  This was intended as a 
temporary measure at the time.  The whole ceiling is in need of replacing  either with 
permanently fixed panels or gyprock ceiling – flushed. 
 
There is also rising damp in the female toilets’ external wall that requires attention.  
This can be injected with suitable material to prevent further damage and then re-
plastered and painted. 
 
It is my estimation that by carrying out these works over the next few years, this will 
give the Dardanup Hall at least another 20 years of service.  By that time, I do 
believe it will be uneconomical to spend any more on this hall and a replacement hall 
will have to be financed. 
 
Estimated cost for these works: 
 
  $ Year 
1 Replaster north & west walls with a “Unitex” 

covering 
70,000 2009 / 2010 

2 Replace ceilings in main hall, lesser hall 
and part of toilets 

20,000 2010 / 2011 

3 Repair rising damp, repair and re-paint 30,000 2010 / 2011 
 
These prices do not including doing anything with the timber floors and stage area, 
apart from repolishing from time to time. 
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The kitchen area of both the Dardanup and Eaton halls require attention.  Council 
hires out these halls with kitchen facilities – ie cookers, crockery, cutlery etc.  The 
crockery and cutlery is continually being lost or stolen.  Doing a checklist by staff 
after every function is impractical and not financially viable due to the time involved – 
so has been operating on a trust basis.    My suggestion would be to limit hire 
facilities to urns and cups and saucers.  Cooking facilities are not generally available 
in public halls these days and people could use caterers for functions.  Council hall 
hire policy will need to be amended if Council agrees.

Council made a profit of $5,412 on the Eaton Hall for the 2006/07 financial year. 
 
If Council wishes to retain a hall / function centre in Dardanup over the next 20 
years, money will need to be set aside now to finance the future infrastructure.  At 
today’s prices, a hall smaller than the current hall would cost approximately one 
million dollars.  That equates to approximately $50,000 per annum to set aside for a 
future hall in the Dardanup townsite. 
 
The future of the Dardanup Council offices fall in a similar time frame of use,  
although this building is in a better condition that the hall.  The original part of the 
building was built approximately 60 years ago but has been added on to over the 
years so it is hard to say how long the actual building will last.  An estimate would be 
30 years providing maintenance is kept up.  Again, Council will need to decide if a 
building will be required here in the future and if so, what facilities will be required in 
Dardanup, ie will the 2nd Council Chambers be required.  Also worth noting is the 
absence of disabled toilets in this building. 
 
The Dardanup townsite should expand over the next 20 years, but a decision needs 
to be made if a new hall and Council offices will be required.  Discussion needs to 
take place on this matter to work out design specifications and cost estimates so that 
the Council budget is structured to manage the cost of financing these facilities either 
through reserve funds, grants or loan borrowings. 
 
Legal Implications  - None 
  
Budget Implications -   
 
$1 million plus.  Council is referred to the Strategic Financial Plan “Buildings” where 
all building projects of a value greater than $200,000 are to be funded by loan 
borrowings. 
 
Officer Comment 
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Council also needs to keep in mind the rest of the Shire buildings (especially the 
other 4 halls, as  3 of these, Eaton, Burekup, and Ferguson are all about 50 or so 
years old, Waterloo is about 18 years old).   
 
Does the Community really need 5 halls in the Shire?  If so, then the cost of 
replacement needs to be considered soon.   
 
The 10 Year Asset Management Plan has covered most of the other buildings in the 
Shire for general maintenance and replacement of small buildings, ie public toilet 
blocks etc, but some direction needs to be decided on replacement of major 
buildings, ie 5 halls, 2 offices, Recreation Centre and Dardanup Community Centre 
for the future function of the Shire. 
 
Council also needs to consider which new community and sporting facilities will be 
built.  It is currently proposed that the Bunbury Softball and the Boyanup Capel 
Football Club will be relocated in the future as part of the Town Centre Plan.  The 
cost of building new clubrooms will in large rest with Council, with maybe a small 
contribution from the Club.  Function rooms will be at club cost. 
 
When a location from the new sports ground has been found and construction 
commenced, facilities such as toilets and changerooms will be required as an 
absolute minimum.  These building costs also need to be factored into the 10 year 
Building Asset Management Program. 
 
Council staff have commenced a Dardanup Community Facilities Plan, a public 
meeting held and community leaders have been consulted.  The consensus to date 
with regard to existing buildings is that they are to be retained, maintained and 
improved. 
 
There is an opportunity to plan for a redesign of the Dardanup Civic area for 20 
years time, subject to review at that time when the existing buildings near the end of 
their useful life.

Amendment Local Law 2008. This will reflect the year in which it was adopted. 
Reference through out this report will however refer to it as the Shire of Dardanup 
Amendment Local Law 2007. 
 
Background - 
 
At its meeting on the 9 August 2007 the Council resolved in accordance with section 
3.12 of the Local Government Act 1995 (the Act) to advertise for public comment its 
intention to adopt a “Shire of Dardanup Amendment Local Law 2007” (Amendment 
Local Law). 
The purpose and effect of the Amendment Local Law is: 
 
Purpose: 
 

The purpose of the Shire of Dardanup Amendment Local Law 2007 is to effect 
minor amendments to the following local laws: 

 
·  Local Law Relating to Dogs; 
·  Parking and Parking Facilities Local Law; 
·  Extractive Industries Local Law; and 
·  Bush Fire Brigades Local Law 2003. 

Effect: 
 

The effect of the Shire of Dardanup Amendment Local Law 2007 is to update 
a number of local laws to reflect current legislative arrangements and to 
amend where necessary the range of modified penalties. 

 
Legal Implications - 
 

The Act requires that the new Amendment Local Law must be advertised in the 
Government Gazette and after gazettal a local public notice must be provided to 
advise of the adoption of the new local law. 

 
Budget Implications -  None 
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Officer Comment 

At its meeting on the 9 August 2007 the Council approved for advertising the 
Amendment Local Law as required by Section 3.12 of the Act. The statewide public 
advertisement was published in the West Australian Newspaper on 17 October 2007 
inviting submissions from the community on the proposed Amendment Local Law by 
30 November 2007. 

As required by Section 3.12(3)(b) of the Act a copy of the proposed Amendment 
Local Law was submitted to the Minister for Local Government and as it contained 
reference to the Bush Fire Brigades Local Law 2003, the Minister for Emergencies 
Services was also informed of the proposal. 

At the close of the advertising period for community submissions no comment on the 
proposed Amendment Local Law had been received. 

The Department of Local Government and Regional Development (DLGRD) on 
behalf of the Minister for Local Government provided comments in respect to the 
proposed Amendment Local Law. Whilst some of the comments were of a 
typographical/formatting nature, the following points related to possible changes to 
the wording or intent of the Amendment Local Law. These are detailed together with 
a response on the matter raised.  

 
Clause 2 - Local Law Relating to Dogs 
 

With respect to the proposed insertion of clause 14(6)(b), for the purposes of 
consistency with clause 14 of the principal local law, the Shire may wish to 
amend ‘thoroughfare’ to ‘street’. 
 
Comment: Amended as suggested. 

 
Clause 4 – Extractive Industries Local Law 
 

It appears that the items under clause 7(b) and 7(i) of the principal local law 
are not the same as that under clause 2.3(b) and 2.3(i) of the Model Local 
Law. 
 
Comment: A number of further amendments to the Amendment Local Law 

have been proposed to reflect consistency with the Model Local

Comment: Amended as suggested. 
 
Clause 18: It would appear that in clause 18 of the principal local law there is 
no reference to the provision of a copy or evidence of renewal of a policy.  
The Council should further investigate the requirement. 
 
Comment: Following discussions it was decided not to include the 

additional clause but to reconsider the matter when the next 
review of the Extractive Industries Local Law is undertaken. 
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For clause 4(g) - In proposed clause 24, it is recommended that you delete 
the reference to regulation 34 of the Local Government (Functions and 
General) Regulations 1996 as it has been repealed. 
 
Comment: Amended as suggested. 
 
 
Clause 22 and 24 : It would appear that the provision made under proposed 
clause 24 is similar to clause 22 of the Principal Local Law gazetted on 17 
April 1998.  Please check and consider the deletion of the older clause 
(clause 22). 
 
Comment: A previous amendment to the Extractive Industries Local Law 

was not identified during the earlier review. The proposed clause 
24 has been deleted from the Amendment Local Law. 

 
 
Clause 4(h): For the prescribed offence for clause 16(e) it would appear that 
there is no reference to approval in the principal local law.  Please check this 
reference. 
 
Comment: The wording has been corrected to include reference for Clause 

16(e). 
 
 

Clause 5 - Bush Fire Brigades Local Law 2003 
 

For clause 5(b), please check the intention of this amendment.  Is it to correct 
the spelling of the clause 2.4 heading i.e. ‘Apllications ’ in clause 3.1 gazetted 
17 April 2003, or is it intended to change the wording ‘Applications’ to 
‘Application’?  It is noted that the current Model refers to ‘Applications’. 
 
Comment: Amended as suggested as it was the intention to correct the 

misspelling of the word “Applications”. 
 
General 
 

It is noted that the Parking and Parking Facilities Local Law gazetted on 30 
December 1998 may need to be further updated.  For example: There is no 
references to ‘stand’ (including the word in its various grammatical forms) in 
the Road Traffic Code 2000 (Code). 
 
Comment: Following discussions it was decided not to make any changes 

but to reconsider the matter when the next review of the Parking 
and Parking Facilities Local Law is undertaken. 

 
 
It would appear that clauses 19(2)(e) and 19(4)(a) may be inconsistent with 
regulation 143(2) of the Code.  The Shire may wish to refer to the 9th Report 
of the Joint Standing Committee on Delegated Legislation at item 6(a) which 
can be downloaded from the Parliament’s website at 
www.parliament.wa.gov.au.

It would also appear that clause 19(6)(b) may also be inconsistent with 
regulation 144 of the Code.  Clause 19(5)(a) and 19(6)(a) may be inconsistent 
with regulation 164 of the Code. 
 
Comment: A number of changes have been included in the Amendment 

Local Law to reflect the suggestions made in the above two dot 
points to ensure consistency with the Road Traffic Code 2000 
and related changes to the WALGA Model Parking and Parking 
Facilities Local Law.  

 
Policy and Statutory Implications 

The Act provides in Section 3.12(4) that, “After the last day for submissions, the local 
government is to consider any submissions and may make the local law (by an 
absolute majority) as proposed or make a local law that is not significantly different 
from what was proposed” 

The proposed amendments to the Amendment Local Law are not considered 
significantly different to that which was originally advertised. The proposed changes 
reflect the same intent even though the words and format may vary slightly. As a 
consequence, the Council can proceed if it so wishes to adopt the Amendment Local 
Law that has been amended. 

Section 3.12(5) of the Act requires that once the Council has adopted the 
Amendment Local Law it is to publish it in the Government Gazette and give a copy 
to the Minister for Local Government and in this case the Minister for Emergency 
Services. Following publication in the Government Gazette local public notice of the 
Amendment Local Law is to be given and copies along with supporting 
documentation must be submitted to the Joint Standing Committee on Delegated 
Legislation. 

The new Amendment Local Law will then come into effect 14 days after it has been 
published in the Government Gazette.
