10.2.1 Title:  Review of Engineering Policies

Background 
 
The following Engineering Policies: E6.1, E6.2, E6.3, E6.5 and E6.6 have been 
reviewed and are presented here for Council consideration and adoption. The review 
of the remaining policies is currently in progress and will be presented to Council in 
future. 
 
A current copy of these policies (prior to review) have been provided in the Agenda 
(Appendix ORD:  10.2.1)  for comparison. 
 
The changes made can be summarized as follows:  
 
~ E6.1 Road Safety Audit 
 

This policy required some changes to the formatting by grouping information 
into related sections; that is when they are undertaken, who undertakes them, 
the training of staff and the use/involvement of other Councils. 
 

~ E6.2 Crossovers in Townsites and Rural Areas 
 
This policy required changes in the format and structure, needed further 
information and required a defined process to follow for both applicants and 
staff. The following changes were made: 
 
·  The definition of a crossover was included. 
 
·  The policy has been changed to require an application to be made for all 

crossovers rather than applying for a subsidy only. 
 
·  More information on the layout requirements and criteria has been added. 
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·  A more comprehensive specification and construction requirements is 
provided, which is also specific to the different types of construction allowed 
by Council. 

 
·  Crossovers specification and construction requirements have been divided 

into the main headings of residential, industrial/commercial and rural. 
 
·  Reference to pathways has been added to ensure pathway integrity, 

continuity and uniformity is given priority. 
 
·  Reference to other conditions such as drainage, other infrastructure and 

environmental concerns has also been added. 
 
·  The ongoing maintenance and responsibility is also added. 
 
·  The crossover subsidy has been separated into its own section as it is not 

always applicable and should be dealt with after the crossover application, 
approval and construction activities. 

 
·  The subsidy has been increased to $53 per metre for residential crossovers 

and a formula is provided for the calculation of the subsidy due. The new 
subsidy rate reflects the current cost of constructing a standard crossover. 
Note:  1.  That the culvert pipe subsidy in rural areas has remained.  And; 2. 
In view of the forecast budget deficit the increase in rebate is to be effective 
from 1st July 2008. 

 
·  The process has been modified to enable the inspection, verification of 

compliance and approval at various stages of application and construction. 
 
·  New forms have been created together with further information for 

applicants. 
 
A copy of the new forms and information to be provided to applicants is 
provided (Appendix ORD:  10.2.1B)  together with a copy of the old form. Note 
that standard drawings are currently being prepared by technical staff. 
 

~ E6.3 Crossovers – Responsibility for Provision on New Subdivisions 
 

This policy required some modifications to better reflect its intention, which are 
as follows: 
·  The process has been altered to refer to the requirements of the policy 

being placed as a condition on subdivision approvals, when applicable. 
 
·  The policy wording has been amended to reflect the intent of the policy, 

which is to define the responsibility for the provision of crossovers on new 
subdivisions. 

 
·  A link to Policy E6.2 has also been added. 
 
 

~ E6.5 Dust Control 
 

This policy has had minor changes to the Preamble wording and the policy now 
refers to the current guidelines from the Department of Environment and 
Conservation. 
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~ E6.6 Engineer’s Certificates and Reports 
 

This policy has been altered to correctly reflect the membership requirements 
for a professional engineer under Engineers Australia. Such a membership 
certifies the engineer’s postgraduate experience.

The crossover subsidy has been increased to $53 per lineal metre instead of $33.80 
which will have an impact on the budget.

POLICY REFERENCE E 6.1 

DESCRIPTION ROAD SAFETY AUDIT 

COUNCIL RESOLUTION  

DATE 12/03/2008 

 
PREAMBLE: : The aim of the policy is to adopt a formal process of road safety 

auditing within the Policies and Procedures of Coun cil. 

OBJECTIVE : To identify potential safety risks for road users a nd to ensure that 
measures to eliminate or reduce the risks are fully  considered. 

POLICY : Council will include Road Safety Audit goals and ob jectives in its 
corporate plan and quality management systems. 
 
Adopted procedures shall be in accordance with Aust roads Road 
Safety Audit Manual and Checklists, and Main Roads Western 
Australia and IPWEA (WA Division) complimentary che cklists and 
procedures. 
 
A Road Safety Audit shall be undertaken for the fol lowing: 
 

·  All road safety projects in excess of $100,000 will  be subject to 
a formal road safety audit. 

 
·  On sections of existing Council road networks where  there is a 

recognised level of conflict between vehicular traf fic and 
vulnerable road users or traffic management/safety concerns 
will be subject to audit within a defined timeframe . 

 
·  As part of the Development conditions for new subdi visions 
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over 100 lots, and where developments adjoin or are  
serviced by roads of hierarchy levels above local d istributor 
level – except that where Council exempts this condi tion. 

 
·  As part of any planning application for new or rede veloped 

commercial developments greater than 20,000m 2 floor area 
or as requested by Council -– except that where this  
condition is exempted by Council. A Traffic Impact Report 
shall also be submitted. 

 
·  Any new schools, from the structure planning stage through 

to ultimate construction. 
 
Road Safety Audits shall be undertaken by appropria tely trained, 
experienced and independent road safety auditors. 
 
Technical staff, that meet the necessary pre-requis ites for 
accreditation, shall be given the opportunity to fu lfil the training and 
experience requirements to achieve and maintain Roa d Safety 
Auditor accreditation. 
 
Council will negotiate with other local governments  to undertake a 
reciprocal partnership agreement, whereby qualified  independent 
members from partnering Local Governments undertake  road safety 
audits. 
 

PROCESS : Road Safety Audits can be completed at any or all o f the following 
stages: 
 

·  Feasibility stage 
·  Following preliminary design development 
·  Completion of the details design stage 
·  At pre-opening stage 

 
Road Safety Audits are to be carried out according to Austroads 
guidelines, using Austroads checklists and addition al checklists 
produced by Main Roads WA.

POLICY REFERENCE E 6.2 

DESCRIPTION CROSSOVERS IN TOWNSITES AND RURAL AREAS 

COUNCIL RESOLUTION  

DATE 12/03/2008 
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PREAMBLE: : To control the construction of crossovers in urban and rural areas 
within the Shire. 
 

OBJECTIVE : To ensure that any constructed crossovers are built  to Council’s 
standards. 
 

POLICY : A crossover is defined as a crossing that is constr ucted to give access 
to private land from a public thoroughfare. General ly, the crossing is 
situated on a road verge between the edge of a seal ed road and 
the adjoining property boundary. 
 
An application form is to be completed and submitte d for every 
proposed crossover by or on behalf of the current p roperty owner. 
No crossover is to be commenced until Shire approva l (with or 
without conditions) is granted. An application form  is not required 
when the crossover forms part of a subdivision/deve lopment 
application that requires the preparation of engine ering drawings 
which includes the provision of crossovers. 
 
Layout  
 
Dimensions of crossovers are to be in accordance wi th the 
specifications provided within this policy and vari ations to the 
specifications may be approved by the Manager Techn ical Services. 
 
The proposed location for a crossover must be appro ved by the Shire 
of Dardanup. Shire staff shall assess the location in terms of its 
suitability, visibility and sightlines, safety, ser vices and other 
infrastructure. 
 
All crossovers must be linked to a driveway access within the 
property. Standalone crossovers for the purpose of only parking 
vehicles on the verge shall not be approved under t he requirements 
of this policy. However, parking bays on residentia l property verges 
may be considered under Policy E6.9 – Residential R oad Verge 
Policy. 
 
Crossovers should be constructed such that any ramp ing within the 
longitudinal profile allows the clear movement of a  standard vehicle. 
In areas of steep grades, the Council may request a  longitudinal 
profile to be provided to confirm that the crossove r does not exceed 
maximum grades and that any changes in longitudinal  grades are 
within an acceptable range. 
 
It is a requirement in built-up areas that a minimu m of 2.5 metres from 
the kerbline is constructed at a gradient of 2% to accommodate any 
future pathways within the road verge. This require ment may be 
relaxed under certain circumstances (e.g due to res trictive site 
conditions) and may only occur with the approval of  Council. 
 
Specifications and Requirements  
 
The following specifications are the minimum standa rd required and 
Shire Technical Staff may stipulate further require ments depending 
on the site conditions, the nature and purpose of t he proposed 
crossover, and any other conditions which may requi re attention. 
 

RESIDENTIAL (IN BUILT UP AREAS) CROSSOVER – STANDARD 
SPECIFICATION 
Dimensions Width – standard 3m, min. 3m, max. 6m 

Winged at the kerbline – 1.5m wide 
Dimensions may be varied subject to approval. 
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Construction/
Materials 

Any of the following surface types are acceptable: 
 
Concrete (including poured limestone, decorative an d 
exposed aggregate concrete)  – min. 100mm thick, reinforced 
(F62 mesh) concrete (min. 25MPa), on compacted bedding 
sand on a suitable subgrade (90% MDD or 7 blows PSP). 
 
Bitumen Spray Seal  – min. 150mm thick compacted gravel 
basecourse (92% MDD) on a suitable subgrade (90% MDD or 7 
blows PSP), two-coat bitumen emulsion spray seal with 10mm 
and 7mm aggregate (“double/double seal”)  
Note: although acceptable, this type of surface is not 
recommended for areas of high vehicle stresses (i.e. heavy 
turning) 
 
Asphalt  - min. 150mm thick compacted gravel basecourse 
(92% MDD) on a suitable subgrade (90% MDD or 7 blows 
PSP), with 25mm thick of AC5 or AC7 asphalt (basalt 
aggregate) or  30mm thick of gravel-pave (laterite aggregate) 
asphalt. 
 
Brick Paved  – 150mm compacted limestone subbase (90% 
MDD), 30mm compacted screeding sand with min. 60mm thick 
clay or concrete pavers. Rectangular pavers to be laid in 
herringbone pattern at 45 degrees to the direction of vehicle 
movement. Square pavers to be staggered where laid 
perpendicular to direction of vehicle movement otherwise at 45 
degrees to the direction of vehicle movement. All pavers shall 
be laid with a header course along all edges, compacted and 
joint filled with sand. All free edges are to be restrained by 
means of a mortar or concrete edge restraint. 
 

Other Flush concrete edge beams are required on all free edges of 
bituminous and asphalt crossovers. This is required to prevent 
edge breakages. 
 
It is recommended that exposed aggregate concrete crossovers 
are sealed using a concrete supplier recommended sealing 
product. 
 

Standard 
Drawings 

Standard drawings are available to assist in the preparation of 
designs for crossovers and depict the above minimum 
requirements. 
 

 
INDUSTRIAL / COMMERCIAL CROSSOVER – STANDARD SPECIFICATION 
Dimensions Width – min. 6m, max. 12m (subject to vehicle size and 

manoeuvrability) 
Suitable radius at the kerbline – to be designed to 
accommodate the largest anticipated vehicle configuration to 
enter and exit site. 
Dimensions may be varied subject to approval. 
 

Construction/
Materials 

Any of the following surface types are acceptable: 
 
Concrete – min. 125mm thick, reinforced (F72 mesh) concrete 
(min. 25MPa), on compacted bedding sand on a suitable 
subgrade (90% MDD or 7 blows PSP). 
(Note: Poured limestone, and exposed aggregate concrete is 
not accepted) 
 
Asphalt  - min. 200mm thick compacted gravel basecourse 
(96% MDD) on a suitable subgrade (92% MDD or 7 blows 
PSP), with 25mm thick of AC7 or AC10 asphalt (basalt 
aggregate). 
 
Brick Paved  – 150mm compacted limestone subbase (90% 
MDD), 30mm compacted screeding sand with min. 76mm thick 
clay or concrete pavers. Pavers to be laid in herringbone pattern 
with a header course along all edges, compacted and joint filled 
with sand. All free edges are to be restrained by means of a 
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mortar or concrete edge restraint. 
(Note: Brickpaving is not accepted on industrial crossovers with 
truck movements) 
 

Other Flush concrete edge beams are required on all free edges of 
bituminous and asphalt crossovers. This is required to prevent 
edge breakages. 
 

Standard 
Drawings 

Due to the large scope of businesses and environments 
standard drawings are not available. Each crossover must be 
designed and assessed on a case-by-case basis. 
 

 
RURAL CROSSOVER (OUTSIDE BUILT UP AREAS) – STANDARD 
SPECIFICATION 
(this does not include industrial or commercial properties) 
Dimensions Width – standard 3.5m, min. 3.5m, max. 6m 

Min. 3m radius at the road edge 
Dimensions may be varied subject to approval. 
 

Construction/
Materials 

Culvert  – a suitably sized culvert must be provided on all 
crossovers (min. 375mm diameter). 
 
Any of the following surface types are acceptable: 
 
Gravel  – min. 150mm thick compacted gravel 
 
Bitumen Spray Seal  – min. 150mm thick compacted gravel 
basecourse (95% MDD) on a suitable subgrade (90% MDD or 7 
blows PSP), two-coat bitumen emulsion spray seal with 10mm 
and 7mm aggregate (“double/double seal”)  
Note: although acceptable, this type of surface is not 
recommended for areas of high vehicle stresses (i.e. heavy 
turning) 
 
Asphalt  - min. 150mm thick compacted gravel basecourse 
(95% MDD) on a suitable subgrade (90% MDD or 7 blows 
PSP), with 25mm thick of AC5 or AC7 asphalt (basalt 
aggregate) or  30mm thick of gravel-pave (laterite aggregate) 
asphalt. 
 

Other Flush concrete edge beams are recommended on all free edges 
of bituminous and asphalt crossovers. This is required to 
prevent edge breakages. 
 

Standard 
Drawings 

Standard drawings are available to assist in the preparation of 
designs for crossovers and depict the above minimum 
requirements. 
 

Other Requirements  
 
Where a concrete pathway exists on the verge, the p athway must 
remain in place and shall not be removed unless it requires repair. 
Crossovers must be installed to butt up to the path way and the 
surface should be finished flush with the pathway s urface with no trip 
hazards. 
 
Where a crossover installation requires modificatio n of Council 
infrastructure (e.g. storm water gullies etc) then such modification 
shall be carried out by Council or Council approved  contractor at 
the cost of the property owner. All other infrastru cture within close 
proximity to the crossover should be protected and any damage 
shall be rectified at the property owners expense. 
 
The owner of the crossover shall ensure that the cr ossover is 
adequately drained. Council may stipulate requireme nts for the 
drainage of the crossover and shall not accept any responsibility for 
any drainage problems as a result of the installati on of the crossover. 
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The property owner shall ensure that the surroundin g verge and/or 
neighbouring properties are not adversely affected by the crossover. 
 
The owner of the crossover shall ensure that the ve rge is left tidy at 
the completion of works and that any spoil, surplus  materials and 
waste are disposed of correctly.  
 
Property owners and contractors are to ensure that sand, silt, fines, 
residues, slurry, dust or any other contaminant do not spill over onto 
the road and/or are not washed into the roadside dr ainage as result 
of the construction of a crossover. This includes a ny slurry or washed 
concrete from exposed aggregate finishes. Such mate rials have the 
potential of reducing the infiltration properties o f Council drainage 
basins by “clogging” the sands within theses basins . Property owners 
and contractors must ensure that appropriate measur es are in place 
to contain any contaminants prior to commencing any  works. 
 
Ongoing Maintenance  
 
The ongoing maintenance and upkeep of crossovers is  the 
responsibility of the property owner and at their o wn cost. The 
Council does not accept any costs associated with a ny repairs, 
unless the repairs are required as a direct result of the action by 
Council and any of its contractors. 
 
Subsidy 
 
The Shire of Dardanup is bound by the Local Governm ent Act 1995 
and Local Government Regulations 1996 which state t hat the local 
government is obliged to bear 50% of the cost of a standard 
crossover if: 
 

1. It is the first crossover to the property; 
2. the crossover is a standard crossing or is a type t hat is superior 

to a standard crossing; and 
3. the crossover is approved by the local government. 

 
For residential crossovers, the subsidy payable (by  cheque) is 
calculated as 50% of the estimated cost to construc t a standard 
crossover.  The subsidy is calculated as: 
 

Subsidy Payable (ex. GST) = $53 per metre x Length of Crossover. 
Note: Effective from 1st July 2008. 

 
The “Length of Crossover ” is measured along the centerline of the 
crossover from the back of kerb to the property bou ndary, or where 
no kerb exists, from the edge of seal to the proper ty boundary. 
 
For rural crossovers, Council subsidy provided is t he supply of a culvert 
pipe and matching precast headwalls only to a maxim um size of 
375mm diameter. Where a pipe size greater than 375m m diameter is 
deemed necessary, then the property will reimburse Council for the 
additional expenditure required over and above the cost of a 
375mm diameter pipe and matching precast headwalls.  It is the 
applicant’s responsibility to construct the crossov er and install the 
culvert to the levels, specifications and satisfact ion of Council. 
 
The subsidy will only be provided on a one-off basi s and for one (1) 
crossover per property. 
 
Additional crossovers per property may be approved but the subsidy 
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is not applicable. Such additional crossovers must comply with the 
requirements of this policy. 
 
The subsidy will not be paid retrospectively and wi ll be payable upon 
completion of the crossover, inspection and approva l by Shire staff.  
 

PROCESS : 1. All property owners (or their agents) proposing to construct a 
crossover(s) must complete and lodge an “Applicatio n to 
Construct a Crossover” form. 

 
2. The Manager Technical Services is to assess the application to 

construct a crossover(s) and advise the applicant o n whether 
the application has been approved, approved subject  to 
conditions or rejected. No works are to commence un less 
approval (with or without conditions) is granted. R ural 
crossovers eligible for the supply of a culvert are  to be notified 
and culvert supplied. 

 
3. Following approval (with or without conditions) the applicant 

must notify Council staff to carry out inspections and approval 
of works at the following hold points: 

 
HOLD 
POINT 

AFTER COMPLETING BEFORE COMMENCING 

1 Boxout, subgrade 
preparation,   formwork 
setout  

Subbase, basecourse, 
concrete pouring. 

2 Subbase layer, basecourse 
layer 

Spray sealing, asphalt laying, 
brick paver laying 

3 Final surfacing and overall 
completion 

 

  
Works completed at each hold point must be approved  
before proceeding to the next step. Non-conforming works 
shall be rectified until approved. 

 
4. On completion and final approval of residential,  industrial and 

commercial crossovers which are eligible for a subs idy, the 
Manager Technical Services shall determine the amou nt to 
be subsidised and authorise the payment to the prop erty 
owner.

CROSSOVERS – RESPONSIBILITY FOR PROVISION ON NEW 
SUBDIVISIONS 

COUNCIL RESOLUTION  

DATE 12/03/2008 

 
PREAMBLE: : To ensure that crossovers are constructed where nec essary on new 

subdivided land. 

OBJECTIVE : To define the responsibility for provision of cross overs on new 
subdivisions. 
 

POLICY : The responsibility for the provision of crossovers on subdivided land is 
as follows:- 
 

TOWNSITE RESIDENTIAL BLOCKS 
Where battle-axe and/or common property driveway ac cess 
is created, the subdivider is wholly responsible fo r the cost of 
constructing the crossover(s) and no subsidy can be  claimed. 
 
In all other cases, the purchasers of residential l and shall be 
responsible for the construction of a crossover and  shall be 
eligible for a subsidy under Council Policy E6.2. 
 
INDUSTRIAL AND COMMERCIAL BLOCKS 
The purchasers of industrial and/or commercial land  are 
wholly responsible for the cost of constructing cro ssovers to 
their blocks.

Background  
 
At the Ordinary Meeting of Council held on the 21st of November 2007, Council made 
the following resolution [342/07]: 
 

“THAT: 
 
1. Council authorises the Chief Executive Officer to seek public comment on 

the proposal to close the thoroughfare on Panizza Road by advertising the 
proposal and notifying affected residents in accordance with Section 3.50 of 
the Local Government Act 1995. 

 
2. Once public comments have been received, the matter, together with public 

comments, is reported back to Council for further consideration and final 
deliberation.” 

 
The resolution was made in response to correspondence received from Mr Greg 
Parry of Panizza Road requesting Council consideration of closing the thoroughfare 
along Panizza Road.  Mr Parry claims the road is being used by trucks, particularly in 
relation to the waste facilities in the area, which he believes is a concern when 
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considering that the road is narrow and residents along the road use horses and 
have children.  Mr Parry also claims he has the support of all other residents along 
Panizza Road. 
 
Council had considered a similar proposal in 1998; however, the proposal received 
more objections than support when public comment was sought.  As a result Council 
resolved to keep the road open to through traffic.  However, the circumstances have 
changed slightly since then with Depiazzi Road becoming a sealed road. 
 
The closure of the thoroughfare would be achieved by placing a suitable barrier at 
the Depiazzi Road end of Panizza Road by a combination of a fence, revegetation 
and signage.  
 
The proposal to close the thoroughfare on Panizza Road was advertised, as required 
under the Council resolution, requesting that any comments be submitted to the 
Council by no later than 4.00pm on Friday, 1st of February 2008. 
 
A total of 12 letters commenting on the proposal were received by Council – of these 
submissions: 
 

·  Five supported the closure of thoroughfare (which also included one letter 
from a ten year old); 

 
·  Six objected to the closure; and 

 
·  One neither supported nor objected to the proposal – but commented on the 

best location for a closure, requested full bituminising of the road if it remained 
open and requested improvements to drainage in the vicinity. 

 
There were no objections received from service providers. A copy of each 
correspondence is provided (Appendix ORD: 10.2.2) 
 
Council will need to consider the comments received and determine whether to 
proceed with the closure of thoroughfare along Panizza Road. 
 
Legal Implications   
 
The closure of thoroughfare needs to be in accordance with the Local Government 
Act 1995 Section 3.50 – Closing Certain Thoroughfares to Vehicles. 
 
Budget Implications  
 
The following costs are associated with the closure of thoroughfare on Panizza 
Road: 
 
·  Advertising of closure (if Council proceeds with closure) – approximately $400. 
 
·  Works to close thoroughfare (fence, revegetation, signs etc) – approximately 

$1,500. 
 
Officer Comment  
 
The following comments are made in regards to Panizza Road and the proposal to 
close the thoroughfare to vehicles: 
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·  A traffic counter has been placed on the road from November to December 
2007 thus updating traffic classification information for the road.  The details are 
as follows: 

 
At the end of the bitumen seal - Average of 42 vehicles per day, including 
17 trucks. (It I should be noted that these trucks have as of right use of this 
road as well as any other public road in the Shire.) 

 
Using the standards adopted in Council’s Road Asset Management Plan, 
a gravel road of minimum formation width of 5.5 metres would be sufficient 
and a formation width of 6 metres is desirable. 

 
The recent counts are similar to those carried out from January to February 
2007: 
 

100 metres from Crooked Brook Road - Average of 55 vehicles per day, 
including 16 trucks. 

 
200 metres from Depiazzi Road - Average of 35 vehicles per day, 
including 13 trucks. 

 
·  Closing the road would be the quickest and simplest method of dealing with any 

safety concerns associated with trucks and pedestrians. The road could be 
closed in a matter of months as opposed to upgrade works which may not 
occur for years.  

 
·  There have been complaints about the road regarding its drainage and 

condition in winter.  This is due to it being low and requiring lifting.  This 
situation is exacerbated by traffic. 

 
·  Panizza Road is a shorter route to Dardanup and Dardanup West.  It is likely 

that trucks use this road for this reason and it is likely that commercial 
operators may object to its closure for economic reasons. It should be noted 
that South West Waste and its contractors are instructed to not use Panizza 
Road, instead use the Ferguson/Depiazzi/Banksia Road route. Also, the 
closure would have convenience implications to other road users, particularly 
the public accessing the waste site facilities.  

 
·  Closure of the road may force more vehicles to travel to Ferguson Road and 

potentially increase flows through the Dardanup town site. This may have 
implications on road safety at this location. For some users, the distance 
travelled will be increased and may result in inconvenience and increased 
travel costs. 

 
·  Closure of the road may increase vehicles using the section of Banksia Road 

heading towards Crooked Brook Road.  A portion of this road is unformed and 
not suitable to increased volumes of traffic.  The issues currently experienced 
on Panizza Road may be shifted to Banksia Road. 

 
·  It should be noted that there will not be any noticeable savings on maintenance 

costs for the road.  The grader follows a regular circuit of roads in the Shire and 
will still attend to Panizza Road at the same frequency.  However, the condition 
of the road between grades will improve due to the reduced impact of traffic. 
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·  There will be a reduction in long term costs associated with the preservation 
works required on the gravel section of the road.  That is, the life between 
gravel resheets will increase due to less wear and tear.  However, there will be 
a slight increase in long term costs associated with the future preservation 
works of the bitumen sealed section.  That is, the life of the bitumen binder will 
reduce due to there being less traffic. 

 
·  If the road is not closed and Council wishes to upgrade the road, it is 

recommended that the road be subjected to the annual road program 
prioritisation process – therefore it is highly likely that any upgrade works may 
not occur in the near future but could be many years away. 

 
It should be noted that the closure relates to the thoroughfare of vehicles and any 
closure does not mean the closure of the road reserve – the closure is via public 
notice to close the road to vehicles by means of a physical barrier. Thus any closure 
decision can be reversed by public notice.

In accordance with the required procedure, the proposed amendment was referred 
to the Environmental Protection Authority which determined that a formal 
assessment of the amendment was not required (Appendix ORD: 10.4.1B).  The 
proposed amendment was considered to be consistent with Regulation 25(2) of the 
Town Planning Regulations 1967 (as amended) and therefore consent to advertise 
from the Western Australian Planning Commission was not required. 
 
The amendment was advertised for 42 days from 4 January 2008 to 22 February

A total of 5 submissions were received with all submissions having no objections to 
the proposed amendment (Appendix ORD: 10.4.1C).

The number of aged dwellings proposed has reduced by more than half the original 
proposal (289 dwellings reduced to 142 dwellings) and 40% of the site is proposed to

address Council’s concerns regarding the site’s proximity to Schools and the like.

Officer Comment 
 
·  Proposal 
 
An application has been received to utilise an existing outbuilding on Lot 492 Elaap 
Street, Eaton as consulting rooms for the purpose of part-time physiotherapy.  The 
applicant proposes to operate Monday and Friday 9am to 6pm, Tuesday and 
Thursday 8am to 6pm.  On Wednesday’s, the applicant visits her clients homes, 
many of which are disabled.  The business will not be advertised and client referrals 
will be through ‘word-of-mouth’. 
 
The applicant proposes to utilise an existing outbuilding recently constructed and 
toilet facilities will be available by utilising an existing toilet at the rear of the dwelling 
(see Appendix ORD: 10.4.2). 
 
·  Advertising 
 
Shire officers advertised the proposed in accordance with clause 7.2.2 of Shire of 
Dardanup Town Planning Scheme No. 3.  No submissions were received. 
 
·  Town Planning Scheme No. 3 
 
The property is zoned “Residential R12.5” and Consulting Rooms within a residential 
area is an AP use (that is a use not permitted unless special approval is given, after 
advertising the proposal).  It is noted that staff have delegation to approval this 
application, however it is being referred for Council consideration due to Building 
Code of Australia requirements. 
 
·  Building Department Comments 
 
From a building perspective, there are generally no problems with the proposed 
location of the consulting rooms.  However, due to the fact that they will be 
encouraging public into the building as a physiotherapy area, the classification of the 
building changes.  Under the Building Code of Australia there should be a unisex 
disabled toilet provided for use by the public. 
 
Because of the minimal public traffic flow, and in particular the fact that the 
physiotherapist visits her disabled clients at their home, the applicant have advised 
that the public/clients can use the ordinary (not designed for disabled access) toilet 
in their home. 
 
To impose the cost of installing a unisex toilet at this stage is a rather expensive 
impost on the owners.  The provision of a unisex disabled toilet can be reviewed at 
the expiry of an approval if complaints have been received within the first year of the 
business operating. 
 
Conclusion 
 
The proposed consulting rooms for physiotherapy complies with Town Planning 
requirements.  Under the Building Code of Australia, a unisex disabled toilet is 
required.  However, due to minimal public traffic flow and that the applicants visits 
her disabled clients at their home, it would be an impost on the owner to install a 
unisex disabled toilet at this stage.  It will be recommended that Council approve the 
application for a period of 12 months.  After this time, the approval may be reviewed 
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and if complaints have been received, additional conditions (such as the provision of 
a unisex disabled toilet) can be imposed.

Officer Comment 
 
The proposed road names have all been taken from the Geographic Names 
Committee/Shire of Dardanup Reserve Road Name Register. 
 
Prior to the names being formally allocated to this subdivision the Geographic 
Names Committee requires their endorsement by Council. 
 
It is the reporting officer’s opinion that proposed Road Name A – Sykes Avenue is 
suitable and provides appropriate recognition for Mr Arnold Richard Sykes who was 
the only soldier from the Burekup area to be killed in action in the Vietnam War – 
Phuoc Tuy Province 19/1/69. 
 
The suggested names of Guernsey and Simmental are based on cattle breeds, 
which to date have not been recognised in the Burekup area.  Cattle breeds are in 
fact utilised within the Parkridge Estate.  In light of this, it is proposed that the name 
“Florence Moore”, a pioneer of the Burekup area, would perhaps be a better option.  
The name “Florence Moore” has already been approved by the Geographic Names 
Committee for allocation to the Burekup area. 
 
The logical suggestion for Road “C” would be to continue O’Meara Drive through.  
Unfortunately this is not possible as it would involve the renumbering of all the 
properties on O’Meara Drive.  The name “Garbelini” has been suggested as an 
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alternative.  Council resolved on the 14 June 2007 to request the Geographic Names 
Committee to endorse the name “Garbelini”, as a registered reserve road name [Res 
162/07].  This was in honour of Dom Garbelini’s services to Council.  Mr Garbelini 
was a strong community worker and Shire Councillor for 25 years.  He was the last 
chairman of the Dardanup Road Board and the first president of the Shire of 
Dardanup.  The Geographic Names Committee endorsed Council’s request on 25 
February 2008. 
 
Taking into consideration the length of the road names and the actual length of the 
roads it is proposed to reverse the allocations and nominate “Florence Moore Way“ 
to Road A, “Sykes Avenue” to Road B with “Garbelini Street” to Road C (Appendix 
ORD: 10.4.3B).

The owners of Lot 13 Pile Road seek a variation of site requirements in regard pile 
heights to facilitate construction of a pole home.  Incline gradients on this property 
are severe, ranging from 1:8 (12.5% or 22.5°) to 1: 3 (33% or 30°).  
The 2000m² building envelope has previously been adjusted in an attempt to provide 
a less challenging site for the erection of a dwelling, however, extensive ‘cut and fill’ 
is required if existing if design guidelines, in particular if pile height restrictions, are to 
be adhered to.  
 
Consultants acting on behalf of the owners have provided information to support the 
request for a variation (Appendix ORD: 10.4.4 A). 
 
Lot 13 Pile Road is located within Shire of Dardanup ‘Landscape Protection Area’. 
 
Legal Implications  - Appeal rights exist. 
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Budget Implications  -  Possible appeal costs. Potential compensation claim.  
 
Officer Comment 
 
The building design guidelines for this subdivision state: 
 

SCHEDULE OF BUILDING DESIGN GUIDELINES 
 
When considering an Application for Planning Consent to Commence 
Development in Part Location 9 Pile Road, Ferguson, Council shall have 
regard to the following guidelines. 
 

1……On steep sloping land lot owners should consider building pole 
foundation structures in order minimise (sic) the disruption to the 
ground level contours….. 

 
6…… The piles are not to be higher than 600mm above ground level at 
the point where the platform intersects the ground level. 

 
It is clear these guidelines are intended to encourage pole type structures within this 
area without the need for soil disturbance and to ensure all development has minimal 
impact upon the natural beauty of the landscape. 
 
The restricting of pile heights to a maximum of 600mm is counter productive within 
this site, and necessitates the need for major ‘cut and fill’ as it does not address 
gradients typical to this and adjoining properties.  Architects advise that at this stage 
a maximum pile height of approximately 3,000mm is envisaged, however, exact 
specifications cannot be determined as proponents are unwilling to complete design 
of a dwelling that may not be permitted. 
 
Similar type homes with piles well in excess of 600mm have been constructed in this 
locality where no pile height restrictions exist. 
 
Concept elevation drawings of the proposed dwelling and piles in situ are attached 
(Appendix ORD 10.4.4 B).  
 
In making any decisions concerning development applications within Shires 
‘Landscape Protection Area’, consideration must be given with regard to the 
following, in particular clause 5.2.4; 
 
Clause 5.2. states: 

 
5.2.2 In a Landscape Protection Area no person shall without the consent 

of the Council: 
 

(a) carry out any development; 
 

(b) clear or excavate land; 
 

(c) erect or construct any building outbuilding farm building or 
shed. 

 
5.2.4 Any person who is injuriously affected by a decision of the Council 

refusing an application for consent to do any of the things mentioned 
in Clause 5.2.2 or granting its consent subject to conditions not 
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acceptable to the applicant may if such refusal or conditions relate to 
the protection of the landscape and if the claim is made within six 
months of the decision of the Council claim compensation from the 
Council. 

 
Clause 5.2.4 allows the proponent the right to seek compensation. 
 
Regardless of the right to seek compensation, officers are of the opinion that a pole 
home constructed with piles exceeding 600mm will be less visually obtrusive and 
preferable to disturbance of the natural contours.  The additional erosion issues often 
associated with major ‘cut and fill’ works outweigh the visual intrusion of piles.  It is 
recommended that Council approve a variation to the Building Design Guidelines in 
regard to pile height for Lot 13 Joel Court subject to conditions.

Concerns have been raised over the state of the dwelling and surrounds of Lot 32 
Charlotte Street, Dardanup.  The concerns relate to the overall condition of the 
property including the potential fire risk and harbourage of pests at the property.   
 
An inspection was conducted by Health and Environment Officer, Alana Keane and 
Manager Building Services, Peter Black on 6th February 2007 to give a preliminary 
appraisal of the dwelling for its suitability as a habitable dwelling under the Health 
Act.  A second inspection was conducted on the 14th of February 2008 by Manager 
Health Services, Mr Tim Batt.  
 
The owner of the property, Mr Plunkett, has been informed in writing of the complaint 
and subsequent inspections by Council Staff, but has yet not made comment. 
�
The house is located next to the Dardanup General Store in the Dardanup townsite. 
It is listed on the Shire of Dardanup Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places, but has 
no other form of Heritage listing.  It is a small “fibro” cottage reputedly used in 1902 
as the local village shop operated by Mrs Prout (Harris) from the front room of her 
then house.  
 
The Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places listing is: Site Number 13 Old Shop. 

 
Management Category level: Retain and conserve if possible. Endeavour to conserve 

the significance of the place through the provisions of 
the Town Planning Scheme. Photographically record 
the place prior to any major redevelopment or 
demolition. 
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Location Plan 
 

 
 
Legal Implications  -  
 
Health Local Laws 2000 state that any local Authority may, of its own motion, and 
shall when required by order of the Executive Director, Public Health by notice in 
writing, declare that any house, or any specified part thereof, is unfit for human 
habitation. 
 
Budget Implications  -  None  
 
Officers Comment 
 
Upon inspection it became evident the property as a whole has not been properly 
maintained to an acceptable standard.  The grounds were overgrown with grasses, 
presenting a fire hazard and potential harbourage for pests and rodents. The 
paintwork on most external walls and doors was weathered and damaged.  The 
initial inspection indicated that the walls may have been constructed using asbestos 
cement sheeting.   
 
The gutters are showing significant deterioration with some sections missing. The 
roof of the dwelling is damaged near the front of the property.  This may have 
resulted in or contributed to issues of mould and damp within the dwelling.  
 
An inspection of the inside of the property was possible as every door except the 
front into the house was open at the time of the inspection. It appears the dwelling is 
currently vacant, however, there was evidence to suggest the dwelling may have 
been used by squatters.  
 
The internal structure shows evidence of possible termite damage, the floor boards 
in every room are uneven and sloping and there is damage to flooring at the rear of 
the dwelling. The internal walls of the main bedroom contains mould suggesting 
moisture is entering the house.   
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The premises has an out building containing the bathroom and ablution facilities.  
These facilities are in a very poor state of repair and may be deemed to be unfit for 
use.  The premises has a disused effluent disposal system that has not been 
correctly decommissioned.        
 
There is sufficient evidence to deem the house “Unfit for Habitation” under the Health 
Act 1911 and Health Local Laws 2000.  Should Council support the resolution to 
declare the dwelling Unfit for Habitation, a notice is required to be placed in a 
prominent location near or on the entry of the property.  
 
Manager Building Services Comment 
 
On inspection on the 6th February the building was in a state of complete disrepair, 
as mentioned in the Manager of Health report squatters have been living there. 
Although at the time of entry no persons were found, all doors were left open, the 
kitchen has an old fridge with mould on the inside, most kitchen units have had the 
doors ripped off, floors very uneven, holes in floorboards, walls were cracked, ceiling 
was mouldy with water stain down the wall, the building is certainly unfit to be lived in 
all it is a dangerous place, it is recommended that until Council can get the owner to 
participate that we put up danger tape around the front of the building to keep the 
public out.  
 
Planning & Liaison Officer Comment 
 
Lot 32 Charlotte Street, Dardanup is zoned ‘Commercial’ under TPS No. 3. 
Amendment 152 does not propose any change to the zoning status of this property. 
 
Council resolved (Appendix ORD 10.7.1A) on 27 February 2002 (064/02) to place 
Lot 32 Charlotte Street, alongside forty-one (41) other properties and features, on 
Councils ‘Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places’ with management category “Retain 
and conserve if possible”.(Appendix ORD 10.7.1B).  
 
Council further resolved (Appendix ORD 10.7.1C) on 11 September 2002 (384/02) to 
not remove any properties or features from Councils ‘Municipal Inventory of Heritage 
Places’.  
 
Current owners acquired this property on 22 August 2006, some eighteen (18) 
months ago. Records indicate the previous owners were in possession of the 
property in December 1991, however further research would be required to establish 
ownership prior to this period. 
 
As previously stated, officers have been unable to make contact with the current 
owners of Lot 32 Charlotte Street, therefore future plans for this dwelling and 
property are unknown at this time. The current poor condition of the dwelling and 
apparent lack of basic maintenance suggests it is unlikely that the owners are or will 
be prepared to invest significant monies in the restoration and ongoing preservation 
of a dwelling that, heritage value aside, will continue to have  limited habitation or 
financial attraction.  
 
Consideration must be given to the location and Commercial Zone status of Lot 32 
Charlotte Street, indeed it is not unreasonable to consider that these are the real 
value of this property rather than an aged dwelling in poor repair. 
 
While being placed on Councils ‘Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places’ gives 
recognition to local properties and features, no statutory protection is afforded and 
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Council can, if it resolves to, issue a Demolition Licence to the owners of Lot 32 
Charlotte Street to allow the existing dwelling to be removed.

Council management completed a comprehensive review of the 2007/08 Annual 
Budget on 27th February 2008. This review generally consisted of the following: 
 

a. Comparison of the actual year to date (YTD) amounts to the budget for 
each line item of operating and capital revenue and expenditure. 

 
b. Projected the actual YTD to the end of the financial year and compared 

this with the Annual Budget to determine if the line item remains within 
budget. 

 
c. Identified any material events or changes that may impact on Council 

finances. 
 
d. Flagged incomplete projects and unspent grants to be carried forward 

into future budgets. 
 
e. Identified any offsetting increases in revenue or reduction in 

expenditure that will reduce major variations. 
 
f. Identified whether there is sufficient cash flow to 30 June to meet 

budget commitments. 
 
Legal Implications   
 
Regulation 33A of the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulation require 
a review of the budget to be conducted: 
 

(1) Between 1 January and 31 March in each year a local government is to carry out 
a review of its annual budget for that year. 
(2) Within 30 days after a review of the annual budget of a local government is 
carried out it is to be submitted to the Council. 
(3) A Council is to consider a review submitted to it and is to determine* whether or 
not to adopt the review, any parts of the review or any recommendations made in the 
review. 
*Absolute majority required. 
(4) Within 30 days after a Council has made a determination, a copy of the review 
and determination is to be provided to the Department. 
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Budget Implications  
 
Note 5 of the Budget Review Report details material variances from the Adopted 
Budget. As a result of the review, staff forecast a deficit of $34,046 at 30 June. It is 
likely that further savings can be made across the budget to years end.  
 
Officer Comment 

 
Rates & Charges: 
 
Rates levied for 2007/08 were as per the adopted budget. Interim rates are forecast 
to meet budget estimates of $150,000.  It is expected that outstanding rates & 
charges at 30th June will meet the target of less that 2%. 
 
Material Variances from the Budget: 
 
~ Valuation Expenses – Rating 
 

Rating valuation expenses is forecast to exceed adopted budget by $50,000. This 
is due to the cost of the GRV general revaluation being invoiced and expended in 
this financial year. Expense was budgeted in 06/07. Cost for valuations are now 
charged at commercial rates by the Office of the Valuer General. Valuations were 
previously levied at a subsidised rate. 

 
~ Consultants – Governance 
 

Expenditure was budgeted for in 2006/07 budget for a consultant to undertake the 
review of Councils Local Laws.  The review was delayed and expenditure of 
$10,200 was not carried forward in the 2007/08 budget.  

 
~ Recreation Centre 

 
Recreation Centre revenue will be lower than budget estimates. Some 
expenditure reduction has been made to offset this reduction. It is forecast that 
net unbudgeted cost to the budget will be approximately $53,325. 

 
~ Refuse Site 

 
Refuse site operations are forecasted to exceed budget estimated by $62,447. 
This is due to higher contracted waste disposal costs paid to Transpacific. 

 
~ Building Maintenance 
 

Maintenance of Public Toilets is forecast to be under budget resulting in savings 
of approximately $15,000.  This is largely due to the temporary closures as a 
consequence of vandalism. Repairs costs were covered by insurance.   

 
~ Salaries and Wages 
 

Savings have been identified in salaries and wages of approximately $103,000.  
This is mainly due to staff vacancies throughout the year. 
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~ Reimbursement Revenue – Administration 
 

Insurance reimbursement of $6,500 was received as a consequence of Councils 
good insurance claim record for the previous financial year. 

 
~ Parks, Gardens and Reserves  
 

Parks, Gardens and Reserves Maintenance is forecast to be approximately 
$78,000 under budget. Staff vacancies with associated overheads have 
contributed to these savings.  

 
~ Building Licences 
 

Building licence revenue is forecast to fall below budget estimates by $30,000. 
Budget has been amended from $140,000 to $110,000. This will be monitored 
closely over the next few months to see if any changes occur. 

 
~ Sale of Land 
 

Council resolved to allocate $114,000 from the sale of Lot 56 Mitchell Way 
Dardanup to subsidise the 2007/08 Annual Budget. The prospective purchases 
have withdrawn from the sale and the subject lot is being rezoned by Council. 
This land will not be ready for sale this financial year.  

 
Council has resolved to place Lot 15 Harold Douglas Drive on the market. This 
has not sold to date. This budget review has included the $114,000 revenue in 
estimates.  Should the land not sell and not be settled prior to 30 June the 
forecast deficit will increase by this amount. 
 
Chief Executive Officer Comment 
 
Given the forecast deficit, Council has the option of requesting staff to provide a 
list of projects that are still remaining to be completed, for Council to consider 
deferring these projects to reduce the deficit. 
 
Deferral of projects this year to next year will require there to be priorities for 
2008/09. 
 
Council may consider drawing funds from Reserve Funds Road Maintenance in 
the 2008/09 to counter the expected reduced surplus. 
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Voting Requirements - Absolute Majority
