DECLARATION OF INTEREST 

 
Cr. C G Mountford has declared an Proximity and Financial Interest in this item as he 

is a landowner on Mountford Road. 
 

 
Background 
 
Correspondence has been received from Mr Cecil Mountford requesting Council 
consideration towards the upgrading of Mountford Road. The request is made by Mr 
Mountford on a personal basis and not as a councillor of the Shire of Dardanup. 
 
Mr Mountford has advised that his property, at Wellington Location 694, has been 
recently listed for sale during the winter months. He has advised that it is in his best 
interest to have the road upgraded for car access during winter and is willing to 
contribute $2000 towards improving the road. He has indicated that the contribution 
is based on $900-$1000 for pipes for the culvert over the creek plus 2-4 semi loads 
of gravel. 
 
A copy of the correspondence is provided in the agenda (Appendix ORD: 10.2.1A). 
 
Shire staff have investigated the condition of the road together with the requested 
scope of works. 
 
Mountford Road is a gravel road of a relatively narrow and low standard; however of 
sufficient width for the current volume of traffic. The road is 800 metres in length and 
varies in condition over this length. The first section of the road, being 210 metres 
long, is in reasonable condition as it is maintained by Council, and services the 
residence and dairy. The next section which is 120 metres long adjacent to the dairy 
and shed is rough, undefined and depleted of gravel, and requires improving for two-
wheel drive vehicle access. The remaining section which is 470 metres long is in 
reasonable condition although also depleted of gravel. Wellington Location 694 is 
situated at the end of this road which is the only gazetted access to this property. 
 
Important to note, there is a single span timber bridge which is situated 250 metres 
from the road end. This bridge is load limited to one tonne and must be traversed to 
access Wellington Location 694. It is interesting to note, with such a low load limit, 
most cars would exceed this load limit and the integrity of the bridge as well as the 
safety of motorists would be at risk if they choose to pass over the structure. 
 
It should be noted that the Council only maintains the first 210 metres of the road. 
Council has previously decided to not maintain the remaining section of the road due 
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to it giving access to Wellington Location 694 only and having no benefit to the public 
in general. 
 
A map of the road is provided in the agenda (Appendix ORD: 10.2.1B). 
 
The proposal from Mr Mountford is to carry out sufficient works on the road to 
provide car access to Wellington Location 694. It is anticipated that the works 
requested by Mr Mountford would involve the removal of the load limited timber 
bridge, replacing it with a 900 mm diameter piped culvert and the gravel resheeting 
of the 120 metre section of road adjacent to the dairy and shed. This would provide 
some improvement for vehicular access and would address the load limit issue. 
However, it should be noted that the creek has a relatively large catchment area and 
the placement of such a culvert would most likely be under capacity for most storm 
events, and would definitely have less capacity than the current bridge aperture. 
Under such circumstances, the likelihood of water crossing over the road is 
increased and could result in some damage to the road through erosion, depending 
on the magnitude of the event. 
 
In comparison, the full upgrading of the road would involve the replacement of the 
bridge with a suitably sized box culvert (to be determined by a waterways 
assessment and calculations) and the gravel resheeting of the full length of road. 
Such works would be considerably more expensive and may not be in the interest of 
the Shire’s electors at this point in time. 
 
Legal Implications  -  
 
Although in the past the Shire of Dardanup has decided not to maintain the section of 
Mountford Road beyond the dairy, the road is still a gazetted road under the care, 
control and management of the Shire. As a result, the Shire is still liable for the road. 
 
Budget Implications  -   
 
Mr Mountford has stated that his offer of $2000 is valid only if the road works are 
carried out by the 30th April 2008 (i.e. carried out this current financial year). 
 
The requested scope of works have been estimated at $5,100. This includes the 
supply and delivery of concrete pipes and gravel, all plant costs and wages 
necessary for the preparation and installation of the culvert and gravel resheeting of 
120 metres of road, and Shire overhead charges. 
 
The full upgrading works have been estimated at $29,500. This includes the supply 
and delivery of box culverts and gravel, all plant costs and wages associated with the 
preparation and installation of the culvert and full resheeting of the road and Shire 
overhead charges. 
 
Any expenditure on Mountford Road this financial year would be unbudgeted 
expenditure and would impact on the Budget. 
 
Officer Comment 
 
Mr Mountford has indicated that his offer of $2000 towards the works is only valid if it 
is carried out prior to the 30th April 2008. During this time, the Shire’s construction 
crew will still be committed to completing the 2007-2008 Capital Works Program. 
Currently the Capital Works Program is scheduled to be completed on the 8th May 
2008 subject to weather conditions. Should the Council choose to undertake the 
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works then the last project, being the partial realignment of Carlaminda Road would 
need to be delayed to accommodate the works on Mountford Road by approximately 
four working days. Although the Program would theoretically still be achievable, it 
does expose the Carlaminda Road project at greater risk of not being completed. 
Extending the Capital Works Program also has an impact on the level of 
maintenance undertaken on Shire Roads in preparation for the winter months. 
 
Public perception of the works being undertaken could also be an issue. Although the 
request is valid, from a public perception view it may be construed as being more 
than just a request for works on a Shire road. For this reason the matter is brought to 
Council and should be treated like any other request from the public. 
 
Chief Executive Officer Comment 
 
The request from Mr Mountford has been discussed with the Chief Executive Officer. 
The officer report is required for unbudgeted expenditure, and would have been 
required if it were about upgrading the road and what is potentially an inadequate 
bridge, for future budget consideration, either way Mr Mountford would be required to 
declare his interest.  
 
The Local Government Act 1995 provides process for declaring financial and 
proximity interests to protect the integrity of elected members and staff and to still 
allow what is legal and proper approvals to proceed. 
 
Cr Mountford has declared his interest and understands his duty in relation to this 
report going to Council. 
 
The fact that there is potentially a change of land ownership means that the road and 
bridge would have come before Council at a time in the future, once new owners 
were using this legal access to their property. Council may resolve to refuse the 
request and refer the road and bridge repairs for consideration in the normal budget 
process and competing priorities in line with Council’s usual practice.

Background 
 
The construction of pathways is an important component of the Shire’s Annual Works 
Program. In March 2007, the Council adopted a Pathway Asset Management Plan 
(then titled “Pathway Plan”) which provides a comprehensive plan for the 
improvement, expansion and maintenance of the Shire’s pathway network. The Plan 
looks at the existing network, determines standards and processes for determining 
an overall master plan of pathways for the Shire and recommends a program of 
works for the construction of new and replacement pathways to achieve the master 
plan. 
 
The Plan has now been reviewed in preparation for the 2008-2009 financial year and 
is presented to Council for adoption for use in the preparation of the draft 2008-2009 
Budget. 
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Legal Implications  -  
 
Complies with the requirements of the Local Government Act 1995. 
 
Budget Implications  -   
 
The recommendations in the Plan (i.e. the projects nominated for the 2008-2009 year 
of the 10 Year Pathway Program) will be used to develop the 2008-2009 Budget. 
 
Costings provided in the Plan are based on generic unit rates for the purposes of 
developing the 10-Year Plans. Therefore, detailed estimates will be carried out for 
projects recommended for the 2008-2009 Budget.  
 
Officer Comment 

The Pathway Asset Management Plan was reviewed in preparation for the 2008-
2009 Budget deliberations and the following tasks were carried out: 

·  Updated map information, such as any changes in traffic data and the addition 
of newly constructed pathways since the document was last adopted. 

 
·  Reviewed and updated the list of existing pathways provided in the document. 
 
·  Increased the previous 5 Year Pathway Program to a 10 Year Program to be in-

line with the Shire of Dardanup’s other asset management plans. 
 
·  Reviewed and amended the Pathway Program to include newly constructed 

pathways and adjusted the timing of the overall program to accommodate the 
inclusion of newly constructed projects and other project additions. 

The reviewed Pathway Asset Management Plan is provided (Appendix ORD:  
10.2.2).  A colour copy of the plan is available upon request from the Manager 
Technical Services.

Lot 1 Recreation Drive was originally rezoned, under Town Planning Scheme No. 3 – 
amendment No. 140, to allow part of the lot to be subdivided into R20 and R10 
zones, with a Restricted Use Zone being applied to the section that is designated for 
the Over 55’s development.  The amendment was approved in May 2007.  A 
subdivision application for the majority of this land was run concurrently with the

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scheme amendment and the subdivision application WAPC 131094 was also 
approved in May 2007 (Appendix ORD: 10.3.1A)  The subject lot is currently 
undergoing the final stages of the subdivision clearance although no titles have been 
cleared to date. 
 
The Over 55’s component of the scheme amendment proposed to establish 30 
dwellings that accommodate the special needs of the elderly or physically dependent 
persons and are designed to allow for “ageing in place” to occur. 
 
A development application to allow the Over 55’s development to occur was received 
by Council on the 24 September 2007 (Appendix ORD: 10.3.1B). 
 
Legal Implications  -  
 
Appeal rights exist under the Planning and Development Act 2005.  
 
Budget Implications -   
 
It was a requirement of the rezoning of this property that an agreement be prepared, 
to Council’s satisfaction, binding the proposed and future owners of the site, to the 
ongoing maintenance of the adjoining area of public open space.  A request has 
been received to vary/modify this requirement, which may have an impact on 
Council’s future budget considerations.  (Appendix  ORD: 10.3.1C). 
 
Council also previously considered a request to vary the Public Open Space 
contribution on 8 November 2007 (Appendix ORD: 10.3.1D). 
 
Officer Comment 
 
·  Proposal: 
 
The Development Guide Plan proposes an aged lifestyle village incorporating: 
 

�  30 individual over 55’s accommodation units, contained within two storey 
development. 

o 18 Two bedroom units 
o 12 Three bedroom units 
 

�  A central communal facility of approx. 240m² 
 
�  Access is via an extension of Blue Wren Drive. 
 
�  The provision of 19 visitor car parking bays. 
 
�  A walkway that links the subject site to the adjacent public open space.

·  Zoning Requirements: 
 
The development application is required to meet the conditions as specified in Town 
Planning Scheme No. 3, Appendix V, for Restricted Use zones, as a result of 
Scheme Amendment #140.

The Restricted Use zone means that the application is not required to be assessed 
under the Residential Design Codes of Western Australia (R Codes).  In saying that, 
this application has been presented in a manner that mostly complies with the R 
Codes.  There are some issues that still need to be addressed, but these can be 
rectified at the building application stage e.g. disabled toilets for community centre. 
 
In accordance with provision a) of Appendix V – Restricted Uses Zones R9, a 
Development Guide Plan (DGP) is required to be adopted by Council.  It is proposed 
to run the adoption of the DGP and the development approval concurrently and not 
treat them as two separate processes.

Provision f) of Appendix V – Restricted Uses Zones R9, requires the preparation of a 
binding agreement for the management of the adjacent Public Open Space (POS) as 
a condition of planning consent.  Shire officers have been attempting to source an 
agreement from the proponent to present to Council with the planning application.  
This has been unsuccessful as the proponent has been challenging the period in 
which the management should occur.  (See Appendix ORD: 10.3.1C). 
 
The proposal is presented to Council with a recommendation for conditional 
approval, however, it should be noted that the approval will not be valid until the POS 
agreement is completed to Council satisfaction.  It should also be noted that the 
proponent has appeal rights on any condition Council imposes. 
 
The applicant objects to the management period being in perpetuity and has 
suggested a 2 year period as per Appendix ORD: 10.3.1C. 
 
Staff recommend Part F of Appendix V of the Scheme be retained, however council 
can change this to their satisfaction.  
 
Greater Bunbury Regional Scheme (GBRS): 
 
Council must now assess any planning applications received in accordance with the 
GBRS, which was gazetted on Wednesday, 17 October 2007.  Council has 
delegated authority under Section 16 of the Planning & Development Act to approve 
applications that comply with this scheme and that are not of major regional 
significance. 
 
·  Zoning: Urban 
 
The application complies with the requirements of an urban zone under the GBRS.   
 
·  Referral: 
 
The application abuts a Regional Road  and as such would normally be referred to 
Main Roads WA for comment.  In this instance this process has not been undertaken 
as Main Roads WA provided written comment on the application at the scheme 
amendment stage.  MRWA had no objection provided there was no direct access on 
to the Australind Bypass. 
 
Assessment: 
 
·  Overlooking: 
 
The applicant has addressed the issue of overlooking from the units onto 
neighbouring properties, where it is an issue, by providing a planter box to the 
balcony of unit three.  The applicant has stated that the owners of Lot 40, Blue Wren 
Drive, which abuts the development, will build a dwelling to a design that rules out 
overlooking issues from units 1 and 2, thus a planter box is not required.  Additional 
landscaping will also be provided to assist in this regard.   

 
·  Parking: 
 
All units have been provided with garaging for one vehicle.  The three bedroom units 
have all been provided with parking space for an additional vehicle with the exception 
of one unit.  Sufficient additional parking has been made available for visitors.

·  Traffic: 
 
The internal road network has been designed to a width of between 6 and 7metres. 
The applicant has advised that the internal road layout has been designed with a 
degree of flexibility to allow for future connections to Recreation Drive to the north if it 
is extended eastwards to connect up with the Australind Bypass.  This is not an 
option that Technical Services staff are prepared to consider, as this could result in 
the internal road becoming a through road for the public, which it has not been 
designed for. 
 
Access to the pedestrian walkway, which leads to the public open space will require 
pedestrian ramps to be placed on either end and be constructed and drained. 
 
·  Stormwater: 
 
Technical Services have advised that all stormwater is required to be contained on 
site.  A condition can be imposed requiring the submission of detailed design 
drawings and calculations for approval. 
 
It is recommended that Council conditionally approve this proposal.

Lots 501, 502, 503 Garvey Road & Lot 504 Dardanup West Road are approximately 
211 hectares in area and currently zoned “General Farming”.  The site is considered 
flat with a slight westerly aspect to the Preston River.   The site is bounded by the 
Preston River to the west, Garvey Road to the north and Dardanup West Road to the 
south and east. The land is currently used for mainly grazing purposes, a turf farm 
exists on small portion of the site.  
 
The proposal is to create 105 “small holding” lots with a minimum area of 1 ha and 
an average of 2 ha in area  (See Appendix ORD: 10.3.2A) SGP.

An application to rezone the lots has been received and Shire officers have been 
working with consultants to modify the proposal to address site specific issues and 
subdivisional concerns.

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Officer Comment 
 
This site is contained within the Council endorsed Dardanup West/Crooked Brook 
Structure Plan (“the Plan”) area, therefore, the rezoning has a strategic planning 
basis.  As this amendment is the first in the Plan area generic landuse controls are 
required to be inserted in the Shire of Dardanup Town Planning Scheme No. 3 
(TPS).  Further amendments in the area will only require Scheme map modifications 
as all further amendments will use the generic landuse provisions inserted in the TPS 
by this amendment. 
 
The following land use provisions are required to be inserted within Appendix VIII of 
the Shire's Town Planning Scheme No.3.  Subsequent rezoning applications will add 
lot details within the "Area column of Appendix VIII”. 
 
Provisions to be inserted in Appendix VIII of the Town Planning Scheme No. 3 are 
outlined in the officer recommended resolution. 
 
There are several site specific subdivisional issues such as drainage, roundabout 
construction, road upgrade which have been addressed by notes on the Subdivision 
Guide Plan. See Notes (Appendix ORD: 10.3.2B).

2. Land Use Controls 
 
 (a) As for the zoning table and Clause 3.14.1 except that: 
 
  (i) Dog kennels will not be permitted. 
 

(ii) Stables will only be permitted where horses are for 
hobby purposes.  Commercial stud or racing stables 
will not be permitted.   

 
The number of horses permitted is one per hectare up 
to a maximum of three horses.  

 
If in the opinion of Council or the Department of

“THAT Council defer making a decision on the use of the proposed aluminium wall 
cladding on the approved medical centre at Lot 300 (13) Albatross Crescent, Eaton, 
until further information is received on the reflectivity of the material or the use of an 
alternative non/less-reflective  material.” 

 
New samples have now been received for Council’s consideration together with a 
table of reflectance provided by the product manufacturer (Appendix ORD: 10.4.1B).

·  Proposal 
 
The applicant proposed to change the external building materials to incorporate the 
use of rendered brickwork, colorbond steel cladding and composite aluminium 
cladding.  The proposed locations (refer to elevation plan at Appendix ORD 10.4.1C) 
of the different materials are as follows:

The products that have been proposed are of a high quality and would all present a 
building of professional quality.  It is just the reflective nature of the products that 
need to be resolved. 
 
Council, basically now has four options to consider: - 
 
Option A: Original Council approved pre finished fibre cement.  Sample tiles with 

an automotive finish have been provided.  Whilst complying with 
Council’s approval requirements, the applicants consider this product 
may have the potential to create problems with glare.  

 
Option B: Alucobond® – Grey Metallic & Champagne Metallic (composite 

aluminium panel – previously considered by Council as being too 
reflective.  This is the preferred option of the applicant.

Mrs Atkinson was a 
resident of the Burekup area from her birth in 1916 until she passed away in her 
early eighties.

Correspondence has been received from the Department of Planning and 
Infrastructure requesting advice as to whether the Shire of Dardanup is in a position 
to accept management orders over Reserves 49457 (Appendix ORD: 10.4.3A & 
Appendix ORD: 10.4.3B) and 49458 (Appendix ORD 10.4.3C & Appendix ORD: 
10.4.3D).  Both Reserves are located east of Millars Creek, approximately 1000 
metres south of the Collie River.  Reserve 49457 is 3793m² in area, and Reserve 
49458 2387m² in area. Both lots are reserved for the purpose of ‘Recreation and 
Drainage’.

It is envisaged management of these two reserves will have minimal impact on 
resources, restricted mainly to routine weed control and mosquito management 
incurring negligible ongoing costs.

Officer Comment 
  
It has now been six months since the gates were relocated to the top of Watson 
Street reserve adjacent to Pratt Road to restrict cars entering the Watson Street 
Reserve. 
 
As far as I am aware, no written or verbal complaints have been received regarding 
the relocation of these gates.  The Parks & Gardens Supervisor, has advised that he 
has had no problems with the gate so far and has, in fact, spoken to a number of 
people in favour of it.  Outside staff find it easier to open at the new location at the 
top of the road than when it was hanging off the tree down the bottom. 
 
Unfortunately, the vandalism at the Watson Street Reserve public toilets has not 
abated during this time.  It is still a target for vandalism and graffiti but without the 
use of hand or power tools. 
 
It is my recommendation that the gates be left where they are, and if Council 
receives complaints regarding car access to this reserve, Council staff investigate the 
matter further. 
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A limestone path has been laid down the side of the gates for wheelchair and pram 
access as per point 2 in the resolution. 
 
Funds for a permanent car park will be put in for council budget consideration as per 
resolution point 3. 
 
In regards to point 4 of the resolution, it is considered that video surveillance is too 
expensive and would create major problems in protecting cameras and viewing of 
footage.

Statement of Financial Activity: 
 
The statement of financial activity is shown below.  The first statement of financial 
activity report outlines the results from operating activities.  It shows revenue and 
expenditure by statutory program, comparing actual results for the period with the 
annual adopted budget, the amended budget and the year to date budget.   
 
The second financial report displays capital and infrastructure expenditure and also 
reconciles the statement of financial activity to the statement of net current assets, 
taking into account; the proceeds from sale of assets, reserve and loan funds used, 
depreciation applied, capital and infrastructure expenditure, transfers to reserves and 
loan repayments.   
 
The statement of net current assets provides information on the accounts that make 
up current asset and current liabilities.  The current and quick ratios are liquidity 
ratios.  The current and quick ratio determine the shires the ability to meet obligations 
with readily convertible funds. 
Additional reports that have been included in the statement of financial activity are an 
acquisition of assets report, trust fund and reserve fund reports, and a statement of 
investments.  A variance report that describes material differences between the 
adopted budget and the amended budget is shown below. 
 
Key Financial Performance Areas: 
 
·  Cash & Investments 
 
As at reporting date, Councils Municipal Bank fund shows a reconciled balance of 
$1,559,498.45.  $1,000,000 of these funds has been invested in fixed term deposits. 
Reserve Funds total $4,674,339.62 of which $4,500,000 is held in fixed term 
deposits.  A fixed term deposit of $3,000,000 matured in February and this explains 
the substantial increase in interest earnings during February.   
 
Total interest earnings on the Councils Municipal & Reserve Funds as at reporting 
date are:

Reserve Fund: $   117,102.88 
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·  Rates & Charges Outstanding 
 
As at reporting date, outstanding Rates & Charges = $648,432. This equals 13.2% of 
rates & charges collectable and a decrease of 4.4% from last month. 
 
It is the objective of management to achieve less than 4% of rates and charges 
outstanding as at 30 June. There are no indications that this will not be achieved.

The difference between budget and actual 
revenue is mainly due to the following reasons: 
 

·  The budget for revenue is a linear function of total revenue divided by the 
number of months in the year.  The variance is a result of levying rates in July 
of this financial year.  It is anticipated that budget and actual revenue will align 
by the end of financial year. 

 
·  Interim Rates of $68,700 have been levied as at reporting date. Budget 

provision for 2007/08 interim rates are $150,000. There is currently a large 
number of interim rates yet to be raised and therefore there are no indications 
that the budget will not be reached. See rates and charges section above for 
further information. 

 
~ Expenditure - General Purpose Funding 
 
As at February there is a variance between the amended budget and actual 
expenditure. This is due to funds being transferred to the Reserve account once the 
fixed term deposits are surrendered.  This variance will align with expenditure closer 
to the end of the financial year.  
 
Governance 
 
Governance includes administration and operation of facility and services to 
members of Council.  The Governance program also includes other costs that relate 
to the tasks of assisting elected members and ratepayers on matters which do not 
concern specific Council services. 
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~ Revenue – Governance 
 
There are no material variances in Governance revenue in February 2008. 

 
 

~ Expenditure - General Purpose Funding 
 
A variance exists in Governance expenditure due to a delay in invoices for polling 
expenses yet to be received by the Council.  It is anticipated that these expenses will 
be met by the end of financial year. 
 
Law, Order and Public Safety 
 
This program consists of the supervision of various local laws, fire prevention, 
emergency services and animal control. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
~ Revenue - Law, Order and Public Safety 
 
Law, Order and Public Safety revenue for February is $360,187 under YTD budget.  
The main reason for the variance is that a FESA grant has not yet received for Bush 
Fire Brigade (BFB) vehicles to be located at the Dardanup central BFB and 
Wellington Mills BFB. It is unclear when these machines will be received. 
 
~ Expenditure - Law, Order and Public Safety 
 
Expenditure for Law, Order and Public Safety is also under budget as a result of the 
FESA grant not yet received for the BFB vehicles.  Capital expenditure is below YTD 
budget for the Burekup BFB.  However, as works have begun, this variance should 
be rectified in the second part of the financial year. 
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A new ranger vehicle has been budgeted to the value of $34,000 and when 
purchased will reduce the expenditure variance in the Law, Order and Public Safety 
program.   
 
Health 
 
The Health program includes food quality and pest control, immunisation services 
and operation of infant health clinic. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
There are no material variances to report for Health in February 2008. 
 
Education and Welfare 
 
The Education and Welfare program comprises of the operation of a senior citizens’ 
centre, provision of assistance to pre-school facilities, playgroups, the provision of 
youth counselling services and other voluntary services. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
There are no material variances to report for education and welfare in February 
2008. 
 
Community Amenities 
 
Community Amenities include rubbish collection services, operation of refuse sites, 
administration of the town planning scheme and maintenance of cemeteries. 
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~ Revenue – Community Amenities 
 
Revenue for Community Amenities is under YTD budget by $335,531. This is mainly 
due to revenue not yet received for the sale of land as outlined in the expenditure 
items.   

 
~ Expenditure – Community Amenities 
 
Community Amenities expenditure received to the end of February is $333,558 under 
YTD budget due to the following: 
 

·  The main reason for the variance is a result of a reserve transfer that is yet to 
be processed for the Council Land Development and for the Sale of Land.  
The full year budget for this item is $400,000, however, the variance will be 
rectified when the land has been sold.   

 
·  Kerbside refuse removal is currently $15,311 under YTD budget due to timing 

differences between when expenditure occurs and the budget. 
 
·  Refuse site operation expenditure is $16,270 above YTD budget. 
 
·  A non-cash item of depreciation for household sanitation is under YTD budget 

$36,428. 
 
 
Recreation and Culture 
 
Recreation and Culture is the provision and maintenance of streets, roads, bridges, 
street lighting, depot maintenance. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
~ Revenue – Recreation and Culture 
 
The Recreation and Culture revenue, as at the end of February is under budget by 
$252,811 due to: 
 

·  The sale of Council land of $100,000 is yet to take place.  
 
·  Budgets have been provided for projects and once these projects have been 

fully expended the funds will be transferred from the reserve account against 
the project.  This results in a variance due to timing.  The main items that 
result in this type of variance are building renovations at Ferguson hall, vehicle 
purchases for parks and gardens and improvements to the McCaughan Park.  
Revenue will be transferred as jobs are completed.   
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·  The Recreation Centre year to date revenue is under budget by $15,506. The 
main contributing factor of this variance is that funds received from the 
Department of Education towards the costs of the recreation centre 
biannually.  The budget is expected to align with actual revenue once the 
funds are received in June.  See graph below.

~ Expenditure - Recreation and Culture  
 
The Recreation and Culture expenditure is below budget and the main variances are: 
 

·  No expenditure for the re-roofing on the Ferguson Hall has occurred as at the 
end of February.  The 2007/08 budget for this project is $105,000 however, 
additional grants have been applied for and confirmation of these grants is 
required before works commence. 

 
·  Maintenance for parks, gardens and reserves is under budget and this is due 

to a large number of maintenance works yet to be completed.  The most 
significant variance is Millbridge Gardens, which is underspent as at February. 

 
·  Building construction for the Eaton Junior Football Club to improve toilet and 

shower facilities has not commenced and is expected to start in the second 
part of the financial year. 

 
 
Transport 
 
The transport program includes the construction and maintenance of streets, roads, 
bridges, street lighting and depot maintenance. 
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~ Revenue – Transport 
 
Transport revenue for February is under budget.  The main reason for the variance 
is: 
 

·  Grants have not yet received by the shire for road projects, including the 
Roads to Recovery and the Bikes West grants.  Once the works are 
completed the costs will be recouped. 

 
·  There are a number of capital plant items to be sold during the year including 

road vehicles, trucks and plant equipment that are to be upgraded.  The sale 
of these plant items have not yet occurred. 

 
~ Expenditure - Transport 
 
Transport expenditure is under budget due to several road renewal projects, road 
upgrades and capital expansion ancillary projects to be completed.  Works which are 
due to commence that will reduce the current variance include: 
 

·  Upgrades to Mungalup and Falcon road are about to commence. 
 
·  Ancillary upgrades to Pratt road and Ferguson road are in the design process. 

 
·  Ancillary capital expansion works to Eaton drive are also about to begin.   
 
·  Ancillary transport maintenance is largely completed in the off season once 

capital works is completed. 
 
Economic Services 
 
Economic Services includes the regulation and provision of tourism, area promotion, 
building control, noxious weeds and vermin control. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
~ Revenue – Economic Services 
 
Economic Services revenue is $30,053 over budget as at the end of February.  
However, it is expected that revenue will be in alignment by the end of financial year 
as the main reason for the variance is timing.  
 
~ Expenditure – Economic Services 
 
There are no material variances to report for expenditure in February 2008. 
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Other Property & Services 
 
Other property and services includes private works operations, plant repairs and 
operation costs.
