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10.2 MANAGER TECHNICAL SERVICES REPORT

10.2.1 Title: Request to Alter Levels Along Eaton Drive at Rear of 6 Hereford
Place Eaton (M Shaw)

Background

Correspondence has been received from Mr Mike Shaw requesting Council
consideration on altering the level difference between Eaton Drive and his property
at 6 Hereford Place.

A copy of his correspondence is provided [Appendix ORD:10.2.1].

The Manager Technical Services attended a site meeting with Mr Shaw to view and
discuss the issue at the rear of his property. The following is a summary of the
situation:

~ His property at Hereford Place was created before Eaton Drive was
constructed to service the Millbridge Private Estate. The fence at the rear of
his property, at that time, was constructed at the surface level and did not
require any retaining.

~ When Eaton Drive was constructed, the design required the filling and lifting of
the carriageway higher than the surface level at 6 Hereford Place. Eaton Drive
is also higher than Mr Shaw’s neighbouring properties; however, the level
difference is the most severe at 6 Hereford Place.

~ The dual-use-path (DUP) along Eaton Drive is at kerb level and is situated
between the carriageway and the rear of the property. Being at kerb height
and extending from the kerb means that pedestrians visibility is well above the
fence (approximate 900mm) and can see into the rear of the property.

~ Mr Shaw has placed lattice on top of the fence (300mm high) in an attempt to
address the visibility issue. There are some plants growing on the lattice, but
there is still some visibility.

~ There is a substantial slope between the DUP and fence which is covered with
mulch. This slope tends to trap litter against the fence. Although not entirely
visible from the road, it is visible from the DUP and it appears that some litter
is blown to this location while some is deliberately disposed there.

Mr Shaw has requested that Council determines a suitable solution for the situation.

Shire staff have determined possible actions that can be taken to address the
situation. The following are possible options:

Option 1 — Installation of a retaining wall - this option involves the installation of a
retaining wall along the rear of the properties and replacing the fence on top of the
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wall. The verge would be filled to the top of the retaining wall, thus creating a level
verge. The retaining wall required is 30 metres long and three courses high. These
are substantial works that perhaps should have been carried out when Eaton Drive
was constructed. This option is the most effective and would fully address Mr Shaw’s
concerns.

Option 2 — Retain existing DUP and fence height difference and improve verge
shape and maintenance. In this option, the height difference issue is not resolved,;
however, by a combination of improving the verge shape and regularly visits by staff,
the issue of litter collecting against the fence can be addressed.

Option 3 — same as option 3 above plus the planting of suitable shrubs that will
screen the fence and properties.

Legal Implications - None

Budget Implications -

Option 1 is the most expensive of the three options, estimated as follows:

Construction of retaining wall and piers by contractor $11,127 ex GST
Construct pinelap fence by contractor $ 3,893 ex GST
TOTAL $ 15,020 ex GST

If this option was undertaken by Council, it would be unbudgeted expenditure in the
current financial year. However, due to the timing of works, the works would actually
occur in the next financial year. It is therefore still possible to consider the funding of
this work as a budget wish list item at the Annual Budget deliberations scheduled for
the 13" of June 2008.

These works also rely on the Shire to excavate a trench for the wall, backfilling
behind the wall and disposal of old fencing materials. This can be carried out within
the Shire’s maintenance budget.

Options 2 and 3 can be carried out at minimal cost and can be absorbed in to the
Shire’s maintenance budget.

Officer Comment

The situation raised by Mr Shaw can be divided into two main problems, being:

1. Collection of rubbish against the fence due to the low point adjacent to the
fence.

This matter can be addressed either by lifting the surface level as proposed in
Option 1 or by increasing staff maintenance of this particularly section of
verge.

2. Pedestrian visibility into the rear of properties from the DUP.

This matter can be addressed by lifting the fence. It should be noted that the
existing fence cannot be extended higher (i.e. by adding extra courses to the
piers and extending the fence panels) due to instability. However, the
installation of a retaining wall and backfilling of the wall, together with a new
fence on top of the retaining wall as proposed in Option 1 would raise the
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fence to the required height. The planting of shrubs along the verge as
mentioned in Option 3 could address the visibility issue if planted densely
enough.

As mentioned earlier in this report, Option 1 is the most effective solution to the
problems raised by Mr Shaw. However, this option is also the most complicated and
expensive, and has the potential of setting a precedent for further similar situations
to be also addressed.

Council has now received a request from Graham Houghton, consultant for the
property owners to withdraw this amendment application. There were various
reasons for this request (Appendix ORD 10.4.1B). .

As a result of the request to withdraw Amendment No. 135 another Scheme
Amendment — Amendment No. 162 has been proposed/received, which will allow
Amendment No. 3 to Town Planning Scheme No. 4 to still progress, as they will also
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be linked together. Amendment No. 162 is a modified version of Amendment No.
135 and will be considered later in this meeting.

Amendment No. 135 to Town Planning Scheme No. 3 sought to rationalise the
zonings of the industrial site and surrounding land of the Dardanup Pine Log Sawmill
on Moore Road and provide for land uses and development that would be
compatible with the sawmill operations.

It is the purpose of this amendment to allocate a
zoning of General Farming over the subject land and as such provide part of the
buffer surrounding the sawmill, which is currently zoned General Farming under
Town Planning Scheme No. 3.

Background

Council has a Reserve Road Name Register from which developers can select road
names that they wish to apply to their new developments (Appendix ORD 10.4.3). At
present this list does not contain many names on it that reflect the history of the
district in any way.

With the future development of the Burekup and Dardanup areas it would be prudent
for Council to add to this list, suitable names that Council considers are worthy of
recognition in this manner. These names will still require the endorsement of the
Geographic Names Committee prior to their allocation to any future subdivision.

The names chosen for recognition have been taken from the following history books
written about the area: -

“Burekup” — on the Henty, by The People.
“Memories of the Ferguson”, complied by Steve Gibbs.
“Wellington Mills” — a History, by Janice Calcei.

Officer Comment

The names presented for consideration, reflect only those names that have been
researched in the process of documenting/writing the history of the relevant areas.
The reporting officer has no knowledge of the history of the area and cannot verify
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the authenticity of the stories as they are based on the memories of others. Whilst
the chosen names may be seen as being worthy of recognition, it is no reflection on
other pioneers of the area that have not been mentioned and does not preclude their
names from being considered, now or in the future.

Only the surnames of pioneers have been chosen for consideration. With the history
of pioneers having large families it was very difficult to recognise only one member of
a family, when in fact there could have been anywhere in excess of 12 siblings that
made a contribution to the area over the passage of time. It was felt that this was a
more appropriate manner of recognition, than to single out one person, particularly
for the women of the district whose names may have changed due to their marital
status.

On the whole the majority of names put forward are those of farming families, whose
contribution to the area was many and varied. Our pioneering families used various
farming practises over time, which may have involved the growing of food crops -
grains, grapes and potatoes, raising cattle (dairying) or pigs through to timber felling.
Whatever made money to put food on the table was given a go.

Many of the earlier pioneering families mentioned in these history books have
already had recognition for their contribution to the community. This can be seen in
the road names currently in place throughout the Shire.

This relocation
request has come about due to the impending redevelopment of the Bunbury Port.

Option 1 - Lot 800 Hamilton Road, Eaton

Lot 800 Hamilton Road, Eaton has been approved for subdivision by the
Western Australian Planning Commission (Appendix ORD: 10.4.4B). This
subdivision is due to expire on the 9 October 2010. There is some concern by
Council staff that the approved plan is not entirely suitable and needs further
investigation.

(Aerial Photograph approximately 2 years old)

At the Council meeting of the 21 October 2003 Council adopted the Eaton
Wetland Plan for Lot 800 Hamilton Road (Appendix ORD: 10.4.4C). This
matter was further considered at the Council meetings of the 27 January 2004
(Appendix ORD: 10.4.4D) and the 23 March 2004 (Appendix ORD 10.4.4E).
To progress the Eaton Wetland Plan an application for funding was made to
the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Forestry — National Landcare
Program, but unfortunately the application was unsuccessful. Based on the
2004 grant application the costing to undertake the works was $157,000,
which was partially going to be funded by the sale of the rezoned land. At this
point in time, not further action has been taken to progress this matter.

Lot 800 does not have the power or water connected, but both services are
available in the near vicinity. There is currently no suitable access to the lot.
Should Council consider offering Lot 800 to the Leschenault Community
Nursery, these would be issues that would need to be considered.

The location of Lot 800 is only deemed to be suitable in so far as it is in close
proximity to the group’s current site and it should not prove to be detrimental
to the volunteers to travel to this location. The costs associated with bringing
Lot 800 to a workable site may prove to be too overwhelming.

Should Council choose to enter in to an agreement with the Leschenault
Community Nursery it may prove detrimental to Council’s plans for selling this
land in the future. A request for them to relocate again in a few years time
may be perceived by the community in a negative light.

Option 2 — Lot 1 Banksia Road, Crooked Brook (Landf ill Site)

(Aerial Photograph approximately 2 years old)
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Lot 1 Banksia Road, Crooked Brook is Council’'s landfill site, which is situated
approximately 18km from Bunbury. Although this site has a lot of potential, its
location is further than the 5km from Bunbury, which was requested by the

group.

Lot 1 is set up with power, water and disabled toilet facilities. The quality and
supply of water is considered adequate. The site is fully fenced and secure.
The fact that the site is also staffed by Council employees 7 days a week also
adds to the security of the site.

There is a large shadehouse area that could be used for raising seedlings etc.
This area is not being utilised as present. There is ample space for the group
to setup but this would not necessarily be next to the shadehouse.

Whilst this site is some distance from the group’s present location other
options could be looked at for open days etc. when the facility would normally
be open to the general public for sales.

Option 3 — Lots 441, 449 & 201 Harold Douglas Drive , Dardanup West

Lot 441, 449 and 201 Harold Douglas Drive, Dardanup West has been put
forward for consideration even though it is currently leased out for a period of
three years. This lease may be terminated by written notification at any stage
by either party. Council is not aware of the relocation timeframe for the
Leschenault Community Nursery and these properties may be worthy of
consideration for some time in the future.
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It was considered that the group could possibly set up on Lots 441 and 201
with their water supply coming from the bore on Lot 449 across the road.
Power would need to be connected to the site. The sites have no secure
fencing at this point in time.

Another option for the group is to approach Main Roads WA with regard to utilising
the road reserve space at the edge of the Australind Bypass and Eaton Townsite.

(Aerial Photograph approximately 2 years old)

The practicalities of power and water would need to be discussed further, but
utilisation of the site by this group may lead to the site being revegetated. Access
could only be off Chamberlain Grove, but this should not be seen as being
detrimental.

No request for funding has been received at this stage, but funding will be required
at the time of relocation. The group is trying to raise their profile and sourcing
corporate sponsorship is an ongoing task. Council has provided financial assistance
in the past and may be called upon to do so in the future.

Whilst financial assistance may be required, the relocation of this nursery into the
Shire could be viewed as a positive move. A change of location may encourage
more/different volunteers to come on board and assist with this worthwhile project.

Based on the positive impacts that the relocation of the Leschenault Community
Nursery could have for the Shire of Dardanup, it is recommended that Council enter
into discussions with the Leschenault Community Nursery to ascertain if any of these
sites would be suitable for their needs.
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It is the reporting officer's opinion that Lot 1 Banksia Road, Crooked Brook (Landfill
site) would be the most suitable site, from Council’'s perspective, and it is
recommended that Council put this suggestion to the Leschenault Community Group
so that further assessment can be undertaken prior to any formal decisions being
made by either party.

The business is called ‘Dardanup Pizza’s’ and the nature of proposed goods to be
sold include pizza, garlic bread and potato wedges. The proposed days of trade are
Friday, Saturday, Sunday and Public Holidays. The proposed hours of trade is
mainly in the evenings between 4.30pm and 10.00pm.
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Legal Implications -

Clause 2.5 of the Shire of Dardanup, By-laws Relating to Hawkers, Stallholders and
Trading in Public Places gives Council the discretion to approve or refuse a licence
to trade in a public place.

Council may refuse a Licence Application only unitherfollowing conditions:-

(d) If the gathering of customers would impede pedastror vehicle
movement or conflict with other activities.

(e) If there is insufficient parking such that the aityi would create traffic
hazard or be dangerous to the public.

Officer Comment -

This application is for a new licence approval. The proponent has already provided a
copy of current indemnity insurance not less than $10 million.

The mobile pizza oven is basically a trailer with a wood fired pizza oven and bench
top attached to the top. Manager of Health Services has already conducted a food
inspection on the vehicle, which is compliant with the Health (Food Hygiene)
Regulations 1993.

Background -

A number of reports have gone before Council in relation to the proposed repairs to
the Ferguson Hall, funding applications have been lodged, and Council has been
waiting on the results of these funding applications before being able to proceed with
works.

Funding for the project was as follows:
LotteryWest $110,975.00

South West Development Commission $ 58,569.50
Federal Govt — Regional Partnership ~ $182,100.00

Shire of Dardanup $105,000.00
Hall Committee (Cash) $ 12,000.00
Hall Committee (In-Kind) $ 30,000.00
Total Project Cost $498,644.50

Council has just been advised that the Federal Government Grant of $182,100.00
has not been successful, this will have a severe impact on the project (Appendix
ORD: 10.8.1).

Also the LotteryWest grant included a condition that their funding was subject to all
other grants being approved, a letter has been written to LotteryWest seeking
clarification that they will still approve the grant as funding from Council and the
South West Development and community have been approved.

Further advice will be provided to Council when a reply has been received from
LotteryWest.

Without the funding from the Federal Government the new project total is
$316,555.50, should the LotteryWest grant also be withdrawn the project would then
be only $205,580.05.

Legal Implications - None

Budget Implications -

Council will need to receive advice from Lottery West before any planning for the
project can take place.

It should be noted that the $15,000 allocated by Council is based on quotations
obtained 4 years ago, with the project being carried forward each year.
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Officer Comment -

Council has also approached the Department for Planning & Infrastructure for a price
to purchase the Ferguson Hall site outright by the Shire. The reason for the request
being that if the Council agrees to purchase a portion of the adjoining land for the
future use of the hall for expansion, then the land should remain as Shire owned
land rather than be ceded to the Crown. At the time of writing this report no advice
has been received from the Department.

Staff have continued to liaise with the Hall committee on a staged development of
the hall based on the approved funding. This will be reviewed once advice from
LotteryWest is received.

Council's contribution toward the project is $105,000 as allocated in the 10 Year
Asset Management Plan for Buildings, these funds primarily were allocated to
replace the asbestos roof and wall cladding, those works are to proceed as a
minimum project, subject to tenders.

Staff were recently made aware that the Federal Government was to review the
Regional Partnership Program, the SW Area Consultative Committee has been
asked to clarify if the Ferguson Hall project was likely to benefit from the government
review, Council has received verbal advice that the Ferguson Hall Project has not
and will not be allocated any funds in the review.

THAT Council invite representatives of the Enviremtal Protection Authority to
meet with Council to explain their decisions irat@n to creating conservation parks
within the Preston Industrial Park.

This was in reference to the Manager Planning Services report of the 14™ May 2008,
Item 10.3.3 and Councils resolution to advise the landowners of the Minister's
decision to preserve vast areas of the Preston Industrial Park for conservation
purposes.

Cr. P A Bass wished to express concern that the land set aside for industry for over
ten years has now been severely reduced due to the EPA decision to make most of
the area a conservation park, and therefore recommends that Council invite the DEC
to meet with Council and explain their actions.

Officer Comment

It would serve little purpose to invite representatives of the Environmental Protection
Authority (EPA) to explain their decisions in relation to the Preston Industrial Park
(PIP). The EPA have provided advice to the Minister for the Environment on the
conservation values of the PIP. The advice was drafted using recognised
conservation standards and scientific rigour.

Shire officers have been advised by EPA officers that they do not have to defend
their findings/advice. The advice is a series of recommendations which will probably
be used to guide future development of the area. The EPA have recommended that
significant areas of the PIP become Regional Open Space. It is unknown when the
land will become Regional Open Space.

Council has authorised staff to inform the landowners within the PIP area of the
EPA’s recommendations, it is recommended that the issue of the ramifications of the
advice be left to the land owners to challenge, not the Shire.
