10.1.1  Title: Annual Review of Delegations 
   

Reporting Department: Executive

Legislation: Local Government Act 1995 Health Act 

File Number: LE09 0001 

 
Background 
 
The Local Government Act empowers Council to delegate certain power and 
authority to the Chief Executive Officer to carry out the functions of Council, section 
5.46 requires the delegations to be reviewed at least annually. A number of duties 
are to be performed by officers authorized by the local government; these areas are 
included for Council to endorse.  
 
Legal Implications 
 
·  Local Government Act 1995 
 
Section 3.24 and 3.25 The powers given to the local government by this Subdivision 
can only be exercised on behalf of the local government by a person expressly 
authorized by it to exercise those powers. (this section relates to requiring the owner 
or occupier of land to do what is specified in the notice in relation to the land) 
 
Section 3.28 The powers of entry conferred by this Subdivision may be used for 
performing any function that a local government has under this Act if entry is required 
for the performance of the function or in any other case in which entry is authorized 
by this Act other than by a local law. 
 
Section 5.42 – provides that a local government may delegate to the Chief Executive 
Officer the exercise of any of its powers or the discharge of any of its duties under 
the local government act. Note: absolute majority required. 
 
Section 5.43 – Council cannot delegate to a Chief Executive Officer any power that 
requires an absolute majority of the Local Government. 
 
Section 5.44 – provides power to the Chief Executive Officer to delegate to any 
employee of the local government, the discharge of any of the Chief Executive 
Officer’s duties or powers. 
 
Section 5.45 (a) – delegations are for the period of time specified, or if no time is 
specified then the delegation is indefinite. 
 
Section 5.45 (b) – any decision to amend or revoke a delegation is to be by an 
absolute majority vote. 
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Section 5.46(2) requires that at least once in every financial year, delegations are to 
be reviewed by the delegate. 
 
Section 9.11 (1) An employee of a local government who is authorized by the local 
government for the purposes of this section may examine a vehicle and demand 
from the person in charge of it details of the person’s name and address, the owner 
of the vehicles name and address and whether the vehicle is licensed. 
 
Section 9.13 (1) Council may appoint a person as an authorized person for the 
purposes of this section to issue a notice to the owner of a vehicle. And (2) Where a 
vehicle offence is alleged to have been committed and the identity of the person 
committing the alleged offence is not known and cannot immediately be ascertained 
an authorized person may give the owner of the vehicle a notice under this section. 
 
Section 9.16 An authorized person who has reason to believe a person has 
committed a prescribed offence against a regulation or local law made under this Act, 
may within 28 days after the alleged offence is believed to have been committed, 
give an infringement notice to the alleged offender. 
 
Section 9.17 The infringement notice is to be in the prescribed form, the modified 
penalty unless prescribed by regulation, is not to exceed 10% of the maximum fine 
for that offence by a court.  
 
Section 9.19 An authorized person can extend the period of 28 days within which the 
modified penalty may be paid and the extension may be allowed whether or not the 
28 days has elapsed. 
 
Section 9.20 An authorized person may withdraw an infringement whether or not the 
modified penalty has been paid, within one year after the infringement notice was 
given, if the infringement has been paid the amount is to be refunded. 
 
Section 3.39 (1) An employee authorized by a local government for the purpose may 
remove and impound any goods that are involved in a contravention that can lead to 
impounding. 
 
·  Local Government (Administration) Regulations 1996 
 
Regulation 34B (4) and (5) Decisions on registering gifts in the Gift Register.  
 
·  Bush Fires Act 1954 
 
Section 59 (3) A Local Authority may delegate by instrument of delegation, delegate 
authority generally, to it’s clerk to carry out proceedings in the name of the local 
authority. 
 
·  Health Act 1911 
 
Section 26 A local government is authorized to empower an officer to undertake 
duties as defined by the Act. 
 
·  Dog Act 1976 
 
Section 38 to issue notices to “abate nuisance within 14 days”. 
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·  Litter Act 1979 Appointment of Authorised Officers 
 
All local government employees can be authorized officers providing they have been 
provided a Certificate of Appointment by the Authority, per Schedule 2 of the Litter 
Regulations 1981. 
 
·  Building Act 
 
The Local Government (Miscellaneous provisions) Amendment Act 2007 and the 
Local Government (Building Surveyors) Regulations 2008 have been Gazetted to 
come in to operation on 1 July 2008. 
 
Section 374AAB of the Miscellaneous Provisions empowers a local government to 
delegate authority to a person to approve or refuse plans and specifications  
submitted under Section 374 of the Miscellaneous provisions or unauthorised 
building work under Section 374AA of the Miscellaneous Provisions of the Local 
Government Act. 
 
·  Itinerant Vendors 
 
Local Government Act 1960 Bylaws Relating to Hawkers, Stallholders and Trading in 
Public Places  
 
A person must not conduct a stall for the sale of goods, wares or merchandise within 
the District unless the person holds a relevant licence issued pursuant to these By-
laws.  A licence may be issued for a period of not more than 12 months subject to 
any conditions the Council thinks fit. 
 
Itinerant Vendor licences are generally used for the sale of goods from mobile 
premises such as ice cream vans, lunch vans and the like. The Licences may be 
revoked should the premises fail to meet the required Health Standards or if specific 
conditions are not met.     
 
Budget Implications - None 
 
Officer Comment 
 
Following is a list of delegations made during the 2007/08 financial year for Council’s 
review and consideration for the 2008/09 financial year. Each recommendation is 
self-explanatory; however staff welcome requests for further information from Council 
if there is a need for more background. 
 
Section 5.42 of the Local Government Act empowers Council to delegate authority to 
the Chief Executive Officer, it is then up to the Chief Executive Officer to delegate 
authority to other officers. 
 
The Chief Executive Officer is authorised by the Act, section 5.44 to delegate powers 
to other officers. Such delegations will be made to the relevant officers that have the 
relevant qualifications and experience in relation to the delegated powers.  
 
As the threshold for calling tenders has increased to $100,000 it is recommended 
that the authorisation to the Chief Executive Officer to purchase goods and services 
that have been included in the budget be increased from $50,000 to $100,000 also.

Background 
 
Council at its meeting on 14 May 2008 resolved [122/08] the following:

“Council grant consent for the Department of Planning and Infrastructure to 
distribute information to landowners in the Preston Industrial Park in 
conjunction with the Shire of Dardanup correspondence subject to the 
satisfaction of the Chief Executive Officer.”  
 

Landowners were advised of Councils resolution and two items of correspondence 
have been received regarding the Environmental Protection Authority’s advice.  (See 
Appendix ORD: 10.3.1A and Appendix ORD: 10.3.1B). 
 
Legal Implications  - None 
 
Budget Implications  -  None  
 
Officer Comment 
 
The first item of correspondence is from Colin Teede who owns lot 105 Columbas 
Drive.  Mr Teede’s property under the advice has had its development potential 
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significantly reduced.  Many development issues are raised in the correspondence 
that cannot be answered until an application for planning consent, subdivision or 
rezoning application is made and considered by Environmental Protection Authority 
(EPA).  It should be noted by Council, that Council is obliged to refer an application 
for planning consent to the EPA for comment and cannot make a decision until 
comment has been received from the EPA in areas recommended for conservation.  
Therefore, Council’s decision making function is limited in the recommended 
conservation areas.  
 
Mr Teede is seeking confirmation from Council that Council does not condone in 
principle the contents of the EPA report, particularly advice on lot 105 Columbas 
Drive and could expect support from Council if an appeal was made to the Minister 
on the advice. 
 
The second item of correspondence is from the South West Development 
Commission (SWDC) regarding proposed amendment 157 and 158 concerning lots 
4, 42, 2009 & 2010 Picton.  According to the correspondence approximately 75% of 
the subject land has been recommended for conservation as Regional Open Space 
(ROS).  The SWDC have engaged consultants to assess the advice and prepare 
alternative development options which will conserve the environmental values of the 
area.  These options will then be presented to the Preston Industrial Park Technical 
Advisory Group (TAG) subject to Department of Planning and Infrastructure 
approval.  These options will then ultimately be presented to the South West 
Regional Planning Committee. 
 
Representatives from the SWDC also make themselves available for a briefing with 
Council on the additional work to provide options for development of the PIP. 
 
Shire officers have also been dealing with another proponent in the Preston Industrial 
Park that has land recommended to be conserved as ROS.  It is difficult to advise 
proponents on how the EPA will deal with applications for planning consent.  The 
situation has arisen where no firm direction can be given until an application has 
been made.  There is the added issue of gaining a tree clearing approval which is 
dependent on Council approval of planning consent.  Verbal advice from Department 
of Conservation and Environment officers suggest that clearing permits will not be 
given in areas recommended for conservation. 
 
In summary, Mr Teede is requesting that Council provide confirmation that Council 
do not support in principle the recommendations of the section 16 advice of the 
environmental values of the PIP.  Shire officers are unable to comment on the 
environmental values of the PIP as they do not have the expertise to challenge the 
findings.  It is acknowledged that the PIP planning has been occurring since at least 
2000 and that these recommendations should have at least occurred when the 
Greater Bunbury Region Scheme was gazetted.   
 
It is difficult to challenge the scientific rigour in which these recommendations have 
been made, however, the timing of the advice is questionable in regard to the loss of 
potential it may have created.

It is unknown when change will occur, however, it is estimated that it will take several 
years before any development occurs.  Change is inevitable and there should be 
benefits with the development of the town as well as the real or perceived loss of 
ambience of the township.

To progress the Dardanup Townsite Expansion Strategy it is required to be 
forwarded to the Western Australian Planning Commission(WAPC) to seek consent 
to advertise.

Council intend to dispose of lot 15 Harold Douglas Drive Dardanup 
and that the sale process will take several months. 

 
2. Delegate authority to the Chief Executive Officer to engage a real

3. Authorise the Chief Executive Officer engage the Valuer General’s 

Office to undertake a valuation of lot 15 Harold Douglas Drive 
Dardanup. 

 
A valuation was undertaken and the land was valued at $355,000.00 in December 
2007.

Budget Implications -   
 
Selling costs have included public advertising in accordance with Section 3.58 of the 
Local Government Act 1995 (LGA), valuation costs and real estate commission fees.  
These fees would be re-couped from the sale proceeds.   
 
Officer Comment 
 
All actions required in the resolution have been actioned and as a result of the 
marketing of the lot an offer to purchase has been received for the sale of lot 200 
Harold Douglas Drive Dardanup. 
 
Section 3.58 of the LGA details how Local Government may sell land. 
 
The options for disposal of the land are: 
 

(a)  the highest bidder at public auction; or  

(b)  the person who at public tender called by the local government makes what is, 
in the opinion of the local government, the most acceptable tender, whether or 
not it is the highest tender.  
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If Council does not wish to dispose of the property by the two above-mentioned 
options, then the following procedure is required before agreeing to dispose of the 
property: 

3 (a)  it gives local public notice of the proposed disposition -  

(i)  describing the property concerned;  

(ii)  giving details of the proposed disposition; and  

(iii)  inviting submissions to be made to the local government before a date 
to be specified in the notice, being a date not less than 2 weeks after 
the notice is first given;  

And  
(b)  It considers any submissions made to it before the date specified in the notice 

and, if its decision is made by the Council or a committee, the decision and the 
reasons for it are recorded in the minutes of the meeting at which the decision 
was made.  

 
(4)  The details of a proposed disposition that are required by subsection (3)(a)(ii) 

include -   
 

(a)  The names of all other parties concerned;  
(b)  The consideration to be received by the local government for the 

disposition; and  
(c) The market value of the disposition as ascertained by a valuation 

carried out not more than 6 months before the proposed disposition.  
 
Therefore Council need to comply with requirements of Section 3.58 of the LGA.  In 
accordance with Section 3.58 of the LGA  an advertisement will be required to be 
placed in a newspaper inviting submissions for a 2 week period stating: 
 

·  Names of  all parties concerned 
·  Consideration received for the Shire for the disposition of the land 
·  Market value of land 

 
Council then need to consider the submissions and minute any reason for their 
decision. 
 
The land was offered for sale at $320,000. It is the officer’s opinion that Council 
should accept an offer that is no less than this amount.  
 
This opinion is based on the following: 
 

·  Sales evidence sought from local real estate agents suggests demand 
for land has reduced significantly since the valuation was made. 

 
·  The real estate market has altered significantly recently, particularly 

affected by interest rates. 
 
·  No offers have been made since the property has been on the market 

for approximately 6 months.

10.4.1  Title: Prostitution Amendment Bill 2007

Background 
 
The Prostitution Amendment Bill 2007 reinforces state Governments commitment to 
reform current prostitution laws in Western Australia. The Prostitution Reform Act 
2007 replaces the Prostitution Act 2000. 
 
This Bill provides a framework which seeks to regulate the business of prostitution in 
a manner that is conducive to public health, prevents children from becoming 
involved in or exposed to prostitution and to also protect sex workers from being 
exploited.   
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The Bill has progressed through both Houses of State Parliament and Royal Assent 
was  given on 14 April as Act No. 13 of 2008.  Different sections of the Prostitution 
Reform Act 2007 commence upon Royal assent and Proclamation. 
 
Legalised brothels will be known as “sexual service businesses.”  Under the 
Prostitution Reform Act 2007 sexual service businesses are defined: 
 

“sexual service businesses.” -  “means the business of providing, or arranging the 
provision of, a commercial act.” 

 
Legal Implications  - None 
 
Budget Implications  -  None  
 
Officer Comment 
 
Shire of Dardanup TPS No. 3, currently has no provision for “sexual service 
businesses” therefore any applications would require to be treated as a use that is 
not listed, however Division 8, Section 21 of the Prostitution Reform Act sets out the 
planning and development processes to be exercised with regard to sexual service 
businesses.  
 
Division 8 Section 21Y of the Prostitution Reform Act permits local governments to 
grant planning approval to “sexual service businesses” even if current planning 
schemes do not provide for this use. 
 
Section 21X (Appendix ORD 10.4.1) provides for the granting of retrospective  
approval for “existing well managed places”. 
 
Officers are not aware of any “sexual service businesses” or similar type of service 
either existing or proposed within the Shire of Dardanup.  
 
If any such application to were to be lodged however, Council is afforded discretion 
to consider  an application for a use that is not listed. 
 
Officers are therefore seeking direction on how to proceed should any applications to 
operate ”sexual service businesses” be lodged with Councils Planning Department 
and propose the following options; 
 
Option 1 
 

THAT Council: 
 
1. Pursuant to Section 75 of the Planning and Development Act 

2005, initiate an Amendment to Town Planning Scheme No. 3 
to: 

 
i) include a definition for “Adult Entertainment”  so as to 

address applications proposing and including sexual 
service businesses for personal gain: and 

 
ii) Not permit any Adult Entertainment facilities within any 

zone of the Shire of Dardanup. 
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2.  Resolve that;  
 

i) prior to any Amendment of the Shire of Dardanup Town 
Planning Scheme No. 3 with regard to defining and not 
permitting any Adult entertainment facilities within any 
zone of the Shire of Dardanup, all applications for “sexual 
service businesses” be referred to Council for 
deliberation; 

 
ii) any development applications for the establishment of 

“sexual service businesses” be put out to public 
advertising for a period of twenty one days; 

 
iii) no Adult Entertainment facilities or “sexual service 

businesses”, including the provision allowing for up to two 
prostitutes working from a suburban home, be permitted 
within any residential zone of the Shire of Dardanup, nor 
within 500 metres of any educational institution, childcare 
facility, medical facility, place of worship or land used for 
community facilities, including ovals, parks and sporting 
clubs and grounds.  

 
Option 2  
 

THAT Council resolve that:  
 

1. “sexual service businesses” are a use not listed in Shire 
of Dardanup TPS No. 3.  

 
2. any development applications for the establishment of 

“sexual service businesses” be referred to Council for 
deliberation and that no delegated authority be approved. 
 

3. any development applications for the establishment of 
“sexual service businesses” be put out to public 
advertising for a  period of twenty one days; 

 
Any proposed Adult Entertainment definition would not appear as a use in Appendix 
1 – Zoning Table and therefore deemed to be not permitted. 
 
A specific definition of Adult Entertainment would address applications proposing 
sexual services for commercial gain. This would allow for easy interpretation of what 
is considered to constitute an Adult Entertainment facility. Any proposed definition 
would require to be consistent with the proposed amendments to the Prostitution Act 
2000. 
 
It is important that Council are also aware the Prostitution Reform Act does not 
specify appropriate locations for such facilities unlike the previous legislation 
introduced in 2003 which identified; 
 

·  Industrial areas 
 
·  Premises not within 300 metres of an education centre, a place of public 

worship or land used for community use; and 
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·  Not within residential areas 
 
WAPC is currently drafting planning guidelines for “sexual service businesses”. It is 
considered these aforementioned locations would be considered a likely approach by 
the WAPC when considering any amendment.  
 
It should be noted also that the legislation permits for a small owner operated 
business (two or less sex workers) to operate without specific planning approval 
provided each of those sex workers has full control over their earnings.  
 
It is important to remember that any applications received must be individually 
assessed solely on their planning merits.  Any decision made on these type of 
applications has to be made on the planning merits of the application, not on moral 
grounds.  An application would need to be assessed on its impact on the surrounding 
neighbourhood.  Council would need firm planning reasons to refuse an application 
for this type of land use.  
 
A number of other local governments are proposing amendments similar to option 1 
however it is not known how these will be addressed by the WAPC as planning 
guidelines are not yet available for comment.    
 
Council must be aware however that once initiated, the Minister can require any 
Amendment to be completed with any changes that are considered appropriate.  
 
Option 2 would require officers to present to Council any applications proposing the 
provision of sexual services for commercial gain and to notify in writing the 
landowners of all adjoining lots and any other person whom Council consider may be 
adversely affected.  
 
Council must also be aware that appeal rights to the State Administrative Tribunal 
exist regarding any applications refused with both options. 
 
As WAPC planning guidelines for “sexual service businesses” have not yet been 
released for comment, it is the officers opinion that option 2 be supported by Council.

10.7.1 Title:  New Policy – Acid Sulfate Soils

Background 
 
Acid sulphate soil is the common name given to naturally occurring soil and sediment 
containing iron sulfides. These iron sulfides are benign in their natural state, however 
when disturbed and exposed to air they oxidise and produce sulphuric acid, iron 
precipitates, and concentrations of dissolved heavy metals such as arsenic. 
 
Release of acid sulphate soils can cause significant harm to the natural and built 
environment (including infrastructure) and also to human health. The effects of this 
damage could be very costly if not managed appropriately. There are several areas 
within the jurisdiction of the Shire of Dardanup that have been identified as ‘High Risk 
Acid Sulphate Soils’ (ASS) or ‘Potential Acid Sulphate Soils (PASS) <3m from the 
surface’ (Western Australian Planning Bulletin No 64). These areas include the lower 
sections of the Collie River, Preston River, Ferguson River, Millars Creek, several 
wetlands and patches throughout Dardanup West. 
 
The Shire of Dardanup currently does not have a policy to ensure areas of high risk 
Acid Sulfate Soils are managed at a subdivision, rezoning or development 
application level. 
 
The proposed policy will follow the guidelines set out in the Western Australian 
(WAPC) Planning Bulletin No 64 as the appropriate means of dealing with Acid 
Sulfate Soils (Appendix ORD: 10.7.1). 
 
The adoption of this policy will allow Council to request that developers provide an 
‘Acid Sulfate Soil Management Plan’ prior to the approval of subdivision for ‘high risk’ 
areas within the Shire of Dardanup.  
 
Clause 8.3 of the Shire of Dardanup Town Planning Scheme No. 3 sets out the 
procedure for making or amending a Local Planning Policy. 
 
Legal Implications  - None 
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Budget Implications -   
 
Advertising of the proposed policy is required with a notice published in a local 
newspaper for two consecutive weeks.  If the policy is adopted, an additional notice 
is required to be published advising of the adoption.  
 
Officer Comment 
 
Acid sulfate soils occur throughout Australia, but have only more recently come to 
prominence in land use planning due to the detrimental environmental consequences 
that have arisen as a result of their disturbance.  
 
An area where concerns were raised in December 2007 was at Millars Creek Bridge, 
the pylons for the bridge where placed directly into ‘High Risk Acid Sulfate Soils’, no 
risk assessment or management plan was developed.  At this point the high risk soils 
have not become exposed according to a recent study completed by GHD for 
Ardross at the request of the Shire of Dardanup. This area should now be monitored 
to insure that if these soils become exposed due to further development in the area 
they are treated promptly to minimise damage to infrastructure. 
 
Clause 8.3 of the Shire of Dardanup Town Planning Scheme No. 3 requires Council 
to advertise proposed Local Planning Policies by publishing a notice of the proposed 
policy once a week for 2 consecutive weeks in a newspaper circulating in the 
Scheme area.  At the conclusion of the advertising period, the proposed amended 
policy is referred back to Council (with any submissions) for further consideration for 
final adoption with or without modifications.

Background - 
 
Cowin Gardens in Eaton is located north of and facing the Glen Huon Reserve and 
has an unusual parking arrangement, whereby the general public is prohibited from 
parking on the grassed road reserve on the southern side which is separated from 
the Glen Huon Reserve by a low fence.  The property owners in Cowin Gardens 
have been allowed full parking rights on this same road reserve, this is indicated by 
signage erected in several places along the verge adjoining Glen Huon Reserve.  
 
 
In the Minutes of the 15th December 1995, following complaints about parking on the 
Road Reserve in Cowin Gardens, the following motion was passed (Appendix ORD:  
10.8.1A): 

“MOVED Cr PA Spowart – Cr K Hopper 
 
That owners of properties in Cowin Gardens be invited to comment on the 
vehicle parking problem in that street, and on a suggestion that “No 
Unauthorised parking” signs be erected and each property owner being issued 
with four Authorised Parking cards for display in vehicles that have a 
legitimate need to park in the area.  

CARRIED” 
 
Staff believes these parking restrictions were put in place after the softball facility 
was built and complaints were received about people parking their cars on the road 
reserve in Cowin Gardens to watch softball games. 
 
A great deal of growth has occurred in the past 15 years since these signs were put 
in, particularly around the Glen Huon Reserve, the Eaton Community College and 
Eaton Recreation Centre have been built and access this reserve, the Eaton 
Boomers Football Club and the Eaton Junior Soccer Club currently use this reserve 
as their home grounds as does the Softball Club, added to this the overall population 
of Eaton has grown from just over 3,500 to around 7,500 people. 
 
Parking at all Council reserves being used for both passive and active recreation 
including those opposite housing is now considered a normal requirement, Council is 
currently working on the development of the new sporting oval in Parkridge, which 
will have parking on all four sides and will be surrounded by housing facing the 
Reserve.  
 
Over the years there have been a few parking complaints, these have been dealt 
with in accordance with the signage, now that Council has approved more sport, in 
particular the Junior Soccer which use the end nearest Cowin Gardens, we have now 
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received several recent verbal complaints from one property owner in relation to 
parents parking on the road reserve to watch their children play soccer. 
 
This resident has been into the Eaton Administration Centre verbally advising that 
she and her husband have contacted a lawyer in relation to non-residents parking on 
the road reserve, contrary to the signage and will be suing Council.  
 
At this stage ranger services has moved the motorists on and spoken to the Soccer 
Club about the parking, unfortunately because other clubs come into the area to play 
soccer against the local team, this will be a continuing problem for some time. 
 
Council has also received written submission from Mr Neil Strange, Secretary of the 
Eaton Junior Soccer Club, in relation to removing the “No Unauthorised Parking” 
signs and allowing the grassed road reserve to be used for parking.  Further 
submissions have been received by Council supporting the removal of the signs 
restricting parking to authorised persons only in Cowin Gardens, these letters have 
also been included in the appendices. (Appendix ORD:  10.8.1B). 
 
The submission goes on to list the following points:- 
 

It is the best place to park for junior and senior soccer matches.  Benefits for our 
spectators are as follows; 
 

·  If the weather is inclement people can sit in their cars and watch like they do 
for Australian Rules games.  

·  Will remove the current confusion where part of the grassed area at the east 
end is allowed for parking and the rest is not  

·  Will release the ranger from being the person in the middle who has to deal 
with the residents and the people who want to park there, seems like there are 
some residents who support parking and some who oppose it.  

·  Will save our club members from having to tell visitors not to park there  
·  Provides parking for many cars close to the field of play  

 
Note: Several more submissions have been received in favour of removing the signs.  
Refer to the Appendices. 
 
In view of all the growth in the area and Councils approval for active sports to be 
given use of the Glen Huon Reserve as their home grounds, staff believes that the 
no-parking signage is outdated and should be removed, so that parents and other 
community members and users of the reserve can park on this wide grassed road 
reserve. 
 
Staff have walked along Cowin Gardens, all the houses that face the reserve have 
double driveways on which four cars can be parked in addition to the properties 
garages and carports, so private property parking is not an issue, also this would 
open up this area to residents guests to park in this area if required. 
 
Under the Road Traffic Act 2000, members of the public are entitled to park on the 
road outside all of the homes in Cowin Gardens, and whilst seldom done can also 
park on the “government strip” in front of each house within the road reserve. 
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Legal Implications - 
 
Council has the authority to implement, amend or remove parking conditions and 
signage throughout the Shire. 
  
Budget Implications -  None 
  
Officer Comment - 
 
This is a very wide grassed road reserve which ensures cars are parked well away 
from the road and housing on the opposite side of the road, Rangers have reported 
that those persons who they have moved on from parking whilst watching the junior 
soccer have parked neatly and they have not witnessed any bad or erratic driving 
when people have moved off. 
 
Voting Requirements - Simple Majority

Background - 
 
Wellington Mill Bush Fire Brigade are due to have a new 1.4 fire appliance delivered 
by mid July 2008, this appliance is larger than the current Fast Attack the brigade 
has at present and wont fit into the existing fire station as it is too high. 
 
Council has applied on behalf of the Wellington Mill Brigade for an extension to their 
fire station to FESA, so that the new appliance can be accommodated, this will also 
give the brigade an area for meetings/operations and separate communications 
room, funding for this extension was asked for as a priority so as to be ready for 
when the new appliance arrived in July 2008. 
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Council has just received advice that the application for a grant to extend the fire 
station has been successful, however the appliance will be delivered about four to 
five months before the extensions to the fire station will be completed. 
 
It has been suggested that as Burekup Brigade is due to get its new appliance during 
the 2008/09 financial year, that the Wellington Mill Brigade allow Burekup to have the 
1.4 appliance being delivered in July 2008 and get the new Burekup 1.4 appliance 
when it is delivered in 2009 and their station extensions have been completed. 
 
Staff have spoken to FESA in regards to reallocating these two appliances and have 
been informed that Council has the power to do so and does not need FESA’s 
approval. 
 
The Wellington Mill Brigade whilst seeing the logic behind this proposal are 
concerned that in the event FESA does not deliver a new 1.4 fire appliance to 
Burekup in 2009 or the appliance delivered is only a Fast Attack and not a 1.4 
appliance, that their community and members could miss out on the larger appliance 
originally allocated to them. 
 
To this end they have sought the following assurances from Council if the 
changeover of appliances takes place: (Appendix ORD: 10.8.2). 
 

1) They receive the new 1.4 fire appliance by August 2009, being the new 
1.4 appliance allocated to the Burekup Brigade. 

 
2) If for some reason the Burekup fire appliance does not get allocated in 

the 2008/09 financial year, then they will swap their current Fast Attack 
appliance with the Burekup Brigade, getting their 1.4 appliance back, all 
be it, one year old. 

 
3) If the latter is the case, the 1.4 appliance is to be fully serviced, and a 

full mechanical inspection and any repairs undertaken as required 
before the appliance is returned to the Wellington Mill brigade. 

 
In a meeting with the Brigades President Mr Eric Jorgensen to discuss this matter, I 
advised that in the event that the appliance was returned to the brigade at the end of 
12 months with around 4,000km on the clock, a full refurbishment would not be 
possible or necessary as stated in their letter, however, point 3 above has been 
included to satisfy the brigade that the appliance would be returned in as new 
condition. 
 
Legal Implications - 
 
None, FESA staff have advised that Council has the authority to moved appliance 
between bushfire brigades. 
 
Budget Implications - 
  
None, Bushfire appliances are fully funded by FESA. 
 
Officer Comment - 
 
I agree with the sentiments expressed by the Wellington Mill Bushfire Brigade, as 
long as they receive a new appliance of the same specification as the one they allow 
the Burekup Bushfire Brigade to take early delivery of, this is a very sound solution 
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which will allow them time to complete the extensions to their fire station before 
taking delivery of the new 1.4 fire appliance allocated to the Burekup Brigade. 
 
The Burekup Bushfire Brigade would be made fully aware of the commitment made 
by Council in relation to the 1.4 appliance originally allocated to the Wellington Mill 
Brigade and will be required to abide by that decision.

Officer Comment 
 
Statement of Financial Activity: 
 
The statement of financial activity is attached after the officer recommendation.  The 
first statement of financial activity report outlines the results from operating activities.  
It shows revenue and expenditure by statutory program, comparing actual results for 
the period with the annual adopted budget, the amended budget and the year to date 
budget.   
 
The second financial report displays capital and infrastructure expenditure and also 
reconciles the statement of financial activity to the statement of net current assets, 
taking into account; the proceeds from sale of assets, reserve and loan funds used, 
depreciation applied, capital and infrastructure expenditure, transfers to reserves and 
loan repayments.   
 
The statement of net current assets provides information on the accounts that make 
up current asset and current liabilities.  The current and quick ratios are liquidity 
ratios.  The current and quick ratio determine the Shires the ability to meet 
obligations with readily convertible funds. 
 
Additional reports that have been included in the statement of financial activity are an 
acquisition of assets report, trust fund and reserve fund reports, and a statement of 
investments.  A variance report that describes material differences between the 
adopted budget and the amended budget is also attached. 
 
Key Financial Performance Areas: 
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·  Cash & Investments 
 
As at reporting date, Councils Municipal Bank fund shows a reconciled balance of 
$1,097,540.  $500,000 of these funds are invested in fixed term deposits. 
 
Reserve Funds total $5,117,524 of which $1,200,000 are invested in fixed term 
deposits.  A fixed term deposit of $3,000,000 matured in February and this explains 
the substantial increase in interest earnings during February.   
 
Total interest earnings on the Councils Municipal & Reserve Funds as at reporting 
date are; 
 
Municipal Fund:  $   54,214 
Reserve Fund: $ 213,196 
 

Interest Earnings - Municipal Fund
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·  Rates & Charges Outstanding 
 
As at reporting date, outstanding Rates & Charges = $64,741. This equals 1.3% of 
rates & charges collectable and a decrease of 0.8% from last month. 
 
It is the objective of management to achieve less than 4% of rates and charges 
outstanding as at 30 June.  This objective has already been met and will continue to 
decease to the end of the financial year.

Total Gross Salaries and Wages as reporting date were $3,164,999.  The YTD 
amended budget for 2007/08 financial year is $3,186,436.

Note 8 of the Statement of Financial Activity details material variances between the 
adopted and the amended budget.  As at reporting date a small year end surplus of 
$75,000 is forecasted.

General Purpose Funding actual revenue as at the end of April is $6,147,895.  The 
original full year budget for General Purpose Funding is $6,120,187.  The difference 
between budget and actual revenue is mainly due to the following reasons: 
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·  The budget for revenue is a linear function of total revenue divided by the 
number of months in the year.  The variance is a result of levying rates in July 
of this financial year.  It is anticipated that budget and actual revenue will align 
by the end of financial year. 

 
·  Interim rates have been levied as at reporting date. Budget provisions for 

2007/08 interim rates have been amended to $130,000 due to the economic 
slow down in the property market.

The main reason for the variance is that a FESA has yet to provide the Bush 
Fire Brigade (BFB) vehicles to be located at the Dardanup Central BFB and 
Wellington Mills BFB. It is unclear when these will be received. 
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~ Expenditure - Law, Order and Public Safety 
 
Expenditure for Law, Order and Public Safety is also under budget as a result of the 
BFB vehicles.   
 
As at reporting date the replacement of the ranger vehicle of $34,000 has yet to 
occur.     
 
Health 
 
The Health program includes food quality and pest control, immunisation services 
and operation of infant health clinic.

·  The primary reason for the variance is a result of a reserve transfer that is yet 
to be processed for the Council Land Development and for the Sale of Land.
