Background  - 
 
The Minister for Local Government, Hon John Castrilli, is seeking a panel of nine (9) 
names to appoint a member and deputy member to the Local Government Standards 
Panel.  Nominations close 4pm Wednesday 19 November 2008.  
  
Nominations must include a completed nomination form (available from the website), 
a statement addressing the selection criteria and a brief CV and should be submitted 
to nominations@walga.asn.au or by fax or mail to the Association by the due date. 
  
The Standards Panel is established under Schedule 5.1 of the Local Government Act 
1995 and the procedures and role of the Panel are outlined in the Act from Section 
5.105 to 5.125.  The Panel’s role is to review complaints against Elected members of 
Council. 
 
Where the breach is against the Code of Conduct or a Local Law, it is deemed a 
minor breach, where the breach is against a written law other than a Local Law it is 
deemed a serious breach (LGA 5.105).

Officer Comment - 
 
Cr Hopper has put his name forward to be considered for a position on the Standards

10.2.1 Title: Request for Assistance on Carpark Improvements at Glen Huon 

Primary School

DECLARATION OF INTEREST 
 
The reporting officer, Mr Luke Botica, declares an interest in this report, as: 
 

1. Three dependents are students at Glen Huon Primary School; and 
2. Spouse is currently the Chairperson of the School Board. 

 
Background 
 
Council has received correspondence from Glen Huon Primary School requesting 
“in-kind” support for the upgrade of car parking at Glen Huon Primary School 
(Appendix ORD: 10.2.1).  
 
The School has requested assistance with the completion of an existing unfinished 
car park which is situated within the school site and accessed from Murdoch Drive.  
The car park was constructed a number of years ago to a gravel standard with 
drainage and kerbing; however, was never completed to a sealed standard.  The car 
park, although currently functioning, requires gravel conditioning, reshaping and 
sealing with asphalt. Sealing of the car park will enable line-marking of bays and 
provide a suitable surface for vehicles and pedestrians. 
 
Council initially assisted with the construction of the car park by providing in-kind 
assistance through the Shire’s road construction crew, who at the time were working 
in close proximity to the site during the construction of Edith Cowan Avenue.  The 
Shire crew carried out the earthworks for the car park.  It should be noted that this 
work was undertaken due to the availability of Shire resources and not as a “joint 
venture” as indicated in the correspondence. 
 
The School has also requested Shire assistance with the extension of the existing 
staff car park accessed from Monash Boulevard.  This car park is also situated within 
the school site. 
 
The School has indicated that the Department for Education and Training (DET) has 
committed $40,000 in the next financial year towards car parking. The School is 
seeking any support from the Council which will also assist in improving parking at 
the School. 
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Legal Implications  -  
 
It should be noted that any funds expended by the Council on the requested works 
will be for infrastructure situated within a school site and for which funds could be 
sourced directly from the DET.  Although there is nothing to stop Council from 
choosing to spend funds on such projects, it should be realised that the funds will be 
spent on capital improvements to infrastructure not owned or the responsibility of the 
Council. 
 
However, Council may consider undertaking some, if not all of the works as private 
works. 
 
Budget Implications  -   
 
It has been estimated that the completion of the unfinished car park off Murdoch 
Drive would be in the vicinity of $20,000 if undertaken as private works.  This would 
have no net financial impact on the Budget, except for the allocation of plant and 
labour resources.  The works could be undertaken as overtime work by the Shire’s 
construction crew, thus not impacting on the delivery of the Shire’s capital works 
program and at the same time providing staff the opportunity for some additional 
wages. 
 
Officer Comment 
 
As Councillors would be aware, the Shire’s capital works program is onerous and the 
Road Asset Management Plan (RAMP) clearly indicates that the Shire’s road 
network requires significant financial and physical resources both now and in the 
future.  Any decision to commit the Shire’s construction crew to projects outside of 
the RAMP should be made on the proviso that the objectives of the RAMP are not 
displaced.  As such it is difficult to determine now whether any of the school carpark 
projects could be committed for next financial year, even as a private works project 
carried out as overtime work.  
 
The extension of the existing staff car park off Monash Boulevard would require more 
plant and labour resources than the completion of the existing car park off Murdoch 
Drive.  Due to the limited availability of the Shire construction crew (even after hours) 
it is recommended that the extension of the existing staff car park not be considered 
by Council at all.  However, the completion of the existing car park off Murdoch Drive 
may be considered subject to the availability of resources and the objectives of the 
RAMP. 
 
The Shire may be able to offer cheaper rates for contracted works through the 
Shire’s annual supply contracts.  For example the sealing of the car park may be 
carried out cheaper through the Shire’s contract, as a bulk asphalt purchase, rather 
than a one-off purchase by the School.  Such an arrangement will have no impact on 
the Shire’s construction crew and no net impact on the budget.  However, it will still 
require involvement from Shire technical staff. 
 
It should be noted that the Shire had assisted the School last financial year by 
surveying and painting parking bays on the road and verge around the school, and 
supplying some signage to improve traffic flows around the school.

10.2.2 Title: Request for Closure and Purchase of Portion of Ferguson Road 

(G McClintock)

Background 
 
Council has received correspondence from Mr Grant McClintock requesting 
permission to purchase a portion of Ferguson Road reserve adjacent to his property 
at Lot 85 Ferguson Road, Dardanup and amalgamating it with that property. 
 
The land of interest is situated immediately adjacent to his property and is within the 
road verge only.  This section of Ferguson Road reserve is wider than required as a 
result of road realignment works carried out in the past.  Mr McClintock is seeking to 
purchase a triangular portion of approximately 550 square metres in area, which 
would then be amalgamated into Lot 85 Ferguson Road.  
 
Correspondence relating to the matter, including a sketch plan indicating the size and 
location of the land is provided (Appendix ORD: 10.2.2). 
 
The Manager Technical Services initially referred the matter to the Department of 
Planning and Infrastructure to confirm whether the Department would be supportive 
of the proposal prior to the Council formally dealing with the matter.  The Department 
has responded advising that they have no objection in principle to Mr McClintock’s 
request to purchase a portion of Ferguson Road. 
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Legal Implications  -  
 
To enable Mr McClintock to purchase the portion of Ferguson Road, the Shire will 
need to close that portion of Ferguson Road in accordance with Section 58 of the 
Land Administration Act 1997 and section 9 of the Land Administration Regulations 
1998.  Once closed Mr McClintock will be able to purchase the land from the 
Department of Planning and Infrastructure. 
 
Budget Implications  -   
 
There will be costs associated with the closure of the road, including closure 
advertising costs, survey/title costs and relocation of fences.  As this proposal has no 
benefit to the Shire of Dardanup it is recommended that all costs associated with the 
closure are passed on to Mr McClintock – in other words, the closure is at no cost to 
the Shire. 
 
Officer Comment 
 
The portion of Ferguson Road sought by Mr McClintock is surplus road reserve 
which resulted in the realignment of Ferguson Road in the past and as such, has no 
purpose for the Shire and its road infrastructure.  As a result, the Shire has no 
technical grounds for objecting to the proposal provided that sufficient road reserve is 
maintained to enable any future widening of the built road along Ferguson Road.  
This requirement can be easily addressed at time of survey. 
 
However, there is the possibility that the land may contain public utilities which could 
hinder the closure of all or part of the requested portion.  However, utility providers 
will be given the opportunity to consider and comment on the closure if the Council 
proceeds with the closure advertising process.

10.2.3 Title:  Doral Mineral Sands Pty Ltd, Burekup Project - Incorporating 
Proposed Road Closures

Background 
 
At the Ordinary Meeting of Council held on the 24th of September 2008, Council 
made the following resolution [300/08] in regards to the matter: 
 

“THAT Council: 
 

1. Supports the proposed mineral sands project in Burekup as presented 
by Doral Minerals Sands Pty Ltd. 

 
2. Council authorises the Chief Executive Officer to seek public comment 

on the proposal to close the thoroughfare on the following roads by 
advertising the proposal and notifying affected residents in accordance 
with Section 3.50 of the Local Government Act 1995. 

 
a) Dowdell’s Line (March 2009 – April 2009) 
 
b) Harris Road (March 2009 – May 2010) 
 
c) St Helena Road (October 2010 – April 2013) 
 
d) O’Connor Road (February 2011 – April 2014) 

 
3. Facilitates a public meeting at Burekup regarding the proposal no less 

than two days prior to the closure of the advertising period. 
 
4. Once public comments have been received, the matter, together with 

public comments, is reported back to Council for further consideration 
and final deliberation.” 

 
Temporary road closures were required by Doral Mineral Sands to enable the 
expansion of their operations at Burekup.  A copy of the Minutes of Council Meeting 
held on 24th September 2008, which provides the background information on the 
proposed expansion, is provided (Appendix ORD: 10.2.3A). 
 
The proposal to temporarily close the thoroughfare on Dowdell’s Line, Harris Road, 
St Helena Road and O’Connor Road was advertised, as required under the Council 
resolution, requesting that any comments be submitted to the Council by no later 
than 4.00pm on Friday, 30th of October 2008.  A public meeting was also held on the 
evening of 13th of October 2008 at the Burekup Hall with representatives of Doral 
Mineral Sands Pty Ltd making a presentation on the mine expansion and proposed 
road closures. 
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Only two letters commenting on the proposal were received by Council, being from 
FESA and Department for Planning and Infrastructure.  Both submissions stated that 
they did not object to the proposal. 
 
A copy of each correspondence is provided (Appendix ORD: 10.2.3B). 
 
Legal Implications  - 
 
Any non-permanent road closures need to be in accordance with Section 3.50 of the 
Local Government Act 1995, which states: 
 

Closing certain thoroughfares to vehicles 
3.50. (1) A local government may, by local public notice, order that a thoroughfare that it 
manages is wholly or partially closed to the passage of vehicles. 
 
(2) The order may limit the closure to vehicles of any class, to particular times, or to such 
other case or class of case as may be specified in the order and may contain exceptions. 
 
(3) The order cannot be made to have effect beyond one year after the first day when it has 
effect, but this subsection does not prevent the making of another order that continues the 
closure of the thoroughfare. 
 
(4) Before it makes an order wholly or partially closing a thoroughfare to the passage of 
vehicles for a period exceeding 4 weeks or continuing the closure of a thoroughfare, the local 
government is to — 
 
(a) give local public notice of the proposed order giving details of the proposal, including the 
location of the thoroughfare and where, when, and why it would be closed, and inviting 
submissions from any person who wishes to make a submission; 
 
(b) give written notice to each person who — 
 
(i) is prescribed for the purposes of this section; or 
 
(ii)  owns land that is prescribed for the purposes of this section; and 
 
(c) allow a reasonable time for submissions to be made and consider any submissions made. 
 
(5) The local government is to send to the Traffic Board constituted under the Road Traffic 
Act 1974 a copy of the contents of the notice required by subsection (4) (a). 
 
(6) An order under this section has effect according to its terms, but may be revoked by the 
local government, or by the Minister, by order of which local public notice is given. 
 
(7) This section does not prevent the temporary closure of a thoroughfare, without giving local 
public notice, to the extent that the closure may be required in circumstances in which it may 
be impracticable to give local public notice before closing the thoroughfare. 
 
(8) If, under subsection (7), a thoroughfare is closed without giving local public notice, the 
local government is to give local public notice of the closure as soon as practicable after the 
thoroughfare is closed. 

   
Budget Implications -  Nil  
 
The installation of signs advising of the order to close thoroughfare on those roads 
shall be erected prior to closure and all costs associated with this shall be recouped 
from Doral Mineral Sands Pty Ltd. 
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Officer Comment 
 
There being no objections to the closure following advertising, it is suggested that the 
closures proceed by order under Section 3.50 of the Local Government Act 1995. 
 
Voting Requirements - Simple Majority

10.2.5 Title: Review of Engineering Policy – E6.16 – Verge Deposit Policy

Background 
 
Engineering Policy - E6.16 - Verge Deposit Policy has been reviewed and is 
presented here for Council consideration and adoption.  The review of the remaining 
policies is currently in progress and will be presented to Council in future. 
 
A current copy of this policy (prior to review) has been provided (Appendix ORD: 
10.2.5) for comparison. 
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The changes made can be summarized as follows:  
 

�  The Policy is amended to refer back to the Local Government Property Local 
Law which gives reason for the Policy to exist. 

 
�  The Policy is amended to state that the Local Law gives the Shire the ability to 

suspend issuing a building licence until the bond is paid. 
 

�  Further clarification on the process to be followed. 
 

�  Include the statement that replacement of infrastructure is to be in accordance 
with the Council’s specification. 

 
�  The addition of a section that allows the Shire to retain some of the bond 

money.  
 
The last point above is suggested due to there being a significant portion of verge 
damage which cannot be resolved and thus not repaired or funded by the bond 
depositor.  For example, when damage has occurred which cannot be directly 
attributed to the builder and there is evidence to suggest that the builder was not 
responsible – this is particularly the case where there are many dwellings being 
constructed in a new subdivision.  The retention of a portion of bond money will 
enable the Shire to recover costs where the Shire has had to use its own resources 
to arrange and complete rectification works.  It is suggested that 25% of the bond be 
retained by the Shire.  A percentage of the bond is suggested instead of a dollar 
value so that the fees and charges can be adjusted annually without the need to re-
adopt the policy. 
 
Legal Implications  -  
 
Part 6, Division 5, Subdivision 2 of the Local Government Act 1995 is applicable for 
the setting of verge bond amounts in the Shire’s Fees and Charges.  
 
Budget Implications  -   
 
The current bond charge is $500 per dwelling and is fully refundable.  It is 
recommended that the Shire’s fees and charges be amended to include the following 
new amounts: 
 
Property frontages of 20 metres or less $600 refundable, $200 non-refundable 
Property frontages of greater than 20 
metres 

$40 per metre, $30 refundable, $10 non-
refundable per metre

PREAMBLE: : During site works and construction of buildings and  improvements a 

wide range of damage and maintenance issues to the road verge 
can arise. 

 
It is therefore necessary that a deposit be availab le to recoup repair 
costs on a verge should the property owner or their  contractor 
damage infrastructure and not repair it.  This depo sit should cover 
commercial, residential and industrial developments  (new and 
significant improvements). 
 

OBJECTIVE : To allow Council to recoup costs incurred in repair ing damage to 
road verges caused during the construction of build ings and 
improvements to properties. 
 

POLICY : 1 The Reason for Verge Deposits 
 
On 7 th December 2007 Council published their Local 
Government Property Local Law (the Local Law) in th e 
Gazette .  Section 3.16(b) requires any permit holder to le ave 
Local Government property in a clean and tidy condi tion 
after its use; and section 3.16(c) requires the per mit holder to 
report any damage sustained to Local Government pro perty 
as a result of their activities. 
 
Experience has shown that property owners or their 
contractors tend not to report damage to the Shire,  the 
verge deposit is thus taken as security against a p ermit holder 
failing to abide by the requirements of the Local L aw. 

 
2 Where Verge Deposits are Applied 
 

A verge is defined as the area from the edge of the  roadway 
to the property boundary, irrespective if there is a kerb or not. 
 
Verge deposits are applied to properties falling un der the 
following zones as set out in the Shire of Dardanup ’s Town 
Planning Scheme No. 3: 
 
·  Residential; 
·  Small Holdings; 
·  Light Industry; 
·  Commercial; and 
·  Additional Uses. 
·  General Industry 
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This deposit is applied to new buildings as well as  significant 
improvements over $12,000 (excluding GST) in value 
(considered significant structures under the Builde r’s 
Regulation Act – requiring a registered or owner bui lder to 
carry out works). 

 
3 What is Covered Under Verge Deposits 

 
The verge deposit should be sufficient to cover the  
rectification works of any damage or mess to the ve rge 
caused by the property owner or their contractor. 
 
During construction (including site works) of a new  building or 
improvement to an existing building, a wide range o f 
damage and maintenance issues can arise on the road  
verge.  These are and not limited to: 
 
·  Materials temporarily stockpiled on verges blowing or 

being washed onto roadways; 
·  Materials washing or blowing into the drainage netw ork; 
·  Swale drains (generally where no kerb or flush kerb ing 

exists) not being reshaped after stockpiled materia ls are 
removed and site works completed that result in pon ding 
of stormwater runoff; 

·  Damage to road vegetation that may have previously 
existed or was planted by the developer be it grass , 
shrubs, trees or mulch; 

·  Damage to footpaths and dual use paths; 
·  Damage to services such as scour valve boxes, manho le 

covers and side entry pits; and 
·  Damage to regulatory and recommendatory signage. 
 
Any damage to the verge caused by the property owne r or 
their contractor is covered under the Verge Deposit . 

 
4 How Verge Deposits are Collected  

 
Under Section 6.16(2)(d) of the Local Government Ac t 1995, 
a Local Government may impose fees and charges in 
relation to receiving applications, issuing approva ls, making 
inspections and issuing licences.

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5 How Verge Deposits are Reimbursed 
 

On completion of the building or improvements a fin al 
inspection is conducted by the Building Inspector, the 
Building Inspector then notifies the Engineering De partment 
for them to conduct a verge inspection.  If the ver ge has 
been left in a satisfactory state the bond will be returned, if 
not the owner or their contractor will be notified of the 
reason. 
 
Verges are to be left clean; trimmed (if material s tockpiles 
were temporarily stored); and the kerb, gutter, roa d shoulder 
and seal swept to remove all materials.  Any washed  or 
blown materials shall also be removed and the road surface 
swept clean. 
 
Any plant such as manhole covers and scour valves, covered 
by stockpiles, shall be exposed and swept clean. 
 
Swale drains are to be trimmed to reinstate the ori ginal 
gradient and shape.

10.2.6 Title:  Damage to Property on Lofthouse Avenue, Eaton

Background 
 
At the 13th February 2008 Council Meeting, the Council considered a request from 
residents of Lofthouse Avenue for Council to address the antisocial behaviour and 
damage that was occurring to both private and public property along Lofthouse 
Avenue.  Damage was occurring to the trees and bollards in the median street, bins, 
reticulation, letterboxes and bottles broken over the road and was occurring on most 
weekends at night.  Residents had also advised that vehicles were speeding along 
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this road.  Apart from the expenses incurred by the residents along Lofthouse 
Avenue, the Shire had also incurred costs in continually replacing trees and bollards 
along the road which were repetitively destroyed.  
 
Council made the following resolution [17/08] in regards to the matter: 
 

“THAT: 
 
1. Council staff replace the trees and bollards in Lofthouse Avenue using: 
 

a) Advanced and suitable species of trees approximately six metres in height. 
 
b) Hardwood bollards similar to those utilised in public open space in 

Millbridge. 
 
2. Council staff report back to Council in six months on progress. 
 
3. Council approves unbudgeted expenditure of $14,000 for the works from the Parks 

& Gardens Budget. 
 
4. Council staff investigate further measures for traffic management for possible 

inclusion in 2008/09 budget. 
 
5. The Chief Executive Officer writes to the Police requesting further patrols and 

emphasis to be placed on the anti-social behaviour along Lofthouse Avenue. 
 
6. The Youth Council be asked for their opinion on ways to combat the ongoing 

vandalism problem in the Shire of Dardanup.” 
 
A copy of the Council minutes of the meeting held on 13th February 2008 pertaining 
to this matter is provided see (Appendix ORD: 10.2.6A).  
 
This matter is now referred back to Council for further consideration as required in 
Point Item 2 of Council’s resolution. 
 
The replacement of trees and bollards as required in Point Item 1 of the resolution 
was completed in May 2008.  Since the new trees were installed there has been no 
damage to them.  This is attributed to the thicker tree stem and the higher canopy.  
Although trees of this size are still vulnerable to damage, the increased size does 
reduce the likelihood and potential for damage.  The bollards were also replaced at 
the same time, using a thicker hardwood timber bollard. Only one bollard has been 
damaged since installation; which was pulled out of the ground and dumped 
approximately 20 metres away.  The bollards are considerably heavier than the 
previous thinner softwood bollards and it appears that substantial effort was put into 
removing the bollard hence it being abandoned only a short distance from the site. 
 
As Councillors would be aware no additional traffic management measures were 
committed to in the 2008-2009 Budget due to financial constraints.  However, options 
such as nibs, ramps and islands could be implemented to reduce traffic speeds. 
 
Point Item 5 required a letter to be written to the Police requested further patrols of 
the road.  This item was actioned; however, Shire staff are not aware of whether 
patrols have been increased on this road.  Staff were advised that one culprit had 
been caught along the road some time ago.  The outcome of this and the impact it 
has had on the problem is unknown. 
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The matter was also referred to the Youth Council for their opinion as required in 
Point Item 6.  The matter was considered at the Youth Committee meeting held on 
the 11th of March 2008.  The Youth Committee was of the opinion that traffic calming 
measures would be the best option.  A copy of the minutes is provided see 
(Appendix ORD: 10.2.6B). 
 
It appears that the planting of larger trees and use of heavier bollards has thwarted 
much of the destruction that had occurred previously along the median strip.  
However, correspondence has been received from Mrs Thomas of 36 Lofthouse 
Avenue advising the Council that there are still vehicles hooning on Lofthouse 
Avenue and in particular at the intersections of Crampton Avenue and Millard Street 
with Lofthouse Avenue.  Mrs Thomas has advised that the installation of islands and 
further planting at these intersections would most likely address this issue. 
 
Legal Implications  - None 
  
Budget Implications  -  Nil 
 
Officer Comment 
 
Lofthouse Avenue has had a history of speeding vehicles, which instigated the 
Council to undertake traffic calming works approximately three years ago to address 
the problem.  The traffic calming approach consisted of the creation of a flush 
median strip with a series of trees (17 in total) and bollards placed along this strip.  
When matured the trees would reduce the pavement width and hence also the 
vehicle speeds.  The planting of larger trees has enabled to progress towards 
reaching the full traffic calming potential of the treatment.  The treatment will not have 
full effect until the trees are fully grown; however, the increase in tree size has 
already seen some improvement in the area. 
 
The request made by Mrs Thomas of 36 Lofthouse Avenue for planted islands in the 
median at the intersections of Crampton Avenue and Millard Street with Lofthouse 
has merits – this option should be examined further to determine whether islands can 
be implemented at these locations. 
 
In the previous report to Council, the following other measures were mentioned: 
 
·  Additional traffic calming measures 

 
In this option, additional road infrastructure would be added as further traffic 
calming. This could be achieved by a number of methods: 
 
Channelisation of traffic flow (i.e. narrowing of lanes by use of obstacles) – this is 
similar to the current treatment by which the road lane width is further reduced.  
This would be done by placing an edge line for the full length of the road creating 
a 3.0 metre lane width instead of the current 4.0 metre width. Kerbed islands 
would be placed around the trees and bollards and nibs would be placed outside 
of the edgeline at intervals along the road.  This has the effect of choking vehicle 
movements and subsequently reduces vehicle speeds. 
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Placement of speed humps – this option would involve the installation of speed 
humps at intervals along the road that would restrict vehicle speeds to 50km/h.  
However, this option may be undesirable due to it potentially creating more noise 
and pollution due to vehicles braking, passing over the hump and then 
accelerating – it should be noted that it may slow down hoons only at the humps 
but not on the straight sections of road. 
 
Construction of chicanes – similar devices to those constructed along Pratt Road 
could be implemented; however, like speed humps they have the potential to 
create noise and pollution. 
 
Such measures may have negative impacts on larger vehicles such as Bunbury 
City Transit buses and waste disposal trucks. 
 
It is suggested that additional traffic measures be examined further in preparation 
for the next budget deliberations.  For example, Main Roads WA have recently 
conducted some trials with moulded rubber humps in Fitzerald Street in Perth.  
These humps are relatively low cost, can be easily installed, provide an 
accurately designed traffic calming and can be easily removed, relocated and/or 
reused at another location.  The trials so far have yielded good results.  The 
Manager Technical Services is planning to investigate this product and its 
potential for implementation in problem areas in the Shire, such as Lofthouse 
Avenue. 

 
·  Improved lighting 

 
In this option, lighting along the full length of the road would be upgraded.  The 
recent lighting study undertaken by a consultant has shown that lighting along this 
road was substandard and requires improving.  Improved lighting may or may not 
reduce anti-social behaviour but is unlikely to reduce traffic speeds.

Background 
 
Council at its meeting on the 23 July 2008 [229/08] resolved the following : 
 

“THAT Council advise the Western Australian Planning Commission the following: 
 
1. The Shire of Dardanup requests clarification from the Western Australian 

Planning Commission on the legal standing of the Shire of Dardanup Rural 
Strategy in relation to the South West Rural Subdivision Guidelines. 
 

2. The Shire of Dardanup will continue to assess rural subdivisions in 
accordance with the Shire of Dardanup Rural Strategy. 
 

3. Council will make a determination on whether rural subdivisions are assessed 
in accordance with the South West Rural Subdivision Guidelines or the Shire 
of Dardanup Rural Strategy after clarification is received from the Western 
Australian Planning Commission on the legal standing on the Shire of 
Dardanup Rural Strategy is considered by Council. 
 

4. Council considers the implementation of these guidelines to be precipitous as 
S.P.P 2.5 which controls such determinations, is currently under review.” 

 
Advice was received from the Western Australian Planning Commission (WAPC), 
however Council were not satisfied with the response and request further 
information. 
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Council at its meeting on the 27 August 2008 [260/08] resolved the following: 
 

“THAT Council defer making a decision on this item until further information can 
be sought from the Department of Agriculture and Food WA as to what information 
they based their advice on for the WA Planning Commission to make their 
decision.” 

 
Correspondence has been received from the Department of Agriculture and Food 
WA (DAFWA) requesting advice on the recently imposed South West Rural 
Subdivision Guidelines (Appendix ORD: 10.3.1). 
 
Legal Implications  - None 
 
Budget Implications -  None  
 
Officer Comment 
 
It appears from the DAFWA correspondence that the WAPC initiated contact with the 
DAFWA to seek advice on subdivision criteria with regard to sustainability.  The basis 
of the DAFWA reply is based on an outdated land capability study and the 
requirement for future agriculture development to require access to large areas of 
suitable land.  Therefore if land is subdivided it restricts the access to large parcels 
and has a negative impact on agriculture. 
 
Also it appears the WAPC want standardisation of subdivision criteria in the south 
west and the recently endorsed Warren Blackwood Plan provided these standards.  
However, these standards restrict subdivision in the Shire and are at odds with the 
WAPC endorsed Shire of Dardanup Rural Strategy. 
 
Regardless of what DAFWA advised the WAPC, the WAPC are the decision maker 
in subdivision matters and there is little the Shire of Dardanup can do to influence the 
outcome particularly when both DAFWA and the WAPC require larger minimum area 
for rural subdivision. 
 
The issue to be determined is whether Council will accept the recently imposed 
subdivision criteria for rural land.  As previously reported officers do not believe 
Council has any real choice in the matter as discussed in earlier reports.  It is the 
officer’s opinion that Council advise the Western Australian Planning Commission 
that the Shire of Dardanup will use the South West Rural Subdivision Guidelines to 
assess rural subdivisions.

Background 
 
The Shire has a road names register of road names that have been preapproved by 
the Geographic Names Committee (GNC).  Developers and subdividers often use 
this register when assigning names to new roads.  The register contains a few 
pioneer names for the Ferguson Valley area and Burekup but not for other areas 
such as Dardanup. 
 
Legal Implications  - Local Administration Act 1997 
 
Budget Implications  -  Newspaper Advertising – approximately $200 
 
Officer Comment 
 
Officers have recently experienced difficulty in allocating names for new roads in 
areas such as Dardanup as there aren’t any pioneer names on the register that 
relate specifically to that area. 
 
Staff proposes to place advertisements in the local newspaper and the Shire 
newsletter that is published in the Bunbury Mail newspaper calling for 
submissions/nominations to be considered for inclusion on the road names register 
(a draft copy of the advertisement is at Appendix ORD: 10.4.1).  This gives the 
residents of the Shire the opportunity to nominate their pioneer/family names or other 
names that would be acceptable to be used.  Residents will be requested to provide 
as much background information (including the area that the name is associated 
with) as they can.  Appropriate names complying with the GNC guidelines will be 
presented to Council for acceptance before GNC approval is sought.  The main 
criteria when considering names is that the person is no longer living and the name is 
not already used in adjoining local authorities. 
 
It will be recommended that Council authorise staff to advertise calling for road 
names submissions for consideration for inclusion on the Shire’s road names 
register.

Officer Comment 
 

·  Proposal 
 
The applicant proposes to construct a two storey barn-style dwelling on the site with 
a floor area of approximately 200m2 (excluding the carport).  Copies of plans have 
been provided (Appendix ORD: 10.4.2).  The applicant is proposing to use a variety 
of materials which include compressed fibre cement cladding, coloured corrugated 
iron cladding and bricks on external walls, coloured corrugated iron on the roof, 
jarrah timber poles for support poles on the carport and dwelling.  The applicant’s 
aim is to make the dwelling look more like a dwelling and less like a shed. 
 

·  Town Planning Scheme No. 3 
 
A “single dwelling” under Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3) is a ‘permitted’ use 
which means that the use is permitted, subject to compliance with the development 
standards of the Scheme. 
 
Clause 4.8 of TPS 3 relates to the general appearance of buildings within the Shire.  
Clause 4.8.1 states that “no person shall without the written approval of the Council 
erect a building which by virtue of colour or type of materials, architectural style, 
height or bulk, ornamental or general appearance, has an exterior design which is 
out of harmony with existing buildings or the landscape character of the area” 
 

·  Discussion 
 
There is an existing corrugated iron barn style dwelling under construction on 
O’Meara Drive.  This was approved by Council under Clause 3.16.8 of TPS 3 which 
relates specifically to this area (being located within the Bushland Development 
Area) and requires, unless approved by Council, dwellings to be constructed of brick.  
As Lot 2 is located outside the Bushland Development Area, this requirement is not 
applicable. 
 
The matter to be considered is whether the colour, type of materials, architectural 
style and general appearance of the proposed dwelling is in keeping with existing 
buildings or the landscape character of the area. 
 
On inspecting the nearby area, there are other dwellings that have been constructed 
using a combination of materials such as brick and coloured corrugated iron.  Given 
the rural character of the area, this type of construction does not appear to be out of 
harmony with the area.  Given the evolving nature of building design and 
construction, it is becoming more common for people to use a variety of building 
materials and styles which will add character to establishing and regenerating areas. 
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Conclusion 
 
Shire officers consider that the proposed dwelling is in keeping with existing buildings 
and the character of the area and therefore will recommend that the application be 
approved.

The proposed dwelling (Appendix ORD: 10.4.3B) is to be constructed on piles and 
finished with Harditex® material and a non reflective Colorbond® roof.  A two car 
garage will be included under the main roof of the dwelling.

Council is in receipt of an Application for Planning Consent to construct a second 
dwelling at Lot 20 Collie River Road, Burekup.  The subject land is 25.5 hectares in 
size, zoned ‘General Farming’ under Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3) and is 
accessed indirectly from Collie River Road.  
 
The property is wholly contained within TPS 3 ‘Landscape Protection Area’ where 
development standards apply – most significantly, a 100-metre development setback 
from public roads.  
 
As the application proposes to locate a dwelling (Appendix ORD: 10.4.4A) within 
TPS 3 ‘Landscape Protection Area’ it requires to be submitted to Council for 
consideration.  
 
Officers, having assessed the proposal are satisfied the proposal meets the required 
development standards applicable to the Landscape Protection Area. 
 
This property is currently improved with an existing timber clad dwelling and a 
Colorbond® rural shed and internal limestone track. 
   
Legal Implications - Possible claim for compensation   - TPS No. 3 Division 2, 5.2.4 
  
5.2 Division 2 – Landscape Protection Areas 
 

5.2.4 Any person who is injuriously affected by a decision of the Council refusing 
an application for consent to do any of the things mentioned in Clause 5.2.2 
or granting its consent subject to conditions not acceptable to the applicant 
may if such refusal or conditions relate to the protection of the landscape and 
if the claim is made within six months of the decision of the Council claim 
compensation from the Council. 

  
Budget Implications  - As above. 
 
Officer Comment  
 
This property is undulating but generally falls in a northerly direction, in some parts 
the decline is severe. Pockets of native vegetation exist throughout the property, 
however it generally has been cleared and is used for the grazing of livestock.  No 
clearing of vegetation is required.  
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The proposed dwelling (Appendix ORD: 10.4.4B) is to be constructed on a granite 
retained sand pad and finished with compresses rammed earth brick and a non 
reflective Colorbond® roof.  
 
5.2 Division 2 – Landscape Protection Areas 
 

5.2.3 (b) Buildings and associated services should be regarded as being 
secondary to the natural features of the area and should not usually be 
permitted in visually exposed areas. 

 
Based on the intent of this clause to preserve the natural features of the area, it is the 
officer’s opinion that the proposed location and materials to be used will have 
minimal impact upon the landscape and that Council can approve this application.

Area: 40.0ha (100 acres)   

Slope: Severe then extreme in an easterly direction  

Improvements: Rural shed, three (3) rural dams 

Previous Approvals: Nil 

 
Council is in receipt of an application to develop a rural property within the Henty 
locality. The subject land is 40 hectares in size, zoned “General Farming” under 
Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3) and is accessed from Henty Brook Road.  The 
subject property is also contained within the TPS 3 ‘Landscape Protection Area’ 
where development standards apply – most significantly, a 100-metre development 
setback from public roads.  
 
The proposal seeks a variation from the development standards applicable to the 
Landscape Protection Area, namely a reduced setback of twenty (20) metres other 
than the specified one hundred (100) metres.  
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As the application proposes to locate a dwelling within TPS 3 ‘Landscape Protection 
Area’ it requires to be submitted to Council for consideration.  
 
This property is currently unimproved aside from a small rural shed. 
 
Legal Implications - Possible claim for compensation   - TPS No. 3 Division 2, 5.2.4 
  

5.2.4 Any person who is injuriously affected by a decision of the Council refusing 
an application for consent to do any of the things mentioned in Clause 5.2.2 
or granting its consent subject to conditions not acceptable to the applicant 
may if such refusal or conditions relate to the protection of the landscape and 
if the claim is made within six months of the decision of the Council claim 
compensation from the Council. 

  
Budget Implications  - As above. 
 
Officer Comment  
 
From the entrance off Henty Brook Road, this property slopes downwards from 
moderate to extreme, making development and internal road construction 
challenging.  In this regard, applicants seek a reduced setback of twenty (20) metres 
(Appendix ORD: 10.4.5A) to facilitate construction of a dwelling on a near level 
surface.  
 
The proposed dwelling is to be cut and piled into the side of the incline (Appendix 
ORD: 10.4.5B) and will be finished in various materials, most notably a zincalume 
roof and some zincalume feature panels.  
 
5.2 Division 2 – Landscape Protection Areas 
 

5.2.3 (b) Buildings and associated services should be regarded as being 
secondary to the natural features of the area and should not usually be 
permitted in visually exposed areas. 

 
In considering the aforementioned clause, the intent of which is to preserve the 
natural features of the area, it is the officer’s opinion that the proposed location and 
materials to be used will have minimal impact upon the landscape. 
 
The officer further concludes that despite council’s preference for the use of non-
reflective materials, this would not in itself constitute sufficient grounds to not support 
this application. 
 
It is therefore the officer’s recommendation that council support this application 
subject to conditions.

Background 
 
A building licence was issued on 12th June 2008 for a flat roof patio with a maximum 
height of 2.7m to be erected in the front yard of Lot 16 (31) Ennis Street, Eaton. 
 
The patio licence was issued to Bunbury Patio Solutions on behalf the owner of the 
property – Mr G Harvey of the same address.  Copy of plans attached (Appendix 
ORD: 10.5.1A). 
 
I have received 2 verbal complaints regarding this patio however none of the 
complainants would leave their name and address. 
 
Legal Implications - Compliance with Council Policy P5.13. 
 
Budget Implications - None. 
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Officer Comment - 
 
Council Policy P5.13 states: 
 

“This policy applies to the development of outbuildings, patios, pergolas and carports on 
land located within the residential zones. 
 
1. Outbuildings shall comply with the following: 
 

1.1. Be setback from boundaries as required by the Residential Design Codes, unless 
otherwise approved by Council; 

 
1.2 Have a maximum wall height of 3m; 
 
1.3 Have a maximum overall height of 3.9m; 
 
1.4 Have a maximum floor area of 80m2; “ 

 
The patio that has been built is approximately 4.2 metres high at its highest point and 
is a sloped roof, not flat as approved.  Copies of photos are attached (Appendix 
ORD: 10.5.1B).   
 
A meeting took place between the owner, the builder and Manager Building Services 
on 1st October 2008.  Copy of file note attached attached (Appendix ORD: 10.5.1C). 
 
The owner, Mr G Harvey has requested that he be allowed to retain the patio as is.  
He has provided engineering details that confirms the structure is safe. (Appendix 
ORD: 10.5.1D).   
 
Neighbours on both sides of the property have provided written permission attached 
(Appendix ORD: 10.5.1E) and a letter and photo from owner showing height lines 
was also provided attached (Appendix ORD: 10.5.1F). 
 
As this patio does not conform with Council Policy P5.13 I cannot recommend that 
the patio at 4.2 metres in height can remain as is. 
 
The owner has appeal rights. 
 
Voting Requirements - Simple Majority 
  
OFFICER RECOMMENDED RESOLUTION  
 

THAT Council direct the patio roof at the front of Lot 16 (31) Ennis 
Street, Eaton for Mr G Harvey be lowered to a minim um of 3.9 
metres to comply with Policy P5.13 and advise that appeal rights 
exist.

development and management of Friends of Groups.

Background 
 
With an increase in urban development over the last 5 years, community concern 
over the local natural areas has increased, particularly within the Eaton townsite.  It 
has been proposed that the Shire of Dardanup establish and support community led 
"Friends of Groups” with a focus on reserves within the Eaton townsite.  Friends of 
Groups are a valuable way for the community to get involved in their local public 
open spaces, bushland, wetlands, creeks and river reserves.  These groups typically 
have an involvement in the planning of reserve protection and development, 
maintenance of paths, weeding, rubbish removal and the overall management of the 
particular reserve. 
 

Map 1: Eaton townsite showing the location of the reserves 

 
 
Staff have identified approximately 25 reserves and several sections of the Collie 
River foreshore that could warrant the development of Friends of Groups (see Map 
1).  In order to manage these groups a Steering Committee would need to be formed 
to exchange ideas between Council, staff and the public.  This would ensure that the 
Friends of Groups are working with Council and within the parameters of the existing 
management plans.  It will also give the opportunity for these groups to express their 
ideas on how these areas are meeting the needs of the community. 
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Legal Implications  -  
 
None. 
 
Budget Implications  - 
 
A grant application has been submitted through Western Australian Community 
Foundation that, if accepted, will contribute to some of the administrative cost of 
initially forming the groups. 
 
Time will need to be allocated from staff to cover a lot of the initial administration 
work and will be on going decreasing as the groups become more self managing. 
 
Capital expenditure for on ground works will be required in future budgets.   
 
Council may be able to access funds from the Eaton Public Open Space (POS) 
Reserve account.  However there may be some difficulties in this process and 
ultimately will be subject to approval from the Minister for Planning.   
 
Any grant money sort may have to be matched by cash contributions. 
 
Officer Comment 
 
Council has an obligation to manage the reserves under its control.  At present the 
work undertaken in most reserves is limited to weed control, verge maintenance and 
some litter control.  With the redevelopment of established parts of Eaton and the 
continued growth of Millbridge and Parkridge there is an increasing level of interest in 
the reserves, particularly from residents living directly adjacent to the reserves.   
 
The Steering Committee and Friends of Groups are a means by which the Council 
can support and encourage the community to become involved in protecting and 
enhancing the wetlands, whilst ensuring the work undertaken is not causing more 
harm to the fragile ecosystems.       
 
It is important for the community to work together with the Council on managing 
these areas, to ensure that on-ground works are in line with current reserve 
management plans and also to ascertain how the community needs are being met.  It 
is envisaged that these groups will eventually become self managing, however will 
still need to liaise with Council. 
 
Council should be aware that with the formation of these groups there is likely to be 
an expectation from the community that the overall standard of the reserves will be 
improved, not simply maintained at the current standard.  This may include walk 
trails, provision of seating, signage and other facilities.  This will have an impact of 
staff time and on the budget from capital expenditure and maintenance.   
 
The work performed by the groups will have a direct environmental benefit through 
activities such as removing weed species and litter control.  There is also a direct 
benefit to the Council through involving the community in specific programs and 
using the groups to help improve and maintain the reserves.  There is a definite 
social benefit in building the community bonds and it may be that these types of 
activities could in the longer term result in a cost saving to Council.   
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At present Council manages most reserves in the townsite, however there are some 
reserves under the care and control of the Department of Environment and 
Conservation (DEC,) or have no direct management and are listed as Crown land.  
Approval will need to be obtained from the DEC or for Crown land, Department of 
Land Information (DOLI) prior to any on ground works.  This may lead to further 
requests from the DEC or DOLI for Council to accept a management order over 
these reserves. 
 
Additional Friends of Groups may be established in other areas of the Shire if the 
community desires.  Eaton is the main focus at this stage because of the request and 
interest being generated from the community.  There are similar groups established 
by the community such as the Crooked Brook Forest Community Group, and a 
similar community group in Ferguson which maintains Gnomesville.  These 
community groups have been very successful in establishing and caring for bushland 
areas and areas of interest for many years.  
 
Purpose of the Steering Committee 
 
The Steering Committee shall be known as the Friends of Groups Steering 
Committee. It is proposed that it will contain 2 members of Council, 4 staff and 4 
community members. The reason why so many community members may be 
required is because the reserves span over a large area and affect different aspects 
of the community.  It is suggested that the 4 staff have voting rights as members. 
 
The main purpose will be to develop and give direction to the various Friends of 
Groups that form within the Shire of Dardanup. This will be in the form of: 
 

·  Advertising for the Friends of Groups to the community to help form 
new groups. 

·  Locate the areas for these groups according the public interest 
received. 

·  Coordinate the first few meetings for each group. 
·  Provide the various groups with information, basic training needed, staff 

contact numbers and management plans. 
·  Provide access to specialised equipment that may be required to carry 

out on ground works. 
·  Provide information on how the groups can go about applying for 

community grants and supply with letters of endorsement where 
required. 

·  Network with each of the groups to ensure that the community needs 
are being met. 

·  Network with each of the groups to receive feedback and suggestions 
on changes to the management plans for each of the reserves. 

·  Will serve as a medium for the requests for funds and how these may 
or may not be available. For example Council providing tube stock for 
revegetation projects. 

 
Discussions for the meetings will be controlled through an agenda, and items will be 
put to the secretary prior to the meeting. The Committee will annually review its 
effectiveness and changes may need to be made as the Friends of Groups become 
more self managing.

Background - 
 
Council approved the Eaton Soccer Club to use the Northern end of the Glen Huon 
Oval for the Juniors and one Senior team in 2008. 
 
There was concern that the pitch might not be able to support both Junior and Senior 
soccer teams as well as use by other lessees such as the College and Softball. 
 
The Soccer Club has advised that the pitch held up really well over the past season, 
and as part of their application to renew the lease for 2009, have asked that they be 
allowed a second Senior soccer team to use the pitch. 
 
If this approval is given, they will comply with the terms of the lease, in that when the 
Boomers have home games, they will play away, this has worked very well over the 
preceding year. 
 
The Club has also asked Council to reconsider the need to remove the “sea-
container” at the end of each season, or assist them with a location to store it. 
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This matter has been discussed with the Manager, Technical Services, the sea 
container and its location have been inspected and it is recommended that the 
container be allowed to remain in its present location between seasons as long as 
approval has been given for use of the Glen Huon Reserve for the following years 
football season. 
 
Legal Implications - 
 
Club to adhere to sub-lease agreement. 
 
Budget Implications -  None. 
  
Officer Comment  -  
 
Copy of the Shire of Dardanup and Eaton Town Soccer Club agreement for  
restricted use of Glen Huon reserve for soccer training, development and home 
games during 2009, is attached (Appendix ORD: 10.8.1).

Officer Comment 
 
Statement of Financial Activity: 
 
The statement of financial activity is attached after the officer recommendation.  The 
first statement of financial activity report outlines the results from operating activities.  
It shows revenue and expenditure by statutory program, comparing actual results for 
the period with the annual adopted budget, the amended budget and the year to date 
budget.   
 
The second financial report displays capital and infrastructure expenditure and also 
reconciles the statement of financial activity to the statement of net current assets, 
taking into account; the proceeds from sale of assets, reserve and loan funds used, 
depreciation applied, capital and infrastructure expenditure, transfers to reserves and 
loan repayments.   
 
The statement of net current assets provides information on the accounts that make 
up current asset and current liabilities.  The current and quick ratios are liquidity 
ratios.  The current and quick ratios determine the shires ability to meet obligations 
with readily convertible funds. 
 
Additional reports that have been included in the statement of financial activity are an 
acquisition of assets report, trust fund and reserve fund reports, and a statement of 
investments.  A variance report that describes material differences between the 
adopted budget and the amended budget is also attached. 
 
Key Financial Performance Areas: 
 
·  Cash & Investments 
 

As at reporting date, Councils Municipal Bank fund has a reconciled balance of   
$353,020.  In addition to these funds, $1,250,000 are invested in capital guaranteed 
Term Deposits. 
 
The Reserve Fund has a reconciled balance of $233,770 with an additional 
$6,100,000 invested in capital guaranteed Term Deposits. 
 
Total interest earnings brought to account on the Councils Municipal & Reserve 
Funds as at reporting date are; 
 
Municipal Fund:  $   7,644 
Reserve Fund: $   6,549 
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Interest is brought to account upon maturity of investments.  There are no indications 
that total budged revenue will not be met.

As at reporting date, outstanding Rates & Charges = $1,894,169.  This equals 33.3% 
of rates & charges collectable and is a decrease of 5.3% from last month.
