10.1.1 Title: Land Acquisition – Ferguson Community Hall – Reserve 12925

Background 
 
Several reports have gone before Council regarding the Ferguson Hall since 2005 as 
the Council and the community negotiated the future of the hall. At the Council 
meeting of the 11th March 2009 Council accepted a tender for the renovation of the 
hall including the replacement of the roof and internal and external cladding. 
 
During 2007 Council considered an alternate option to the hall, that being to 
purchase Reserve 8439 Ferguson Road with the view to developing that larger piece 
of land as a community facility. Council’s interest in the reserve has been registered 
however the project was not pursued due to cost and the fact that improvements to 
the hall in its present location was supported by Council following further consultation 
with the committee. A second project close to the hall was considered uneconomical. 
 
At the request of the Hall Committee Council then adopted the following resolution 
on the 24 May 2007:

Council’s reasons for exploring the purchase price of the hall site is that if the 
community (Shire) was to buy the portion of adjoining land and it was required by 
Department for Planning & Infrastructure [DPI] to be amalgamated with Reserve 
12925 then it should be held in title by the Shire not become a part of the Crown 
reserve. 
 
A letter from the DPI was received by Council on the 24th July 2008 (Appendix ORD:  
10.1.1A) advising that the valuation/purchase price was $150,000.  At it’s meeting on 
the 13th August 2008 Council resolved [243/08] that as the proposed purchase price 
of $150,000 was higher than expected it rendered the proposal unattainable within 
Council’s budget. As a result the purchase of the portion of the adjoining land was 
also abandoned:

Officer Comment 
 
Since July 2008 the Hall Committee has made enquiries with DPI and the adjoining 
land owner to revisit the purchase of a portion of the adjoining piece of land to 
increase the land area so that a better community facility can be developed. 
 
Council have received correspondence from the Department for Planning and 
Infrastructure, State Land Services dated 19 December 2008, attaching a copy of 
their letter to the President of the Ferguson Hall Committee in regard to their 
enquiries about conditions relating to the purchase of a portion of the adjoining land 
(Appendices 10.1.1B).  
 
Correspondence has also been received from the Ferguson Hall Committee dated 
17th March 2009, (Appendix ORD:  10.1.1C) explaining their plan to purchase or 
have Council purchase additional land to add to Reserve 12925 (Appendix ORD: 
10.1.1D) . The DPI advice to the committee is that the adjoining landowners (Messrs 
Griffiths) would not be bound by subdivision impediments in relation to water way set 
backs and the Western Power condition to underground the power would not be 
imposed by DPI.  
 
The DPI advice also suggests two options, Council purchase the adjoining land and 
it is amalgamated with reserve 12925 and becomes Crown land, or Council apply to  
the Minister for Land per part 9, Section 75 of the Land Administration Act [LAA] to 
have Crown reserve transferred to the Shire of Dardanup (or Incorporated 
community group). A copy of this Section of the LAA is attached at (Appendix ORD: 
10.1.1E). This option requires that the Shire confirm the specific use for the land to 
be approved by the Minister. 
 
Part 75. (3) refers to the consideration for the transfer to be a nominal price or a 
discounted price because of the community benefit, this may be waived by the 
Minister with the approval of the Treasurer (7a), and part (4) states that a breach of 
the conditional use may result in the land being forfeited under Section 35; and the 
Minister may recover from the holder a nominal unimproved value or a discounted 
price. Transfer of interest in the land cannot occur without the written approval of the 
Minister, other uses of the land for security or any other encumbrance without the 
Minister’s approval is not permissible. 
 
Given the above advice, Council may consider the conditions related to free holding 
the Crown reserve as too restrictive (Council will have no control over the tenure of 
the land and will not be able to deal in the land any differently than the Crown 
reserve Management Order already provides). 
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The Ferguson Hall Committee now seek advice from Council as to whether Council 
would: 
 
a) Support/commence land purchase under the conditions [outlined in attached 

letter (Appendix ORD:  10.1.1C)]. 
 
b) Meet the land costs (in full), or 
 
c) Support an acquisition plan to share the land costs with the Hall Committee. 
  
Council previously rejected the idea of purchasing the portion of adjoining land 
because the land will become a part of the hall reserve 12925 being Crown land as 
required through the subdivision/amalgamation process. DPI will not allow a 1400m2 
lot to remain in separate ownership. DPI have advised the committee that they will 
agree to the amalgamation as a re-alignment of boundaries and that it will be 
included in the adjoining reserve 12925 for community purposes (Appendix ORD: 
10.1.1B) and that the subdivision process may be avoided all together if Council 
adopts a Part 9 process per the Land Administration Act 1997.  
 
There was no requirement previously for Council to buy the hall site, valued by DPI 
at $150,000, that idea was proposed by Council so that the adjoining piece of land 
being paid for by the community would remain in the communities ownership, not 
become Crown land.  The LAA Part 9, Section 75 proposal as outlined above does 
not give Council the freedom that freehold title gives to a private citizen that owns 
land and is free to deal in that land as they see fit. 
 
The proposal from the hall committee to acquire the 1,400m2 has changed from the 
2008 investigation, where the conditions for power being placed underground may 
be waived and the subdivision process and other conditions may be avoided.  
 
Costs including, the purchase price of the 1,400m2, the application for subdivision 
and other processing fees, land survey costs and fencing (to be undertaken by the 
committee) will still need to be met.  
 
As there is no budget allocation for this project; it is recommended that the proposal 
be referred to the 2009/10 budget for consideration, with revised and updated costs. 
 
Council is to consider whether the Shire of Dardanup is to cover all of the associated 
costs or share the costs with the committee. Before that decision can be made 
details of the costs are to be established.

10.2 MANAGER TECHNICAL SERVICES REPORT 

 
10.2.1 Title:  Request for Closure and Purchase of Portion of Ferguson Road 

(G McClintock)

Background 
 
At the 19 November 2008 meeting of Council, the Council considered a request from 
Mr Grant McClintock requesting permission to purchase a portion of Ferguson Road 
reserve adjacent to his property at Lot 85 Ferguson Road, Dardanup and 
amalgamating it with that property.  
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The land in interest is situated immediately adjacent to Mr McClintock’s property and 
is within the road verge only. This section of Ferguson Road reserve is wider than 
required as a result of road realignment works carried out in the past. Mr McClintock 
is seeking to purchase a triangular portion of approximately 550 square metres in 
area, which would then be amalgamated into Lot 85 Ferguson Road.  
 
The Council made the following resolution [342/08] on the matter at the meeting: 
 

“THAT Council resolves to pursue the closure of an unused portion of Ferguson 
Road adjacent to Lot 85 Ferguson Road in accordance with the requirements of 
Section 58 of the Land Administration Act 1997 by: - 

 
a. Advertising the proposed closure of portion of Ferguson Road for a period of 

35 days; and 
 
b. At the lapse of the 35 day period, Council considers any objections made 

within that period, prior to making any request to the Minister to close the 
portion of road.” 

 
The proposal was advertised for 35 days. A total of six responses were received, of 
these: 
 
1. Four responses did not object to the proposal 
 
2. One response, being from Telstra, objected to the proposal unless specific 

conditions were met in regards to Telstra access to service infrastructure. 
 
3. One response from a nearby property owner neither supported nor objected to 

the proposal but expressed concerns over the possible location of Telstra 
infrastructure within private property and any subsequent effect on the level of 
service provided. 

 
Correspondence relating to the matter, including a sketch plan indicating the size 
and location of the land is provided in the agenda (Appendix ORD: 10.2.1A). 
 
Legal Implications  -  
 
To enable Mr McClintock to purchase the portion of Ferguson Road, the Shire will 
need to close that portion of Ferguson Road in accordance with Section 58 of the 
Land Administration Act 1997 and section 9 of the Land Administration Regulations 
1998. Once closed Mr McClintock will be able to purchase the land from the 
Department of Planning and Infrastructure. 
 
Budget Implications -   
 
There will be costs associated with the closure of the road, including closure 
advertising costs, survey/title costs and relocation of fences.  As this proposal has no 
benefit to the Shire of Dardanup it is recommended that all costs associated with the 
closure are passed on to Mr McClintock – in other words, the closure is at no cost to 
the Shire. 
 
Officer Comment 
 
The portion of Ferguson Road sought by Mr McClintock is surplus road reserve 
which resulted in the realignment of Ferguson Road in the past and as such, has no 
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purpose for the Shire and its road infrastructure.  As a result, the Shire has no 
technical grounds for objecting the proposal provided that sufficient road reserve is 
maintained to enable any future widening of the built road along Ferguson Road.  
This requirement can be easily addressed at time of survey. 
 
However, the response from Telstra indicates that a major telecommunications 
service is situated within the subject portion of road reserve.  Although objected to in 
the first instance, Telstra have advised in their response letter that they will waive 
their objection if the property owner (i.e. Mr McClintock) agrees to provide full, 
unrestricted access (24 hours, 7 days) to the service infrastructure affected by the 
proposal.  The terms and conditions are described in the response letter from Telstra 
provided in the agenda (Appendix ORD: 10.2.1B). 
 
Mr McClintock has advised that he is willing to provide Telstra full access to the 
existing telecommunication infrastructure by entering into an agreement directly with 
Telstra. 
 
The location of Telstra infrastructure within private property is not uncommon.  An 
agreement between Telstra and Mr McClintock should ensure the service is not 
affected and thus addressing the concerns of the nearby property owner.

2. On fulfilment of the requirements of Point Item 1 above, a 
request is made to the Minister for the closure of the 
unused portion of Ferguson Road adjacent to Lot 85 
Ferguson Road.

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10.2.2 Title: Re-allocation of Regional Road Group Funds

Background 
 
The Manager Technical Services is seeking Council endorsement for the re-
allocation of funds between the Mungalup Road and Falcon Road projects included 
in the 2008-2009 Budget. 
 
There have been delays in the delivery of construction works on Falcon Road as a 
result of the close proximity of powerlines to the road.  The existing powerlines run 
parallel to the edge of the road and current road design standards require sufficient 
clearance to be achieved between the power poles and vehicles.  Further design 
work and a risk assessment are being carried out prior to carrying out the 
construction of the road.  Some gravelling of the road has been carried out but it is 
now too late to commence major construction works due to the impending wet 
season. 
 
Works have commenced on Mungalup Road and it is proposed to transfer funds 
from Falcon Road to this project.  Due to the site conditions on Mungalup Road, this 
project is less impacted by wet weather and is thus able to continue into the final 
months of the financial year. 
 
Both projects are funded through the Regional Road Group (RRG) and thus require 
Council resolution to request the re-allocation of project funds. 
 
Legal Implications  -  
 
The re-allocation of funds needs to be in accordance with the State Road Funds to 
Local Government Agreement and is thus subject to approval by the RRG.  A 
request will be made to the RRG following resolution of Council. 
 
Budget Implications -   
 
The initial budget allocation for the two projects is as shown in the following table.  It 
should be noted that the Department of Environment and Conservation (DEC) is 
funding the projects also through the Shire of Dardanup-DEC Interagency 
Agreement.

Background 
 
Council at its meeting on the 10 September 2008 resolved [Res: 282/08] to advertise 
a draft town planning policy for the collection of developer contributions for the 
upgrading of roads in the Dardanup West/Crooked Brook Structure Plan area and 
provision of community infrastructure in the area (Appendix ORD: 10.3.1A). 
 
The policy has been advertised and is now presented to Council for consideration.    
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Legal Implications  - None 
 
Budget Implications -   
 
If Council is not successful in gaining developer contributions for upgraded 
infrastructure and facilities in the Dardanup West/Crooked Brook structure plan area 
Council will need to fund these costs through other means.   
 
Officer Comment 
 
The draft policy was advertised in accordance with clause 8.3 of the Shire of 
Dardanup Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3). 
 
A total of 2 submissions were received with the 2 submissions objecting to the 
proposed draft policy (Appendix ORD: 10.3.1B).  All submissions have been 
summarised below. 
 
The Council endorsed policy will gain significant weight if it is approved by the 
Western Australian Planning Commission (WAPC).  It is recommended that the 
policy be forwarded to the WAPC requesting endorsement.  Endorsement by the 
WAPC will ensure the proposed subdivision condition receives support from the 
WAPC and is placed on subdivision approvals for land in the Dardanup 
West/Crooked Brook structure plan area. 
 
It is the officer’s recommendation, following consideration of submissions received, 
that Council rename the advertised version of the policy Town Planning Policy XXX – 
“Dardanup West/Crooked Brook Area Road Upgrade and Provision of Community 
Facilities Developer Contribution Policy”, to better reflect the nature of the policy as 
well as making the following modification: - 
 

The proposed subdivision condition in the advertised Dardanup West/Crooked Brook 
Roads and Infrastructure Policy be deleted and replaced with the following condition: 
 

“The subdivider making satisfactory arrangements with the Local Government 
to contribute towards the costs of road upgrades and provision of community 
infrastructure in accordance with the Dardanup West/Crooked Brook Area 
Road Upgrade and Provision of Community Facilities Developer Contribution 
Policy”. 

 
Further that Council request that the Western Australian Planning Commission 
endorse the Dardanup West/Crooked Brook Area Road Upgrade and Provision of 
Community Facilities Developer Contribution Policy.

As part 
of this policy developers are required to contribut e to the 
establishment of road infrastructure and community facilities. 
 
This policy shall only apply to land which has been  rezoned and is 
being subdivided into small holding or rural reside ntial lots. 
 

OBJECTIVE : To ensure that the future development of community facilities and 
road infrastructure in the area covered by the Dard anup 
West/Crooked Brook Structure Plan is sufficiently f unded via 
developer contributions so as not to place added bu rden on the 
ratepayers. 
 

POLICY : This will be a significant development that will im pact on the public 
infrastructure of roads and community facilities.  
 
The Structure Plan has the following planning polic y provisions. 
 
1. Council will request the WAPC impose a condition  of 

subdivision requiring a contribution towards road u pgrading for 
locations identified in the Structure Plan area in accordance 
with Council Policy. 

 
2. Council will request that the WAPC impose a conditi on of 

subdivision requiring a contribution towards the up grading and 
construction of foreshore facilities identified in the Structure 
Plan area in accordance with Council Policy. 

 
This policy is in accord with established planning practice, public 
consultation and the Department for Planning and In frastructure. 
 
The cost of developer and Council funded infrastruc ture upgrading 
and community facilities provision that will be req uired is estimated 
at approximately $4,106,300.  Developers portion of  these costs is 
$1,631,392.  These costs were calculated as at July  2008. These costs 
will be reviewed on an annual basis and be subject to increase 
according to a review.  The annual review will be c arried out in 
conjunction with Council’s works program based on m aterial costs at 
that time. 
 
Based on the estimated lot yield of 400 lots from n ew subdivisions, this 
equates to a per lot contribution of $4,078.00 per lot as at July 2008.   
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It is based on the distribution of the cost of work s that are a 
consequence of development in the area. It does not  include 
development costs that are within an individual dev eloper’s land 
except where the standard of construction required is in excess of 
normal subdivision standards.

4 INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENT REQUIREMENTS 
 
4.1 GARVEY ROAD – DARDANUP ROAD WEST ROUTE 
 
4.1.1 Current Situation 
 
Garvey Road is a sealed road (bitumen spray seal) w ith a seal width 
of 6.7 metres. The road is not kerbed and consists of longitudinal 
drains on each side of the road. Garvey Road carrie s light vehicle 
traffic (i.e. not a truck route) and traffic classi fications indicate a 
traffic volume in the vicinity of 400 vehicles per day.  
 
Dardanup Road West is a sealed road (bitumen spray seal) with a 
seal width varying between 5.6 metres and 6.2 metre s. The road is 
not kerbed and consists of longitudinal drains on e ach side of the 
road. Dardanup Road West carries light vehicle traf fic (i.e. not a 
truck route) and current volumes are less than 100 vehicles per day.  
 
The intersection of Garvey Road and Dardanup West i s currently a 
“T” intersection with Dardanup Road West terminatin g at Garvey 
Road.  
 
The intersection of Dardanup Road West and Sand Pit  Road forms a 
“T” intersection as well; however, the predominant traffic manoeuvre 
is through a right angle bend along Dardanup Road W est with Sand 
Pit Road acting as a secondary road although contin uous in 
alignment with the north – south section of Dardanup  Road West. 
 
Bridge No. 3510 is situated within the Shire of Cap el and is an 
important link over the Preston River that joins th e Dardanup West 
area to the South West Highway in the Shire of Cape l. Although 
situated on the Structure Plan boundary within the neighbouring 
Shire, this bridge is considered as an integral com ponent to the 
effectiveness of the overall infrastructure improve ments proposed 
under the structure plan area.  
 
The bridge is a single lane width timber bridge tha t is 4.21 metres 
wide (between kerbs) which spans a distance of 37 m etres across 
the Preston River. The bridge connects the Dardanup  West area to 
the South West Highway and is situated within the S hire of Capel. The 
bridge currently carries a traffic volume of less t han 100 vehicles per 
day.

4.1.2 Current Standard  
 
According to the standards adopted by the Council i n the Road 
Asset Management Plan, the current width of Garvey road and 
Dardanup Road West is sufficient for the current vo lumes of traffic 
and requires no modifications. The Shire of Dardanu p has made no 
plans to alter the road standard under the current traffic regime. The 
Road Asset Management Plan identifies future preser vation works 
(i.e. resurfacing) for the full length of the roads  carried out over a 
number of years. 
 
Under the current traffic regime the intersection o f Garvey Road and 
Dardanup Road West is adequate. Similarly, the inte rsection of 
Dardanup Road West and Sand Pit Road is also adequa te under the 
current traffic conditions. 
 
Discussions with Main Roads WA have indicated that Bridge No. 3510 
in its current form is suitable for the traffic vol umes being 
experienced over the bridge. 
 
4.1.3 Future Situation 
 
The proposed structure plan identifies that the Gar vey Road – 
Dardanup Road West Route will carry a substantially  higher traffic 
volume than currently experienced. It has been esti mated that 
traffic volumes in the vicinity of 1400 vehicles pe r day could be 
expected on the eastern portion of Garvey Road as a  direct result of 
the structure plan area when it is fully developed.  It is estimated that 
a further 400 vehicles per day could be experienced  on this road 
with movements between the Picton-Boyanup Road and the South 
West Highway. 
 
With the increase of traffic along the Garvey Road – Dardanup Road 
West Route, the intersection of Garvey Road and Dar danup Road 
West will be impacted, it is expected that the pred ominant 
movement through this intersection will be between Garvey Road 
and Dardanup Road West. This shift in priority will  require intersection 
modification. 
 
The predominant traffic movement at the Dardanup Ro ad West and 
Sand Pit Road intersection will remain as through t raffic along 
Dardanup Road West. However, the increase in traffi c will require 
improvements to be undertaken at this intersection to better cater 
for the vehicle movements. 
 
The proposed structure plan identifies that Dardanu p Road West, 
where it adjoins the Preston River Bridge will carr y a substantially 
higher traffic volume than currently experienced. I t has been 
estimated that volumes in the vicinity of 1400 vehi cle per day could 
be expected to pass over Bridge No. 3510 when the s tructure plan 
area is fully developed. 
 
4.1.4 Future Standard 
 
According to the standards adopted by the Council i n the Road 
Asset Management Plan, using the anticipated traffi c volume of 
1800 vehicles per day, the section of Garvey Road b etween the 
Picton-Boyanup Road and Dardanup Road West would ne ed to be 
widened. The width standard to be adopted would be a seal width 
of 8.2 metres with shoulder widths of 1.1 metres on  each side.  
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To accommodate the higher traffic volumes, the road  pavement 
along this section of Garvey Road will need to be r einforced by 
adopting a sub base layer of 200mm thick limestone,  base course 
layer of 100mm thick gravel and a surfacing of 25mm  thick asphalt 
over an emulsion primerseal. The road may require k erbing along 
some sections to preserve native vegetation. The ke rbing will allow 
some road side drain diversion allowing trees to re main along the 
road in some sections.  
 
Dardanup Road West would also need to be widened al ong its full 
length. The width standard to be adopted would be a  seal width of 
8.2 metres with shoulder widths of 1.1 metres on ea ch side. The 
section heading north-south (Road Section 2 on the Locality Plan) will 
require a substantial drain to be constructed paral lel with the road 
for the conveyance of storm water. 
 
To accommodate the higher traffic volume, the road pavement 
along Dardanup Road West will also need to be reinf orced by 
adopting a sub base layer of 200mm thick limestone,  basecourse 
layer of 100mm thick gravel and a surfacing of 25mm  thick asphalt 
over an emulsion primerseal. It is also expected th at the road will 
require kerbing along some sections to preserve nat ive vegetation. 
 
Roundabouts are proposed at the intersection of Gar vey Road and 
Dardanup Road West and also at the intersection of Dardanup Road 
West and Sand Pit Road. The addition of roundabouts  at these 
locations will improve traffic movements and safety  at the 
intersections. 
 
According to Main Roads WA bridge standards, using the 
anticipated traffic volume of 1400 vehicles per day , Bridge No. 3510 
would need to be widened. The width standard to be adopted is a 
width of 8.2 metres between kerbs. Assuming a kerb width of 0.3 
metres on each side, a total bridge width of 8.8 me tres is expected. 
It is assumed that a footpath or cycle path is not required. 
 
Main Roads WA have advised that the bridge is in re asonable 
condition (a concrete overlay was carried out in 19 93) and its full 
replacement cannot be justified. Thus a widening of  the structure 
with retention of the existing structure would be t he most viable 
option. It is anticipated that the bridge widening will consist of timber 
and steel substructure components with a concrete o verlay deck, 
and will span a distance of 37 metres across the ri ver.

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4.2 VENN ROAD 
 
4.2.1 Current Situation 
 
Venn Road is a partially sealed road. The road is s ealed for 1.59 
kilometres from the Dardanup Town end (bitumen spra y seal) with a 
seal width 4 metres. The remaining section of the r oad is a gravel 
standard with a pavement width of 5 metres. The roa d is not kerbed 
and consists of longitudinal drains on each side of  the road. 
 
Venn Road carries light vehicle traffic (i.e. not a  truck route) and 
current traffic volumes are less than 100 vehicles per day.  
 
4.2.2 Current Standard 
 
According to the standards adopted by the Council i n the “Road 
Plan” document, the current standard of Venn Road i s sufficient for 
the current volumes of traffic and requires no modi fications. The Shire 
of Dardanup has made no plans to alter the road sta ndard under 
the current traffic regime. The “Road Plan” documen t identifies 
future preservation works (i.e. resurfacing and gra vel resheeting) for 
the road carried out over a number of years. 
 
4.2.3 Future Situation 
 
The proposed structure plan identifies that Venn Ro ad will carry a 
substantially higher traffic volume than currently experienced. It has 
been estimated that volumes in the vicinity of 800 vehicles per day 
could be expected when the structure plan area is f ully developed. 
 
4.2.4 Future Standard 
 
According to the standards adopted by the Council i n the “Road 
Plan” document, using the anticipated traffic volum e of 800 vehicles 
per day, Venn Road would need to be widened. The wi dth standard 
to be adopted would be a seal width of 7.2 metres w ith shoulder 
widths of 1.1 metres on each side.  
 
To accommodate the higher traffic volume, the road pavement 
would need to be reinforced by adopting a sub base of 150mm 
thick limestone, basecourse of 100mm thick gravel a nd a surfacing 
of 25mm thick asphalt over an emulsion primerseal. It is also 
expected that the road will require kerbing along s ome sections to 
preserve native vegetation. 
 
4.2.5 Cost of Upgrade 
 
Full length – Widen, reinforce pavement and asphalt – 2.2km – 
$665,000 
 
 
 
4.3 PUBLIC OPEN SPACE (POS) DEVELOPMENT 
 
It is expected that three separate areas of POS alo ng the Preston 
River will be developed for use of residents in the  Structure Plan Area. 
It has been assumed that each POS area will consist  of the following 
features, when determining the cost of developing t hese areas: 
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Grassed Area 2000 m2 
Natural vegetation 2000m2 
Picnic Settings x 2 
Pathways adjoining roadside parking and picnic area

5 SHARED COST CONTRIBUTIONS 
 
5.1 METHOD OF CALCULATION

The calculation of the required developer contribut ions is provided 
at Section 8 [below].

6.1 REVIEW OF SHARED COST CONTRIBUTIONS

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7 ADDITIONAL INFORMATION 
 
It should be noted that the upgrade of the bridge i s an important 
component of the overall infrastructure upgrade. It  is proposed to 
create a distributor road by upgrading the Garvey R oad – Dardanup 
Road West Route. This route will not only function as a distributor road 
but will also link the South West Highway to the Pi cton-Boyanup Road 
(Main Road). It is expected that this route will be come one of 
Regional significance that will be eligible for fun ding under the State 
Road Funds to Local Government Agreement. 
 
Should the bridge not be upgraded, it is expected t hat the 
functional class of the Garvey Road – Dardanup Road West Route 
would be lower. Under these circumstances, the road  would not be 
eligible for funds under the State Road Funds to Lo cal Government 
Agreement and thus would require greater financial contribution 
from developers to meet the cost of upgrade.

Council resolved at its meeting held on 8 October 2008, to initiate an amendment to 
Town Planning Scheme No. 3 to rezone Lot 6 corner of Garvey Road and Dardanup 
West Road, Dardanup West from “General Farming” to “Small Holding” ( Appendix 
ORD: 10.4.1A).

Officer Comment 
 
In accordance with the required procedure, the proposed amendment was referred 
to the Environmental Protection Authority which determined that a formal 
assessment of the amendment was not required (Appendix ORD 10.4.1B) and 
provided the following advice and recommendations: 
 
·  Water quality and quantity – Surface water discharge needs to be controlled to 

avoid erosion and pollution while still maintaining the natural flow of discharge at 
pre-development levels.  All stormwater drainage is to be designed in accordance 
with the principles of Best Management Practice.  A drainage and nutrient 
management plan is required to incorporate water sensitive urban design 
principles and best management practices and monitoring.  Scheme provisions 
are proposed to address this issue and a note can be included on the Subdivision 
Guide Plan. 

 
·  On-site effluent disposal – Effluent disposal systems need to comply with 

contemporary standards for the sustainable disposal requirements, with adequate 
phosphorus retention capacity, a 2m vertical separation distance between the 
base of conventional septic systems and the highest known local ground water 
level or bedrock.  The Department of Water will need to approve the effluent 
disposal system to ensure no contamination of groundwater occurs. 
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·  Vegetation – Building envelopes are not to be located where development may 
impact on vegetation worthy of retention.  Should clearing of remnant vegetation 
be proposed beyond that required for the construction of the subdivision and 
building envelope, a clearing permit must be obtained from the Department of 
Environment and Conservation. 

 
·  Acid Sulfate Soils – There is a moderate to low risk of acid sulphate soils 

occurring within 3m of the natural soils surface.  Prior to ground disturbing 
activities the EPA expects the extent and severity of the risk will be determined.  
Scheme provisions are proposed to address this issue and a note has been 
included on the Subdivision Guide Plan. 

 
The proposed amendment was considered to be consistent with Regulation 25(2) of 
the Town Planning Regulations 1967 (as amended) and therefore consent to 
advertise from the Western Australian Planning Commission was not required.

Council is in receipt of an Application for Planning Consent to locate an electric 
powered ‘shear baler’ on a concrete pad at Lot 50 Copplestone Road, Paradise 
(Appendix ORD: 10.4.2A). The subject site is 1.3 hectares (3.25 acres), zoned 
‘General Farming’ under Town Planning Scheme No. 3 (TPS 3) and is accessed 
directly from Copplestone Road.  
 
Lot 50 Copplestone Road is flat and currently used for the storage and processing of 
scrap metal materials. 
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The application proposes the installation of a ‘shear baler’ machine which will be 
used to compact on-site scrap metal materials into ‘cube’ type packages. 
 
Proponents have opted to have an additional electric supply and transformer 
installed rather than have the machinery powered by diesel engines to prevent any 
increase in noise emissions. 
 
Improvements to Lot 50 Copplestone Road include a large storage shed and a 
transportable office and ablutions block. A large rainwater collection tank is situated 
on site also. 
 
Legal Implications - Appeal rights exist 
 
Budget Implications  - As above. 
 
Officer Comment  

 
The operation of a scrap metal business on land zoned ‘General Farming’ is a use 
not permitted under TPS 3, however as this business was established prior to the 
gazettal of TPS 3, ‘grandfather rights’ exist, which permit the continuance of a non-
conforming use.   
 

TPS 3 
 
PART VI - NON-CONFORMING USES OF LAND 
 
6.3 The Council may upon such conditions as it thinks fit permit the change of a 

non-conforming use to another non-conforming use if its opinion the latter use 
is less prejudicial to the amenity of the area. 

 
As can be seen, TPS 3 does not specifically refer to the extension of a non - 
conforming use, therefore Council has to determine if the installation of additional 
machinery, whereby intensifying the nature of the business can be supported.  

 
The operations at Copplestone Road are simple to explain. At present scrap metal 
materials arrive at the site, are sorted then stored in piles. Materials being removed 
are then dropped into bulk bins by a mechanical grab which then attempts to 
compress them by pushing them down.  
 
The nature of this business is not going to change by the installation of a ‘shear 
baler’, save the materials stored and transported from the site will be in a compacted 
form. The product will remain the same aside value adding through density, therefore 
reducing final transport costs. 
 
It is important to note that this machine is not a shredder type, simply compressing 
materials into compacted bales, the ‘shearing’ action simply cutting any loose 
materials off the end of these bales.  
 
Proponents advise the loading and operation of a ‘shear baler’ machine will generate 
less noise than current operation methods and also reduce heavy vehicle 
movements when materials are exported from the site.  
 
In assessing this proposal, Council has to determine if any nearby owners and 
occupiers are likely to be affected by the granting of planning consent. In this regard, 
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officers have contacted the two (2) adjoining landowners. At the time of preparing 
this report, no response has been received.   
 
Officers referred the proposal to the Department for Environment and Conservation 
(DEC), who have advised they have no objections provided that noise and dust 
regulations are adhered to (Appendix ORD: 10.4.2B). 
 
Having conducted a site visit, officers are of the opinion that if approved, the 
installation of an electric powered ‘shear baler’ is unlikely to create any increased 
negative impact or unwelcome effect on neighbouring property owners and/or 
occupiers. Consideration has also been given to improved aesthetics that will 
eventually result by a reduction in the current system of storing materials in large 
piles. 
 
Having carefully considered all aspects of this application, it is the opinion of officers 
that Council can support this application subject to conditions.

POLICY : Eaton & Dardanup Halls – Conditions of Hire 
 
1. Bookings 

 
i) Bookings should be made at least one month in 

advance of the proposed hire date. 
 

ii) A hall hire bond of $500.00 is to paid within 14 da ys 
prior to the booking date, to enable cheques to be 
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cleared by the bank. Should a booking be taken less  
than 14 days prior to the hire date the hall hire b ond 
must be paid in cash or by credit card. 

 
iii) Hall hire charges will be paid at the time of picki ng up 

the Hall keys.  Keys are not to be duplicated under  
any circumstances. 

 
2. Preliminary Inspection 
 

i) The Hall should be given a quick inspection by a  
Council employee, just prior to conducting 
events/functions to ensure it is clean and all ligh ts, 
appliances, crockery, cutlery etc are in order. 

 
ii) Any problems should be reported to the Shire Of fice 

as soon as possible. 
 

3. Public Liability 
 

i) Council is covered by a Public Liability insuran ce 
policy for events which may be deemed to be the 
responsibility of the Council. It is the responsibi lity of 
the hirer to obtain separate liability insurance co ver if 
any item whatsoever, additional to that provided or  
installed in the Hall by the Council, is brought in to the 
building. This would include private or hired 
equipment such as electrical appliances, stage 
props, catwalks, sound systems, bar equipment and 
heavy decorations. Hirers should check with the Chi ef 
Executive Officer if in doubt. 

 
ii) The Hall stage area is not to be accessed or us ed 

unless booked specifically for an appropriate 
purpose. Children on the stage area must be kept 
under adult supervision and control at all times. 

 
iii) Hirers intending to have alcoholic beverages o n the 

premises must obtain written consent (Liquor Permit ) 
from the Chief Executive Officer to do so. If alcoh ol is 
to be sold, permission must also be obtained from t he 
Liquor Licensing Court. Further information is avai lable 
from the Bunbury Police or Bunbury Court House. 

 
iv) Nails, screws, adhesives or any other forms of fixing 

device or material are not to be used on any part o f 
the buildings internal or external structure or fin ish, 
without the prior approval of the Chief Executive 
Officer.

iv) Crockery, cutlery and various utensils to be washed  

and stacked away in the correct locations 
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iv) Urns, stoves, refrigerators and other appliance s to be 

turned off and wiped clean. 
 
v) Benches and bench tops to be left clean. 
 
vi) Hall to be left clear of decorations, props or any other 

items brought in by the hirer. 
 
vii) Chairs, tables and trestles to be neatly stack ed in the 

storeroom. 
 
viii) If used, the Bar area to be left clear of spi llage’s and 

sink/bench tops/ refrigerator wiped clean. 
 
ix) Hirers are responsible for any breakage’s or da mage 

during the period of hire. 
 
5. Final Check and Exit 
 

i) All external doors and windows to be checked to 
ensure they are locked or secured. 

 
ii) A final check should be made to ensure all 

appliances are turned off and other items have been  
stored away in the correct places.

switches (except main switch) at the switchboard. 
With delay timer set ‘on’ external lighting will al low 
approximately 5 minutes for exit.

the building. 
 
v) Return keys promptly to Shire Office. 

 
6. General 
 

i) To ensure compliance with legal requirements, 
events/functions must be limited to a total of 200 
persons in the Dardanup Hall or 100 persons in the 
Eaton Hall at any one time. 

 
ii) Noise or sound from PA systems, bands, recorded  

music and the like need be kept to a reasonable lev el 
– the cooperation of hirers is sought in this regar d to 
avoid unpleasant situations developing. 

 
iii) The Committee has provided for the Hirer the u se of 

the electric stoves, hot water urns, refrigerator, tables 
and chairs. The cleaning brooms and mops are kept 
in the storeroom. A chair carrying trolley is also in the 
storeroom. The tables are to be carried over the fl oor 
not dragged. 

 
iv) Events/functions which are held specifically fo r 

children will require adult supervision on the rati o on 
one (1) adult for each ten (10) children on the 
premises. Persons not having attained the age of 18

years may not book the Hall in their own right (tha t is, 
they may not be the ‘Hirer’). A parent, guardian or  
adult representative is required as the ‘Hirer’.

Such bond will be fully or partially 
refunded according to the level of compliance with 
the conditions of hire at the Chief Executive Offic er’s 
discretion.

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Due to ongoing problems with parties etc there are a few proposed changes: 
 
1  Bookings 
 
ii) The hall hire bond be increased from $500 to $1000. 
 
2  Preliminary Inspection 
 
i) This be deleted as there is no staff available to carry out inspections.    Eaton 

Hall no longer has crockery and cutlery, this is now in the care of Eaton 
Senior Citizens who hire it out on request.  The crockery at the Dardanup Hall 
is continually going missing.  The vast majority of functions now have outside 
catering so it is suggested that the cutlery and crockery is not replaced.

iii) Change the wording “the Hall Committee” to “the Council” as there are no 

longer any hall committees for the Dardanup and Eaton Halls. . 
 
v) Change “payment of bond up to $500” to “payment of bond up to $1000”. 
 
viii) Change finish time from 1am to 11pm to reflect liquor licensing requirements, 

with cleaning to be carried out at the end of the function, as there are regular 
bookings for Saturday and Sunday mornings. 

 
x) Change the wording “the Hall Committee” to “the Council” as there are no 

longer any hall committees for the Dardanup and Eaton Halls. 
 
Along with the above policy changes it is recommended that when a hall is hired out 
for private functions / parties a facsimile of the function details be sent to the 
Australind Police for their information. 
 
Also of concern is the blanket policy covering both Dardanup and Eaton Halls.  As 
private parties can vary greatly (ie an 18th birthday party as against a 70th birthday 
party)it is also recommended that a clause be added that says approval for the 
function is at the Chief Executive Officer’s discretion.  The Chief Executive Officer to 
take into account: 
 

- Hirer’s past record; 
- Details of birthday party; 
- No school/after ball parties; 
- Adult supervision; 
- Provision of security. 

 
Littering has also been a problem with broken bottles etc.  Copy of Litter Regulations 
attached (Appendix ORD: 10.5.1).  These penalties should also be enforced. 
 
In addition, research of adjoining council policies shows that a fee is charged for 
approving liquor licenses.  It is recommended that a fee for the issue of a liquor 
license be considered in the draft 2009/10 budget.
