O - All pools/spas are required to have an associated barrier around them (compliant with
AS1926.1-2012 — Safety barriers for swimming pools and AS1926.2-2007 (incorporating
amendments 1 and 2) Swimming pool and spa safety barrier requirements
O - Anindicative location of all proposed safety barriers is to be shown on the site plan drawings
O - Ifamasonry wall is going to be installed for a pool barrier a separate building permit will be
required.

‘ Additional Information

- Portable Pools — containing water more than 300mm deep including inflatable pools require a
building permit. This does not include a temporary pool that is emptied after each use
provided it does not exceed 300mm in depth.

Portable pools must be enclosed by an effective safety barrier.
